ORDER WAS FILED
Must Pay for Mealing Plant

Even if It Doesn't Heat

Unless expressly stipulated a con-
tract to provide a heating plant for a
\u25a0building does not imply that the plant
will keep the building , comfortably
warm. This was decided yesterday by
Judge Kelly, of the district court, in
two allied cc;ses—those of Holt &Dahl-
by against Peter H. Sims and Anna
Sims, ami of Holt & Dahlby against
Peter H. Sims.

In the first case the plaintiffs sued to
recover $211 for "installing" a hot wa-
ter heating plant in a dwelling owned
hy the defendants at White Bear vil-
lage; in the second case, the amount
demanded was $151 for supplying a
heating plant for the defendant's bank
at White Bear village.

In both cases judgment was given
for the plaintiffs. It was pointed out
l>y the court that the written contracts
for the heating plants described the
apparatus to be furnished and named
the price, but made no reference to the
effectiveness of the respective plants
lor heating the dwelling or the bank.

The defense argued that such ef-
fectiveness was implied. But Judge
Kelly did not admit the implication.
It might be justly maintained, he said,
that a contract for apparatus, in the
absence of distinct description, implied
that the apparatus would be of good

\u25a0quality, just as a contract for installing
the apparatus would imply that the
actual work of installation should be
veil done. TCo complaint had been
made, however, that the apparatus was
Inferior or that it was improperly in-
stalled.

Everything had been furnished in
strict accordance with the contract. If
the house owner had desired a larger
plant or a different apparatus, that
"was a subject for contractual specifica-
tion. He had got what he had ordered.

TO ESCHEW POLITICS
Federated Improvement Asso-

elation WillCut It Out

"Even ir there has been too much
politics in the West Side Improvement
association,. there is no reason to
charge that such will be the case with
the Federation of Improvement asso-
\u25a0eiations," said Edward H. Wood, sec-
retary of the Sixth ward organization,
who suggested the formation of the
federation.

"A great many of our members real-
ize that a couple of our members,
more or less, and particularly F. B.
Doran and Paul Martin, have by their
course caused the impression that the
improvement association has been used
more or less in a political "way, and
that there might be some grounds to
suspect that such would be the case
•with the central organization. But
those most heartily in favor of the
new organization are also bitterly op-
posed to allowing its use for political
ends, and to obviate this as far as pos-
sible the by-laws of the organization
have been" referred back to the ward
associations for approval.

"Some of us interested In the forma-
tion of the federation are of the opin-
ion that it will be capable of great
good, and that in the end it will be en-
couraged and supported by that groiv-
ing class of citizens who are unselfish-
ly interested in beautifying the city
and securing permanent improvements
that are needed. Its existence .should
in a way stimulate civic pride and en-
<x>ura#e those who tan afford it to give
to their home city some object of value.

"We ask, simply because the sug-
gestion for the federation came from
the Sixth ward, thai its object should
not be misunderstood or its possibili-
ties misconstrued. It is altogether
likely that even the past mistakes of
the West side association will not be
repeated. The .proposed by-laws have
been sent to the ward organizations
for action, and on Aug. 3 a meeting
\u25a0will be held and an effort made to form
a permanent federation."

The committee on resolutions yester-
day presented a favorable report on
the proposal and it 4s said that the
resolution will undoubtedly he adopted
by the convention. In general terms
the telegraphers would have the com-
mercial telegraphs operated by the
government, the offices to be maintain-
ed in postoffiees and in connection with
the rural free delivery. The general
plan proposed is modeled after the
system in vogue in England.

The resolution providing for a work-
ing agreement with the printers' inter-
national union also came out of the
committee of resolutions with the com-
mittee's indorsement. The plan will
permit not less than five press op-
erators in any city forming a local
autonomy for purposes of an alliance
with the allied printing crafts. It is
said that the prospects are bright for
the passage of the resolution in the
convention.

The convention yesterday adopted a
motion that no more entertainment
would be accepted from the local enter-
tainment committee until the business
of the convention was completed. The
committees are hard at work, notably
the committees on resolutions and re-
ports of officers, and an adjournment
was taken early yesterday afternoon
to await the reports of the committees
before proceeding Avith the business of
the convention. Quite a percentage of
the delegates are on committees and
they rebelled against important ques-
tions being voted upon during their
absence.
