Superior Defeats Duluth
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CORRIGAN PUNNING
BIG RACING STABLE

Chicago Turfman Is Gathering
Material for Largest String

In the West

LEXINGTON, Ky., July 25.—Edward
Corrigan is now gathering together at
his stock farm here the most extensive
string of yearlings ever gathered by a
Western turfman for racing purposes,
and 1905 will see him campaigning more
two-year-olds than any other half dozen
stables combined in the Western country.
He has to date purchased thirty yearlings
at public and private sales, and he has
fifty additional colts and fillies of his own
breeding. When he shipped his stud
to Kentucky from California In December.
1002, he brought here with him 122 brood
mares. The long trip and a bad season
caused many of these stud matrons to
slip their foals, or otherwise his home
produce would have greatly exceeded his
even now large supply.

Mr. Corrigan's plans for this enormous
stable are construed by turfmen to mean
that he is building his hopes on a racing
bill in Illinois which will make the sport
secure in Chicago and all the immediate
vicinity for years to come. He is showing
to horsemen his faith that the sport is
greater than its enemies and that it will
triumph with the general public In face of
the war now being waged against it. •

In an interview while in this city several
days ago Mr. Corrigan'said Tie doubted if
Washington Park would ever hold another
meeting. He did not attribute this to the
fight against the elpb this year, as he
says that in another season it is not prob-
able such conditions would agaia arb>e,
and it is almost a certainty a race meet-
ing of twenty-five days could be run off
without civic interference. The reason he
prophesies the passing of Washington
Park is the fact that the city has en-
croached upon the grounds of the plant
until it has at last become unfitted for
racing purposes.

Of course, ifa racing bill can be passed
In the next legislature of Illinois broad
enough to permit running races within
the limits of the cities 6f the first class,
the Washington Park will ruu off other
American Derbies. ''Mr. Corrigan does
not believe any laws will ever kill racing
completely around Chicago. It is probable
Mr. Corrigan will finally name his breed-
ing plant here for the track with which
he is identified in Chicago, calling the
place Hawthorne stock farm.

CLAIMS GRAFTERS
ARE BUSY AGAIN

MM Hand Knocked Down and
Robbed Is Denied Pro-

tection

To be held up at 9 o'clock in the
evening in the principal thoroughfare
in the city, knocked down and kicked
in the head by the men who did the
robbing, and finally ordered from the
central police station by the officers of
the law, was the experience of Harry
Hanson, 2214 Eleventh avenue south,
last night.

Hanson works in one of the flour milte
in Minneapolis and na<i received his
week's wages yesterday afternoon. Ho
had $27 on his person when he came
down town in the evening, and after
spending about a half dollar he ad-
journed to the Penny Arcade at 38
Washington avenue south, which is un-
der the management of "Billy" Kelly.

According to the-story told by Han-son he walked straight through the
frort part of the museum to the place
where tickets are sold for the regular
performance. He reached in his right
hand trousers' pocket for the price of
admission. In the pocket he had $22
in small bills and silver. He pulled
most of the money out in securing the
necessary change and the next thing he
knew was that some one struck him a
terrific blow over the right eye. He
fell to the floor and three.men jumped
on him, kicking him in the head and
shoulders.

Kelly, the manager, is in St. Louis,
and the place is under the manage-
ment of James Brewer. At the time
of the assault Hanson claims that
Brewer was behind the box office, and
when he went to the floor he says
Brewer ran out and joined in, and he
claims that Brewer is the man who
took the money, $22. out of his pocket.

As soon as Hanson was able to get
out of the place he went to the central
police station. His face was bleeding
profusely, and when he told the story
to the officer in charge he received ab-
solutely no attention.

He went back and secured the officer
on duty at the place and brought him
back to ihe station. They held a con-
ference and the officer and Hanson
finally went to the Arcade and brought
Brewer to the station. A short session
in the superior officer's room followed,
after which Hanson was told to
"screw bum" or he would be thrown
into a cell. He still protested against
the treatment handed out to a citizen
of the city, but after a conversation
with the officer in the alley adjoining
he made up his mind that all parley
with the police force for protection was
useless.

Hanson lives with his sister at 2214
Eleventh avenue south, and the elder
member of the family was for six
terms a member of the city council,
representing the Eleventh ward. He
Is a very influential politician In the
city and Hanson will not only call in
the assistance of his father but the
county attorney will also be interview-
ed in regard to the case this mortiing.
and a warrant may be sworn out for
Brewer.

The manner in which Hanson was
treated by the police last night Is said
to be only a recurrence of many oth-
ers nearly as bad. Men who have been
worked as "suckers" by the grafters in
the city have repeatedly, it is said, re-
ported that they have been unable to
get a hearing with the police officers,
and there was nothing for them to do
but take their medicine.

Hanson declares he will not do this
and will swear out a warrant this
morning for Brewer. He declares he
will not stop at having his money re-
turned, but will either close up the
resort or find out why they are being
allowed to run.

ODELL DECLARES HIS
MAYORALTYPLATFORM

Minneapolis Lawyer Promises the Vot-
ers a Reform Administration

Robert Odell,. a Democratic lawyer,
yesterday filed an affidavit of his can-
didacy for the Democratic nomination
of mayor. His platform is unique and
is supplemented by an affidavit in
which Odell deposes and says that he
will, if elected, enforce all the laws. As
a guaranty of his honesty in the en-
forcement of the laws, he swears that
in 1900, whHe a United States com-
missioner, he spurned a bribe offered
him for holding certain enumerators to
the federal grand jury without a hear-
ing; that as counsel for the state in the
Hayward case and as attorney for
Blixt he spurned a retainer on the part
of Hayward, and that as counsel for
Dr. Ames he tried to save the city from
the disgrace of sending its four-times
mayor to the penitentiary on "smudgy"
testimony.

"I do not crave the position, but I am
here and if you want me I will serve
you, so help me God."' he says.

Odell's platform stands for municipal
ownership of public utilities, construc-
tion of municipal works by day labor,
eight hours per day and a minimum
wage of $2.50 per day, and right of
women taxpayers to vote on municipal
questions.

He favors a 3-cent fare until public
ownership of the street car lines is at-
tained, and the removal of disreputable
houses from Hennepin and Nicollet
avenues. Main street and Central ave-
nue: the removal of noxious weeds
from vacant lots, and an advisory non-

place. He had no key, and Mrs. Kra-mer told her daughter to go on to hergrandmother's and she would follow
later. Another girl in the house saw
Murphy and Mrs. Kramer going up the
stairs together, but since that time
nothing has been seen of the woman
until she was found in her rooms the
following Wednesday.

Mr. Murphy left Minneapolis over ayear ago and lived for nearly a year in
Denver. He returned about two months
ago with a woman whom he introduced
to his friends as his wife, saying that
he had married her in Denver. They
remained but a short time before start-ing for New York.

Chief of Police Conroy yesterday re-
ceived a request from the New York
authorities for all information regard-
ing Murphy's past in this city. Hl3
record was found to be good.
