TURFMHAN RYAN WILL
RETURNTO ST, LOUIS

Agrees to Face Accusers After
Making Application for Writ
of Habeas Corpus

NEW YORK, July 27.—After an all-day
conference between his counsel and repre-
sentatives of the circuit attorney’s office
at St. Louis, J. J. Ryan, the turfman
who was arrested at Brighton Beach race
track yesterday afternoon on a charge of
grand larceny to the amount of $800,000,
today consented to return to St. Louis
in custedy without further protest. Ryan
had been released on bail last night and
presented himself at the offige of the dis- |
trict attorney here early today.

In the meantime his attorneys had pre- !
pared to resist the St. Louis officers. They
contended that Ryan already had been put |
in jeopardy on the same charge; that he
was not the person described in the com-
plaint, .and that he would be subjected to
great financial loss and inconvenienece if
forced to leave New York at this time.
The attorneys explained that Ryan had
arranged to sell his horses here tomorrow
and that he d®sired to be present at the
sale.

In view of these conditions they de-
clared that in event of the St..Louis of-
ficers moving for immediate action they
would ask for a writ of habeas corpus
for the release of their client from cus-
tody. On the other hand, if a little time
were allowed Ryan would agree to return
to St. Louis ‘without trouble.

When this. situation was explained to
Circuit Attorney Folk at St. Louis by long
distance telephone, he at first consented
to paroie Ryan upon the latter’'s promise
to present himself at St. Louis after the
date for his trial had been fixed. Later
in the day, however, the circuit attorney
informed his representatives here that
such a plan would be impracticable as the
law would not permit Ryan to give bail
in this state on a warrant issued in St.
Louis:

Ryan’s counsel then decided to press
their - application for the writ of habeas
corpus and the prisoner was taken be-
fore Justice Fitzgerald in the supreme
court. After hearing arguments on the
application Justice Fitzgerald took the
case under advisement. Before he had
reached a decision, however, counsel for
the prisoner returned to the court room
and announced that he weould withdraw
the application for a writ of habeas
corpus as Ryan had consented to return
to St. Louis.

OUTFOUGHT BY NEIL

L ttle Fellows Fight Six Vicious
Rounds in Californian’s
Favor :

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., July 27.—
TFrankie Niel, of San Francisco, bantam
champion of the world, clearly outfought
Hughey McGovern, of Brooklyn, at the
National Athletic club here tonight. The
fight was the most vicious ever wilness-
ed in this city between little men.. There
was scarcely a second during the six
rounds that the boys were not in ac-
tion. At the close of the sixth round Mc-
Govern was almost out and was hanging
on to Neil to avoid punishment.

McGovern drew bleod from the Cali-
fornian’'s nose in the second round and
opened a gash in his left cheek in the
succeeding round. Neil cut a gash in

McGovern's left cheek in the fifth round, °

and towards the close of the 7wound Mc-
‘Govern was very shaky on his feet. Neil's
seconds were Bob Deady, Johnny Loftus,
Kid Howard and Tim. Callahan, while
Sam Harris, Danny Dougherty, Whitey
Lester and Joe Humphreyvs looked after
McGovern. Both boys were under the re-
quired weight of 118 pounds. -The fight
by rounds: .

Round One -

Neil rushed and landed a left on the
wind and brought his glove up to the
jaw. McGovern countered with a light
left to the wind and then the boys clinch-
ed. In the breakaway Neil drove his left
to the wind and McGovern landed on
Jjaw. MecGovern uppercutted to the chin,
but Neil straightened the Brooklyn lad up
with a left to the chin. McGovern drove
a right to the face &:‘d then backed away.
Neil rushed with t and right to the
face and McGovern covered up. As the
gong sounded Neil drove a hard left and
right to the jaw.

Round Two

Both boys rushed to the center of the
ring and began to pummel each other in
a vicions manner. Neil was the first to
land. He drove a left to the face and in
the breakaway put his right to the wind.
McGovern uppercut with his left and they
clinched. McGovern sent a pretty right
to Neil's jaw, but the latter smiled and
winked at his father, who was standing
in his corner. Neil landed a hard left to
the jaw and they clinched. McGovern
uppercut as they broke away and Neil
drove his right to the stomach before Me-
Govern could get away. They - clinched
and when McGovern stepped back he re-
ceived a vicious right to the wind. Mec-
Govern rushed, but was met with a
straight left. He rushed again and land-
ed a hard right to the jaw which shook
1l;leeil‘s head. They were clinching at the

g Round Three

Neil rushed and landed a left to the
face and missed a similar blow a second
later. MecGovern drove his right to the
jaw and left to the wind. Neil rushed in
and while hanging with his head on Me-
Govern’'s shoulder, uppercut. the latter
three times in succession without a re-
turn. This meihod of fighting seemed
to disconcert McGovern, and his en-
deavors to eover when Neil was fightihg
in this way were futile. McGovern drove
a left to the wind as they broke ground
and missed a right for the jaw. Neil step-
ped in with a hard left counter which
drove McGovern's head back.

Round Four

Neil rushed and landed left and right
to the face. McGovern uppercut with a
vicious right and they clinched. In the
break Neil landed a left uppercut to the
jaw and a right to the heart. MceGov-
ern kept right after Neil, but nearly all
of his rushes were wild. Neil landed a
hard left to the ear and sent two rights
to the jaw without a return. Neil's su-
periority was very apparent in this round,
and when the gong sounded McGovern:
was shaky.

Round Five

Neil sent three lefts to the jaw which
shook McGovern. The latter came back
with a hard right to the wind and a left
hook to the neck. Neil drove a left to the
jaw and a right to the\ear. McGovern
missed a hard right swing which ecarried
him half way across the ting. Before he
could get set Nejl was in with a left to
the chin. McGovern missed right and left
for the head and they rushed to a clinch.
Neil kept jabbing McGovern as they
broke away and had the latter’s face as
red as a lobster. Both boys were tired
when the gong sounded, Neil from his
exertions in trving to knock McGovern
out, and the latter from the awful pun-
ishment he was receiving.

Round Six

Both boys came up quickly and Neil
again drove his left to the wind. Thg,\'
clinched and Neil looked over McGovern's
shoulder, and said to Terry. the latter's
brother, “He’s a hard kid, Terry.”
