BELATED RUSSIAN
EHIBIT ARRIVES

Commission Upbralds Ameri-

can Newspapers for Treat-
mznt of D2ath of Piehvea

ST. LOUIS, Mo., July 29.—Messrs.
Jacob Godberg, Max Berkovitz and L.
E. R. Robinson, constituting the new
Russian commission to the world’s fair,
arrived today from St. Petersburg.

Mr. Godberg, who is editor of the
Imperial Court Chronicle, and whose
twenty years’ service for the Russian
government has given him an intimate
acquaintance with M. von Plehve, the
murdered minister, said:

“Von Plehve was a brave man; I
worked under him and I knew him
well, He received every day a stack of
anonymous letters, many threatening
his life, but he paid no attention to
them. He was too busy attending to
the work of the government.

“The killing of Von Plehve, in my
opinion, was not due to personal dis-
like of him. It was more of a protest
against the manner in which the office
of the minister of the interior is con-
ducted. His predecessor in office was
assassinated in a similar way.

“The revolutionists evidently thought
it would be an opportune time to dis-
turb the country when so many of the
troops are at the front. 2

“American newspapers have been
none too kind to Von Plehve. As a
matter of fact, Von Plehve helped
American = newspapers. He Temoved
the censorship from the correspond-
ents. When Mr. Stone and Mr. Thomp-
son, of the Associated Press, called on
him at the beginning of the war, he

agreed to let the American correspond- [ here for surgical att, nd

ents copy all the war bulleting as fast
as they came to the government. Pre-

wiously they could not gee them at all.

It is as a result of Von Plehve's act
that American newspaper readers get
the St. Petersburg was dispatches.”
