Former Gov. W. D. Hoard, of Wis-
consin, and Gen. James H. Baker, of
Mankato,» are to be invited to make
the principal addresses at the annual
reunion -of the Minnesota Territorial
Pioneers' association, to be held at the

log cabin on the state fair grounds,
Thursday, Sept. 1.

This action was decided upon yes-
terday afternoon at a meeting of the
executive committee of the association.

An attempt to reduce the salary of

George H. Hazzard, secretary of the
association, was made, but brought

forth spirited opposition and was over-
whelmingly defeated.

The executive committee meeting

was held in a parlor at the Merchants
hotel. President E. W. Dumnt, of Stilt-
water, presided. Senator Durant ex-^
plained the project to invite Gov.
Hoard to speak at the 1904 reunion. He
said Mr. Hoard was a popular speaker,
especially with the farmers and dairy-
men, and he believed his selection to

\u25a0make the address would be a fortunate
choice for the association. William
Pitt Murray agreed with Mr. Durant,

and on his motion a similar invitation
was extended to Gen. J. H. Baker, of
Mankato, now in California. Senator
Durant wired both speakers yesterday,
inviting .them to speak.

E. F. Berrisford, of St. Paul, and
Frank G. O'Brien, of Minneapolis, were
named a committee to arrange a con-

tract with either the Ladies' Pioneer
club or the Women's Relief corps for
rental of the association's ground at

the fair for the purpose of conducting

a restaurant during the fair. There
was said to be lively competition be-
tween the two societies for the privi-
leges.

Would Cut Secretary's Salary

A resolution offered by E. F. Berris-
ford fixed the compensation of the sec-
retary for the ensuing year at $15 per
month, with $3 per month for desk
room. Edwin Clark, of Minneapolis,
offered a substitute, giving $3 per
month for desk room and making the
salary $2 for each meeting and $2 per
day when actually employed. Clark
supported his motion by contending

that with a system of assessments
which were purely voluntary in charac-
ter, the only income of the association,
there was necessity for retrenchment.
President Durant and every other
member present insisted that the as-
sociation was in good financial condi-
tion and that Secretary Hazzard was
earning faT more than, he was being
paid. He is maintaining; a permanent
down-to\\;n office and is keeping a sys-
tem of personal records of old settlers
of the state, whether members of the
Territorial Pioneers or hot. The as-
sociation has more than 3,000 members
and there is $200 in the treasury at the
present date. Clark's vote was the
only one for his substitute' and the
original motion was unanimously car-
ried.

The committee ordered 5,000 copies
printed of Moses K. Armstrong's poem,
"Minnesota Day—Log Cabin Song,"
which was sung last year at the re-
union and which has been dedicated to
the Territorial Pioneers.

Board of Equalization Calls for a List
of City's Saloons and Breweries

The board of equalisation had but
few objections to dispose of at yes-
terday's session and in none of the
cases was a large amount involved. A
number of persons owning small pieces
of real estate appeared and objected
to assessments on one ground or an-
other. Some objected because they
were assessed for more than were some
of their neighbors and others opposed
any increase in their assessment as
compared with last year.

Dr. Whitcomb
did not state for what purpose he de-
sired the list, but it is believed an at-
tempt is to be made to secure a gen-
eral increase in the assessments against
this class of property.

Mayor Smith was given a leave of
four days* absence " from the board
meetings, Assemblyman Whitcomb be-
ing named to fill his place as vice chair-
man during that time.

HOUSE HUNTERS FIND
RENTS STATIONARY

Signs Indicate That Supply of

Homes Is Beginning to
Equai Demand

For the first time in three years the
local house hunter may pursue his
game this month with hope and confi-
dence? Houses are not abundant,
rents are not low. But the fact that
rents have at last become stationary

for medium-priced houses is not only
a source of satisfaction in itself, but
it is also proof that the supply of
homes has grown to equal the demand.

in response to inquiries yesterday
a dozen prominent renting agencies
agreed in effect:

That the rent of the medium-priced
house—the hpuse costing from $30 to

1542.50 a month —will not be raised
Sept. 1, when annual leases are re-
newed; that the rent -of the higber-
priced houses may be lowered; and
that, if any increase is made, it will be
upon tho smaller houses that rent for
$10 to $28.

That rents may be raised, in some
cases, for medium-priced flats, and
that they are likely to be lowered for
the high-priced flats.

That, as between the two, it will be
easier to get medium-priced houses
than medium-priced fiats, but that it
will also be easier to get large flats
than large houses.

That $30 a month, for example, ought
to secure during the coming year, a
comfortable eight-room house with
hot-air furnace on St. Anthony hill or
in other choice locations; but that an
eight-room house with steam or hot
water or both, and with hardwood
floors and aH^'modern improvements,"
will cost $35 or $40.

That $30 must be paid for a four-
rooin Hat with steam heat and other
up-to-date accessories, and $45 to $60
for flats with six to eight rooms; that,
however, since four-room flats are
scarce and large flats are numerous,
the rent of the former may go up while
the rent of the latter comes down.

That there is no change in "favorite
localities." Inquirers continue to pre-
fer St. Anthony hill and the Midway
districts. Yet almost any kind of a
house may easily be rented, if it is
actually in walking distance.

Sept. 1 Will Tell
But Aug. 6 is not Sept. 1, and the

true situation will not reveal itself un-
til the close of the present month. In
all probability the facts are more fa-
vorable than they appear.

The only side of the question that
can be conveniently presented now is
the agent's side.

"There are always crowds of people
after houses in the fall," confessed a
man who has grown gray in the draw-
ing of leases. "One crowd flocks in
from the lakes: another crowd 'decides
to go to housekeeping;' a third crowd
wants to move into better or cheaper
houses—for the time being it looks as
if half the applicants would soon be
sleeping In the streets. But it's allappearances. The demand is quite as
deceptive as it would be at our de-
partment stores, if they should reopen
after keeping closed a week?

"First comers, of course, may get the
pick of houses, but they will by no
means get the pick of prices. Now
that so few 'raises' are talked of in
advance, I shouldn't be surprised to
see rents shade off all around. Al-
though general business in St. Paul is
holding up finely, it isn't as brisk, ofcourse, as it was last year or the year
before. Many families will take a
smaller house or flat this fall in prefer-
ence to paying increased rent.

"Rents. I believe, have reached the
top notch. They'll hardly go any high-
er. In accordance with the law of
values they have probably gone a little
beyond their proper level, so they may
even work lower.

"The bottom was reached five or six
years ago. At first the improvement
was gradual, -t)ut from the spring of
1901 rents have been rising sharply.
In that time at least 25 per cent has
been added. The last important In-
creases were made May 1 of this year.
About half the leases, you know, are
signed on May day. The other half of
house leases, and the majority of flat
leases, date from Sept. 1.

"Undoubtedly a few landlords will
ask more this fall. But in most In-
stances this will happen only where the
landlord has made repairs or improve-
ments and thus actually increased the
value of the property, or where he has
failed to advance his rents as rapidly
as his competitors advanced theirs.
One will always find a few belated
bulls, as they'd say in the stock mar-
ket. Especially a landlord will be slow
to demand the full increase from an
old tenant. But should the old tenant
leave, a new one will be obliged to pay
the higher rent."

The J. W. Taylor agency said yes-
terday: "Our rents will be the same
this year as last year."

R. L. Ware & Co.—The demand is
stronger than it was last year. The
rents on some flats have been raised.

Payson H. Gilbert, of Newton R.
Frost & Co.—House rent^are "steady"
between $30 and $45; "strong" between
510 and $25, inclusive, and "weak" from
$45 upwards.

"About fifty-six new flats will be
provided in buildings erected this year
—most all of them large modern flats
renting for $45 to $60 a month. Now, I
venture to say that forty or fifty flats
of this class will not be leased Sept. .1.

Big Demand Expected
H. H. Fuller, of Fuller & Robbins—

There is a big demand for houses and
flats. I look for higher prices.

Cathcart, Price & Co.—Flats will be
higher in some cases, but house rents
will probably not be raised. The de-
mand is strongest for small houses
with four or five rooms-—-houses that
rent for about $25 a month. Ifwe had
200 such houses on our list we could
rent them all.

Thomas Manning—There is no prob-
ability of higher prices either £or
houses or fiats. We get most inquiries
for $20 and $25 houses. The high-
priced house —above $40 —will be hard
to rent.

Bayard, Deuel & Co.—We have had
no difficulty so far in getting good
prices for choice fiats in choice neigh-

borhoods. House rents, as a rule, we
think, willnot go lower.

"Yes, there is always a shortage of
small houses in most cities. This Is
chiefly because the value of the land j
remains the same whether a small or a'
large house is erected, and the owner
can make more proportionately on his
whole investment, by building a large
modern house and renting it at $50 a
month than he could by putting up a
$25 cottage.

"Another important reason is that
the occupant of a $50 house will take
good care of it, and he will probably
make minor repairs at his own ex-
pense. The tenant of a $25 house is
often quite indifferent as to how the
property is misused. With some agree-
able exceptions, he would as soon put
on a new roof as replace a solitary
shingle.

"That's why small houses are al-
ways scarce in St. Paul, it's why the
rent of such houses is always the first
to go up and the last to come down."

BOARD STILL WAITS
FOR COUMTY AUDITOR

Mr. Krahmer Reports That At-
torney General's Opinion

Is Sljghtiy Overdue

County Aiifi^rKrahmer failed to
make good mV^promise to present to
the county board yesterday axi opinion
from Attorney General Donahower re-
garding the right of Ramsey county
under the present road and bridge
laws. Mr. Krahmer had not received
such an opinion from the office of the
attorney general, although he had
promised the .board that the opinion
would certainly be in his hands before
the meeting yesterday.

Mr. Krahmer. did not even appear at
the meeting to explain his failure to
secure an* ©pinion, but sent word by
Deputy James Drummond that no
opinion had as yet been received from
Mr. Donahow«r, although it was stated
for the cbunty auditor that "one was
expected most any day." An excuse
was made that Mr. Donahower had
been out of the city.

The members of the board present
did not take kindly to the prospect of
waiting an indefinite period for an
opinion which some of them believed
would never be received, since the de-
lay means the discontinuance of all
road repair work in the county until
the question is settled. Members of
the board admitted, after the meeting,
that it would be a good idea for Mr.
Krahmer to abide by the law as inter-
preted by County Attorney Kane, and
go ahead and issiue warrants in order
that road work might be recommenced.

Opinion Still Expected

While Mr. Krahmer declines to ad-
mit that he has been ignored toy the
attorney general, members of the
board are of the opinion that Mr. Don-
ahower will refuse to interfere in mat-
ters that should be left entirely in the
hands of County Attorney Kane, and
it was hinted that unless Mr. Krahmer
had something to offer at the next
meeting of the board,' action would be
taken to compel the auditor to issue
the warrants that have been held up
by him.*

The meeting of the board yesterday
was rather tame, though a resolution
introduced by Commissioner Seng, pro-
viding for the employment of an in-
spector »to oversee the construction of
the new cement bridge across Phalen
creek, was bitterly opposed by Mr.
Nash. Mr. Seng explained his resolu-
tion by remarking that the bridge was
to cost in the neighborhood of $10,000,
and he believed it would pay the coun-
ty to employ an expert inspector who
could be present at the work and pro-
tect the interests of the county. Such
an inspector would cost the county $3
per day.

"I'll never vote for any such thing,"
declared Mr. Nash. "We cannot afford
to hire an inspector for that bridge; it
is going to cost the county $10,000 al-
ready, and Iwon't vote to increase this
amount."

"The fact that the bridge is to cost
such a sum is the very reason why we
should safeguard the interests of the
county and see that we get the worth
of our money," said Mr. Seng, but Mr.
Nash could not see it in the same light.

Nash Blocks Resolution
His argument was that the bridge

was too expensive tp add any more
cost to it. Mr. Nash consumed some-
thing like, half an hour in stating his
views to the board, at the end of which
time his position was not quite clear to
the members. It was impossible to
pass the resolution without Mr. Nash's
vote, and Mr. Seng was compelled to
accept a compromise, by the terms of
which County Surveyor Irvine will be
requested to inspect the work for the
county.

Another wrangle resulted when the
board was asked to pass a bill for $100,
presented by Murphy & Herrick, who
improved Dale street last fall. At the
time the work was ordered an appro-
priation of $100 was made to cover the
expense, and it was agreed that the
work should be done under the super-
vision of Mr: Na^h. There is a dispute
between Mr. Nash and the contractors
as to what agreement was made. In-
stead of stopping when $100 worth of
work was done the contractors con-
tinued to improve the street, and when
they had finished a bill for $150 was
presented, on which $50 was paid. The
bill presented yesterday was for the
balance.

Mr. Nash was called upon to explain

to the board, why the appropriation
had been exceeded, and he denied that
he had authorized the work. There
was a clash between Mr. Nash and Mr.
Murphy. One said the work had been
ordered and the other declared it had
not. Mr. Nash refused to vote to al-
low the extra 550, and the bill was
finally cut that amount.

The board will meet again a week
from Monday.

Ignorant of the Law

Drawings to the State

WISCONSIN YOUNG
MEN AFTER HUMS

Draw Experience at Bonesteel
and Hope to Draw Land

at Devils Lake

A party of forty young men. living
in various parts of Wisconsin,-, went
over the Great Northern yesterday,

bound for Grand Forks, to enter for
allotments of land in the Devils Lake
reservation next week.

They were all young fellows and ap-
parently had the making of excellent
farmers in them. They had prepared
for the trip and were thoroughly "up"
as to what tlrey would be required to
do. One of them, Franklin Childs, of
Madison, appeared to be the leader of
the party. In telling how they were
going to operate he said:

"We tried to draw farms at Hose-
bud last month," said he. "and four
ot Ihe boys succeeded in doing so.
One of them was in the first hundred
claims and he has a fine property, I
understand.

"There were only twenty-nine of us
at Bonesteel, and as we got four al-
lotments we all felt that we did pretty
welf! Those of us who did not get
land were disappointed naturally
enough, but we have determined, as
you see, to try it again.

"The procedure is simple enough
when you come to study it, but it looks
complicated when you actually put it
into operation. All that is necessary
is to register at the land office and
then sit down and wait until you find
out whether you are lucky enough to
draw a slice of land.

"The register hands you a blank
application, and when it has been filled
out to properly identify and localize
you and to show that you are entitled
to enter the land if you should be se-
lected as a prize winner, he puts you
through a fierce cross-examination
concerning representations made in
the application.

"Then the application is numbered
and the applicant is given a certificate
which permits him to go upon the
lands to examine and make a choice in
case he is successful.

"At the same time the authorities
fill out a card, which is placed in an
envelope without any mark upon it.
The card carries your description ami
identification evidences and has to be
signed.

"The cards are all sealed up. so that
there can be no tampering with them,
and from the mass of cards the draw-
ings are made.

"Ifa person draws a quarter section
he must present his certificate of reg-

istration and prove that he is entitled
to enter the land under the homestead
acts of the United States. The selec-
tions of location are governed entire-
ly by the order in which the card?
are "drawn by the committee. The
committee consists of three men se-
lected by the secretary of the interior.

FARMERS ARRESTED
FOR PEDIfLING PRODUCE

Court Suspends Sentence as They Were

Lucas and Anton Lytuck, farmers
livingoutside the city, were in the po-
lice court yesterday accused of ped-
dling without a license, and their case
called to attention an apparent hard-
ship that is inflicted by the recent su-
preme court decision holding that
farmers are not allowed to peddle their
own produce without a license.

The evidence in court showed that
the Lytucks went to the city market
with a load of potatoes, disposing of
the lot with the exception of about
three bushels. While disposing of
these at private sale they were placed
under arrest by a special officer in the
employ of the grocers' association. The
farmers pleaded that they had for
years been in the habit of selling their
produce from house to house and had
not before been interfered with and
that they were ignorant of the law re-
quiring them to secure peddlers' li-
censes.

Judge Hine suspended sentence on
the promise of the men to take out
licenses or desist from selling produce
from house to house in the future.

EXPECTS HARD FICHT
Tawney Says Doubtful States

Will Worry Republicans

"The battleground in the national
campaign, so far as the West is con-
cerned, will be in the states of Indiana,
Illinois, Nebraska and possibly Ne-
vada," said Congressman "James A.
Tawney, of Winona. chairman of the
Western bureau of speakers for the
national Republican committee, who
was in St. Paul yesterday.

Mr. Tawney will leave for New York
Sunday night to attend a conference
of the party leaders, who will discuss
plans as to the assignment of the big
guns throughout the country in the na-
tional campaign. In New York he will
meet Chairman Scott, of the Eastern
bureau, and they will compare notes
thut they may not call on speakers for
service in the doubtful states at the
same time.

"Indiana will probably be the most
hotly debated territory in my district,
and the fact that National Cornmittee-
man 'Tom' Taggart lives in Indiana will
add interest to the campaign in that
state." said Congressman Tawney. "I
understand that both Senators Clapp
and Nelson will be drafted for service
in . Indiana during the campaign, and
that each will devote a week to speech-
making in important cities. Clapp will
spend the week of Oct. 3 in that state
at the invitation of Senator Beveridge,
and Nelson's assignments have not
been definitely decided upon.

•'We expect to carry Indiana, but it
will be the biggest fight in any Western
state. Illinois will also be debatable
ground and the bureau will send some
of its talent into that state to assist
the state and local committees.

"Interest in the contest in Nebraska
will be increased by the fact that Wil-
liam Jennings Bryan will make a des-
perate effort, to carry the state that he
may be sent to the United States sen-
ate. Burkhard is the candidate of the
Republicans for the senate and the
fight there will assume national im-
portance before it is over. We have a
pretty good chance. I believe; to carry
Nevada, and the committee will try to
make good on what the leading Repub-
licans from thai state tell us."

Mr. Tawney was asked if the national
committee would make any special ef-
fort in Minnesota.

"We will put forth efforts where they
are believed to be most needed, and if
the situation in Minnesota is regarded

as dangerous the conditions will be
met," he said.

Mr. Tawncy's district comprises
Pennsylvania and everything west of
that state to the Pacific coast. He said
yesterday that he knew of no opposi-
tion among Republicans to his renomi-
nation. He will probably make the
necessary filing with the secretary of
state before he leaves Minnesota onjiis
Eastern trim

STEENERSON KNOCKS
Congressman Calls Rosebud

Drawing an Imposition

The lottery scheme of disposing of
Indian reservation lands has not a
very ardent advocate in Congressman
Halvor Steoneraon. of Crookston, who
was in St. Paul yesterday.

"That Rosebud Indian reservation
drawing was a great imposition on the
public.'' said Steenerson. "When one
thinks of the fact that a man had just
one chance in forty of drawing a ticket
that would give him a quarter section
of land, it seems surprising that so
many thousands of persons would
Bpend their money and time in going
to South Dakota to register.

"The registration fees and the money
spent in going to the registration
points would pay many times over the
amount that the lands are worth, and
the registration fees alone are more
than equivalent to the sum that the
Indians will receive for their lands.

"The lottery for the Red Lake lands,
held some weeks ago at Thief River
Falls, was an entirely different affair.
There most of the men who drew lands
had been on them and they came into
town and made their filings. There
were never more than 2,500 strangers
in the town at once and tho drawing
was not attended by any undue ex-
citement. It was conducted personally
by Commissioner Richard?, of the gen-
eral land office, and after some days
drawing it was decided inasmuch as
there seemed to be no great demand
for the lands at that time to adjourn
the sale to a later date. The sale will
be completed, beginning Oct. at the
Crookston land office."
