DAMAGED LITTLE

More of This Will Be Sown In

South Dakota Next Year-

Rust Damage

SIOUX FALLS, S. D., Aug. 7.—Accord-

ing to reports which have been received
here from various points in the state,
the damage by rust to many of the wheat
fields of South Dakota will have a ten-
dency to cause an increase of the acreage
devoted to macaroni wheat next year, as
it is found that this variety of wheat has
been affected but slightly by rust compar-
ed with the injury done spring wheat.

In some sections of Spink county rust is
doing the most damage where the wheat
was the best, and it is thought the esti-
mated yield will be cut in half. Wheat in
the vicinity of Plankinton shows little
damage from rust. Around Milbank wheat
in spots is showing some rugt, which will
tend to reduce the general average, but
upon the whole the crop is reported' to be
looking fine in that locality.

Estimates as to damage by rust in Rob-
erts county vary greatly. Grain buyers
who have personally inspected wheat
fields in the county report that the crop,
taken as a whole, was never more prom-
ising, and that while a few fields may be
suffering from the rust, there are dozens
of others not affected in the least. Late
wheat in Beadle county is badly dam-
aged by the rust, while early sown wheat
is injured but slightly. The crop in gen-
eral in Beadle county, however, will prob-
ably be light. .

In Jerauld county wheat is not turn-
ing out as well as expected. The rust
appears to be the worst in the eastern part
of the county, but the reports are con-
flicting, and it is believed the damage
will not be as great as some expect.
Around Hetland rust is damaging the
wheat, but it is thought the scare wili be
greater than the hurt.

In Clay county wheat is injured more
or less, but in the opinion of conservative
men the yield will be far ahead of that
of last year. No damage from rust is re-
ported from Charles Mix county. All re-
ports agree that the yield of all kinds of
grain will be one of the best in the his-
tory of the county.

Farmers in the vicinity of Aurora take
conflicting yews of the rust situation in
that part of the state. Some think
damage will be great, while others take a
more hopeful view and claim that only a
few fields are seriously injured, and that
much of the wheat will yet be a good yield
and a fair grade.

It is estimated that many wheat fields
In Hand county which ha/c not been af-
fected by rust will yield an average of
as much* as twenty-five bushels to the
acre. The average grain yield for the
county is placed at ten bushels per acre.
Rust has caused thousands of dollars'
worth of damage to the wheat fields in
the vicinity of Alpena. Many fields are
practically ruined, while to many others
the damage will be slight.

The quality of wheat in the vicinity of
Emery, it is feared, will be far behind
that of other years. Wheat raised on
constalk ground is good, but that on fall
plowing shows a small and light kernel.

Some fields of wheat in the vicinity of
Spencer that would have yielded from
twenty-five to thirty-five bushels to the
acre, had not rust appeared, will not av-
emge more than half that much as the
result of the injury done. Rust attacked
wheat fields around Clark, and, while it
is conceded some damage was done, the
extent of the injury cannot yet be esti-
mated. A similar report is made as to
conditions in the vicinity of Toronto.

The rust damage in Hanson county has
caused farmers to decide to supplant
wheat In future with other crops which
will be out of the way before the coming
of the damp weather which causes rust.
In the vicinity of Iroquois many wheat
Holds' which were regarded as good for a
yield of twenty-five bushels per acre are
badly injured. While the <]amafe>e is not

..; iii that lucality. there appears to
be sufficient complaint to make the mat-
ter a serious one. especially for the in-
(iividuals directly interested.

The wheat directly southwest of Iro-
quois appears to have more rust than that
elsewhere in that part of Kingsbury
county.

S. H. Jumper, of Aberdeen, disputes
the statements of grain men as to the ex-
tent of damage by rust in that locality.
He states there is some rust on the straw
of a good deal of the wheat, but that
these same straws have long, plump
heads with from twenty to thirty kernels
of plump wheat therein. He examined
a dozen different samples of wheat' from
as many different fields in the so-called
rust section of Brown county, and de-
clares the yield from these fields will be
above the usual average.

Wheat fields west of Watertown are
badly rusted, and on many farms in that
locality the result will be a considerably
decreased yield of this grain. The fields
north of Watertown are in good condition
and are practically untouched by rust.
South of that city, however, the rust is
very noticeable.

While wheat in the vicinity of Parks-
ton has been damaged by rust to some ex-
tent, an investigation developed the fact
that the heads are fairly well filled, and
that the berries are hard and plump.

All reports agree that the yield of small
plain, other than wheat, in the state
generally will be one of the largest in
the history of South Dakota. Corn is
making rapid progress in all parts of the
state and in the greater portion of South
Dakota will be safe from frost not later
than Sept. 10.

While many fanners will thresh their
small grain out of the shock, the great
majority will stack their grain, believing
it is better to let it go through the sweat
In the stack than in the bin.

No shortage of farm hands is reported
from any part of the state. So great has
been the influx to some localities that
wages have dropped to $1.75 per day.
However, in the state at large, the wages
range from $2 to $3 per day.

BLIND ACTOR DEAD
Max Arnold, Sightless Come-

dian, Expires In Sanitarium

PHILADELPHIA, Pa.. Aug. 7.—Max
Arnold Hess, known in the theatrical pro-
fession as Max Arnold, the blind come-
dian, died here today in a sanitarium,
after an illness of several months. He
\u25a0was forty-three years of age.

Mr. Hess was born in this city and be-
gan his stage career In San Francisco,
but later came East as a partner of Daniel
Sully. He first appeared in the old va-
rieties as a song and dance man. He
was at various times associated -with Har-
rigan and Hart and Tony Pastor, and sub-
sequently made his appearance in comic
opera.

About thirteen years ago his eyesight
began to fail and he eventually became
totally blind. Despite his affliction Hess
was popular as an entertainer.

He was an honorary life member of
the Detroit lodge of Elks.

Tramp Killed in Car
ST.' LOI'IS, Mo., Auk. 7.—the body of

an unknown man apparently twenty-five
years old, was found today in a freight
car on the Chicago, Burlington & Quincy
railway. No marks of identification could
be found on the clothing. The car arrived,
here from Burlington, lowa, on Aug. 4.
It was loaded with car wheels and Jt is
supposed that the man while asleep was
killed by the rolling of one of the wheels
on his head.

War Ship for San Domingo

WASHINGTON, D. C, Aug. 7.—Com-
plying with the request of the state de-
tmrtment Admiral Sigsbee, at San Juan,

has been directed to dispatch a war vessel
to Monte Cristi, San Domingo. This was
done at the suggestion of Mr. Dawson, the
American minister to San Domingo, and
the inference is that trouble Is impending
In that country.

LOCATES URGEST
COALING STATION

Lieut. Commander Sherman
Describes His Operations

at Kiska Island

WASHINGTON, D. C, Aug. 7.—The
progress of the work of establishing a
naval coaling station on Kiska island, in
the Aleutian chain, has been reported to
the navy department in a letter from
Lieutenant Commander F. H. Sherman,
commanding the gunboat Petrel. According

to the department plans, Kiska island,
which is about 800 miles west of Dutch
Harbor, Alaska, and about midway be-
tween Seattle and the Asiatic coast, will
be the site of the largest coaling station
on the Pacific.

The date of Commander Sherman's re-
port is June 28. Even at that time good
progress had been made in the prelimi-
nary work and the outlocK was promising.
The landing of supplies and building ma-
terials on the island was accomplished

without incident, and the weather up to
the time the letter was written had been
favorable.

Kiska has characteristics similar to the
coast of Scotland, so far as topography
and climate are concerned. Fogs are
frequent, but the climate, although damp
at most seasons, is far from being un-
healthful. The report from the Petrel's
commander says that the engineering
features of the work were immediately
placed in the hands of Civil Engineer

Portable Houses Used

A large quantity of supplies and ma-
terials was landed from the collier Sat-
urn, which accompanied the Petrel on
the expedition. These included several
"knock-down" or portable houses, one of
which was to be used as a tool shop and
another as quarters for the tide-observers
who accompanied the expedition. There
was also a pile driver and scow. The pile
driver was constructed at the Washington
navy yard last winter and shipped in sec-
tions.

Under the direction of the engineer in
charge a tide gauge was erected soon
after the arrival of the expedition, for it
is proposed to take accurate measure-
ments of the tides and currents and ev-
ery physical feature of the locality. As
early as the last week in June a base line
had been measured and some important
hydrographic work had been done. Com-
mander Sherman added that this part of
the work, as well as that of the harbor
soundings, would be greatly facilitated
upon the arrival of the coast survey ves-
sels Patterson and McArthur. It is pro-
posed to complete the soundings and the
topographic surveys of the shore this sea-
son and to publish a detailed chart of
Kiska island and the immediate neigh-
borhood.

When the Petrel's expedition reached
Kiska the island was nearly covered with
snow, but this disappeared rapidly, except
on the high mountains. The harbor where
it is proposed to establish the coaling
station has a southern exposure, and the
land for some distance back from the
shore line is comparatively smooth. The
snow disappeared from that part of the
neighborhood earlier than anywhere else,
and before June 28 the men of the expe-
dition had planted some small gardens.
The officers believe that a considerable
quantity of fresh vegetables will be raised
for the use of the expedition. The loca-
tion of Kiska is such that the season
there is perceptibly earlier than at other
points in the Aleutian islands.

The question of a water supply for the
coaling station was under investigation at
the time Commander Sherman wrote his
report. It was found that pure water
could be obtained in a suitable quantity
not far from the harbor, and a site for a
reservoir is now under detailed examina-
tion. It is proposed to obtain such a
quantity of fresh water, and with such
facilities for handling it as will make it
possible to supply ships with water as
well as with coal at this station.

According to Commander Sherman's let-
ter, the building of a wharf has already
been begun. The pile driver will be used
for driving a number of piles in different
parts of the harbor near-the shore to de-
termine the character of the bottom. Al-
though there is a good natural- harbor at
Kiska, it will *c necessary to do some
dredging in the vicinity of the proposed
wharves, so that haval vessels of the
deepest draught may coal from the shore.
The dredging will probably not be begun
until next season, and will be done under
contract with private companies.
