CLEVELAND. Ohio. Aug. 15.—Barney

OJdfield's proposition to race Eari Kiser
at the Cleveland Automobile club's Glen-
ville meeting. Aug. 19 and -V. a. distance
of fifty miles for $500 a side, will not be
accepted by Kiser.

In the first place the Cleveland Auto-
mobile club would not for an instant
think of putting- a. fifty-mile race on the
programme, because vhe question of su-
premacy would be settled within the
miles and the additional forty-five miles
would be an absurd waste of time, in
the second place the club has already
scheduled five laces in which Oldfield is
qualified to enter and it believes that if
the (iuestion of championship is. to be de-
cided the decision would be eminently
more decisive and convincing if basetl
upon the result of five different races
than if based upon the result of a single
match event. And in the third place
Kiser is not "out for the money.' but
proposes to enter the regular races on
the Cleveland card and compete in them
all.

The Winton company has retired from
professional racing and does not mean to
re-enter. Nevertheless the company
owns one racing car that holds the world's
track records from one to fifteen miles
and another that holds the world's track
records for its class, and it intends that
these cars shall participate in races from
time to time, restricting- their use. oi
course, to amateur drivers. The races
that the Cleveland Automobile club have
arranged have tor prizes no money, but
cups or.ty. and are consequently amateur
contests.

Amateur Contests
In addition to Kiser another ex-bieycie

champion will enter the -Cleveland races.
He is Carl -Fisher, of Indianapolis, who
has aiready made a name for himself in
the automobile sport. -Fisher; has been
driving: a ~ special. made I racing Imachine
known as the | Comet, but when he comes
here he will undoubtedly, drive the Winlon
Builet No. 3. the smaller- stable mate of
the big Bullet No. : 2.

The Automobile- club is putting forth
every effort to secure a large • and rep-
resentative .entry. It has sent: invitations
to the - leading-, competitors in. Eastern
meets, including--Sartori. who { drives: for.
Reginald. C. Vanderbilt; vOtto Nestman.
who has done some remarkable work with
the Stevens-Lmryea. and.: F. E. Stanley,
of Newton.
