Manager Kelley
didn't place- any time limit on the opera-
tions of the Saints yesterday, to

Grille for any more illogical de-
cisions the Saints waded in to the second
division leaders and cinched the game
in the second inning. While this robbed
the contest of most of its human inter-
est, it put the outcome beyond reach of
quibbles nid banjohnsonesque deductions.

Archibald Stimmel, who is currently
reported to be possessed of a particular
species of hoodoo invariably fatal to the
Saints, was the chosen one yesterday.
Archibald lasted briefly, but the short
1i.-i-ioil in which he flourished wag all that
was required by the Saints, and they
made the m ;st of their opportunities,
which amounted to four runs off two
doubles and three singles.
