Twin City INimrods Will Be on
the Ground When Game

Season Opens

With the waning of the tourist sea-
son the hunting season opens and the
railroads expect that there will be no
falling- off in travel, but rather an in-
crease.

"Minnesota is rather more famed as
a sportsman's paradise than as a sum-
mer resort," said a railroad man yes-
terday. "Its reputation for game ante-
dates that for milder forms of recrea-
tion, but we have been working hard
for several years to advertise the
beauty spots where city folks may find
refreshment. While the tourist travel
into Minnesota has been increasing
during the past few years the number
of sportsmen who yearly come to Min-
nesota largely exceeds the number of
mere pleasure seekers.

"With the regular fall hunting sea-
son opening next Thursday a large
number of sportsmen from the Twin
Cities and from other states will go to
the woods and fields. The movement
has already commenced, for the true
hunter wants to get on the ground
early and pick out the good spots.
Several parties have gone out on our
line already and have made prepara-
tions for carrying out many more dur-
ing the present week.

"While the season remains open un-
til winter many city men take ad-
vantage of the opportunity of getting
out during the early part of the fall
and consume their annual vacations
gun in hand following a dog.

"The wild duck, wild goose, brant
and all varieties of aquatic fowl will
be legitimate prey to the hunter after
Thursday, Sept. 1. The season for that
class of birds remains open until Dec. 1.
The season for the woodcock and up-
land plover has been open since July 4,
and turtle dove, snipe, prairie chicken,
white-breasted or dovetailed grouse
may be killed during the months of
September and October.

"The enthusiast who wants quail,
partridge, ruffled grouse or pheasants
must wait until Oct. 15. The Mongol-
ian, English and Chinese pheasant,
which has hitherto been protected will
be lawful game after Sept. 1 of this
year."

Though the seasoned sportsman
knows where he will go and has his
hunting ground picked a year in ad-
vance there are many who have not
tried their luck in Minnesota, and to
them the railroads are willing to give
detailed information.

GOLD OUTPUT SHORT Want Telephone Poles Removed

But Tin Is Being Found in the

Cape Nome Country

The season in the Alaskan mining
regions has been far from satisfactory

and the output of the»Cape Nome gold
fields this year will fall far below the
returns for 1902 and 1903. The dis-
covery of quartz propositions this sea-
son promises to materially increase the
output next season, and to make up a
deficiency in the placer products.

James Jordon, one of the pioneers
of the Nome country and a practical
miner with many thousands invested
in different properties along the cape
coast, was at the Merchants hotel yes-
terday on his way to New York, and
his story of the season's work is in-
teresting in that it is the first to reach
St. Paul.

"Scarcity of water and a late open-
ing of the spring season are the com-
bination resulting in the decreased
output of the placer mines," Mr. Jor-
don said- yesterday. "The snow melt-

•ed while the ground was still frozen
and the water ran off the hard ground
without softening it in the least. The
result is that the ground is still hard
and firm, and the miners who depend
on water in placer mining were left
with-comparatively little of the neces-
sary liquid to assist them in their op-
erations.

"Placer mining in the Nome country
"I^glviri'g' out, and where two or three

ago miners were making big
money washing the sands of streams,
today they can scarcely make wages.

.The. discovery of some quartz veins
may help keep up the standard of the
district, but the practicability of
quartz mining in the far north is yet
to be determined. American capital-
ists are putting their money into ex-
pensive plants to mine the ore. and
they evidently have every faith in the
future of the industry- Some of the
prospects have all the indications of
rich strikes.

"Tin is being found in the Nome
country, and it need surprise no one if
the mining of this metal will develop
into a big industry in Alaska. Stream
tin has been found along some of the
creeks and quartz tin has also been
discovered. Its value is yet to be de-
termined."

Jordon left for New York last night.
At the St. Paul hotel he met a num-
ber of St. Paul men who have finan-
cial interests in the Nome district.
