Kuropatkin Tells of Latest Reverse .
. ST..PETERSBURG, ' Aug. .30.—The

The first, sta-
tioned at Anshanshan, half way between
Hai-tcheng and Liau-yang,.experienced
the most serious difficulty, owing to bad
roads. - The Japanese, under Geén. Oku,
tried to.flank this corps from the east.
In the meanwhile Gen. Kuroki, abandon-
ing“‘his "pressure of Gens. Ivanoff and
Hexschelmann, drove a wedge between the
second and fourth corps, which were sta-
tioned west of Liandiansian, a strong de-
fensive position in the hills twenty-four
miles southeast of Liau-yang.

The Russians, greatly impeded by their
artillery and commissariat, fought a series
of rear guard actions in order to cover
the retreat of their impedimenta to Liau-
yang, in which they were successful. The
first corps, which figured at the battle of
the Yalu ,?nd in the hting at Motien
pass, again sustained the brunt of the
fighting and suffered the majority of the.
losses, including Gen. Routkovsky, who.
was killed by a shell, and Col. von Raa-

ben.

The First, Second and Fourth- corps,
combined under the command of Gen.
Zaroubaieff, and the Tenth, Seventeenth
and Third corps, under Gen. Ivanoft,
forming-the eastern contingent, succeeded
in effecting a concentration at Liau-yang
without further loss. The whole six corps,
of which two are Europeangtroops, have
now formed a semi-circle within a radius
of six or eight miles of Liau-yang.

Reassuring From Russia

LONDON, Aug. 30.—The Russian
government has. given assurance to
Great Britain that there is absolutely
no ground for the charge that the Rus-
sian  warships are diseriminating
against British shipping in favor of
German or other shipping in connec-
tion with their search for contraband.
This assurance has gone far to allay
the irritation of the government here.

The foreign office also has been offi-
cially advised of the appointment of a
joint commission representing the Rus-
sian foreign and marine ministries, to
be presided over by Prof. De Martens,
professor of international law in the
University of St. Petersburg, which
will =~ forthwith consider the dis-
tinction between condition and abso-
lute contraband of war. The commis-
sion will discuss the advisability of the
modification. of the Russian regulations
governing contraband. The foreign
office understands it is the purpose of
Russia to conciliate the United States
on this subject. Russia will make .sub=-
stantial concessions, which are expect-
ed to go far to satisfy both countries.

Russians Sing Under Difficulties

HSIAOTUN' (11 miles east of Liau-
yvang), Aug. 30.—The Russian army
from Anping this afternoon debouched
on the Liau-yang plain, after fighting
a rear guard action for nearly ten miles
from Anping, bringing its wounded and
burying its dead on the way. Six guns
are reported to have been lost, but a
number of Japanese were captured,
showing signs of great fatigue and
hardship. The enormous army, the
last of which passed over the Lan val-
ley at 5 o'clock thig afternoen, seems
to fill the entire plain from the foothills
to the ancient walls, and is disposed in
an orderly manner through the yast
fields of Chinese corn, the soldiers
singing as they went into camp, despite
their unbroken series of reverses, while
the baggage and transport trains,
caught in the muddy rivulets, attracted
the cheery assistance " of everybody.
Nothing apparently affects the hearti-
ness of the men in the ranks. The line
of wounded men which reached the
great east gate this evening passed

as the aisles of the Catacombs.

Spectators
were gathered in throngs at different
points along the way and lustily cheered
the racers as they passed.

A vanguard of horsemen. cleared the
thoroughfares and judges, physicians and
newspaper men followed in automobiles.

The first turn was made three miles out
at Clayton, and the first man to pass
was M. Spring, of New York city. New-
ton was the fifth to pass, and Hicks was
the seventh. Corey followed as ninth
man. Three miles farther on Newton
sprinted to the front and with S. A. Mel-
lor, Yonkers, N. Y., and E. P. Carr, New
York city, held the lead, running at a
steady gait. Hicks in the meant! had
spurted a little and passed this point
sixth man,  with Corey the second man

behind him. <

When the half-way point was reached,
Lorg, who me exhausted, passed
in an automobile. Mellor was the first
man to pass the half-way point, followed
by Newton a short distance behind and
closely tollowlng‘ Newton came Hicks,
running easily. he rest of the field came.
straggl?n along and soon after having
sed tge -way point several were

rely running. Felix Carvajal, from
Cuba, who had been near the rear, clatter-
ed along with flat-footed steps with a
speed that looked ominous to American
laurels,

Runners Drop Out

At a point sixteen miles south H. A,
Brawley, _Boston, dropped to the xoad,
overcome by pains in his legs. After rub-
bing them a bit he got up and gamely
proceeded. The Cuban’s flat steps had
told on his strength and he was falling
back. Mellor was overcome by a pain
in his side and was forced to abandon the
race. Hicks had steadily forged ahead
after passing Mellor, who led him “but
was running hard and evidently almost
exhausted.

In the distance behind him Newton was
coming along slowly but apparently eas-
ily. Corey at that time was out of sight
and climbing a hill. The fact that he had
gained the lead spurred Hicks to renewed
effort and his steady and telling tread
was to some degree accelerated, Mean-
time Frank Pierce, New York city, John
C. Lordon, Cambridge, Mass., and M.
Spring, New York city, had become ex-
hausted and were taken into automobiles. *

When the twenty-mile point had bheen
reached Lorg again started running. Hicks
was running with mechanical exactness
slowly and with every motion of his body
indieating~ by its regularity and apparent
effort that he was suffering from fatigue.
But he was still full of grit. In answer
to a question as to how he was feeling he
called back over his shoulder: “I want
something to eat as soon as I get there.
I'm nearly starved.”

. Spurts at the Finish.

He maintained his pace until within
two miles from the goal, where he drop-
ped to a walk in climbing a hill, the first
time he had ceased running. At the top
of the hill a erowd cheered him vigorously
which renewed his flagging energy and he
broke into a pace, maintaining it until
he reached the entrance to the stadium
track. Then, amid tremendous cheering
of spectators, he doubled his pace, rushed
half way around the track and in the
gathering darkness crossed the tape—the
winner. =

The crowd had scarcely quieted from its
ovation when Corey, who had made tre-
mendous headway in the last stretch, ran
in and crossed the line second. Again the
cheering ensued and when it had died
ewton ran into the stadium and
scored as third man.

Long after night had fallen other run-
ners straggled in amid the glare of the
weekly fireworks being displayed at the
stadium, a fitting finale for the American
victory of the Olympic Marathon race,
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
