ing a campaigner such as will wake
the echoes of the state in the coming
campaign.

Mr. Winston's appearance before the
convention was to give the impression
of a substantial business man, frm in
the faith of Democracy and ready to
make personal sacrifices to assist the
cause of the state ticket.

The men nominated for the minor
places on the ticket presented them-
selves to the convention and received
the glad hand of welcome and a boost
forward on the way to victoory.

It was a remarkable convention. In
actual session only about four hours
it named its committees, nominated a
full state ticket, heard speeches of
nomination, seconding speeches and
speeches of acceptance, and adjourned.

The Democratic state convention,
held in the International Auditorium,
Minneapolis, yesterday, by courtesy of
M. W. Savage, its owner, was opened by
Chairman H. L. Buck at 12:30 p.m, in
a ringing speech.

With no contest in prospect in the
convention the number of delegates
was surprisingly large. The ®ntire par-
quet floor of the big auditorium was
filled by the delegations and there was
a fringe in the baleconiess There were
comparatively few spectators, as rival
attractions drew country visitors away
and Twin City business men are too
busy during the fair days to attend a
political convention.

The Ramsey county delegation, whieh

middle section of “seats, was distin-
guished by bright red badges bearing
the inscription, “For Johnson and Win-
ston.” They covered the white badges
given the delegates by_ the state cen-
tral committee. NWexl to them, at thelr
left, sat the Stearns county delega-
tion, and in the two western sections
were the St. Louis and Hennepin coun-
ty delegations. The Hennepin dele-
gates were adorned with large white

badges besides those given out by
Chairman Buck’'s committee. The con-

vention was quiet and orderly, but un-
der the spell of Buck’s eloquence soon
after assembling was shouting and
cheering at his exposition of Demo-
cratic principles.

Paid Their Fares

Chairman Buck was received enthu-
siastically. He said:

It is good indeed to call to order a
convention to which I helieve every dele-
gates paid his own way. It is a good
omen in this state, where the Democracy
has been in the minority for sp many
years, to see so large a gathering come
together for the purpose of placing be-
fore the people a list of candidates whom
the people of this state, without respect
to party, will be proud to vote for, and
at the same time place men in nomination
indicating our belief in the proud prin-
ciples of Democracy laid down by the
founder of this government—Thomas
Jefferson.

I hope the time will never come when
we will have to apologize to the people
for having to nominate Republicans to
carry the state for Johnson. Men who
love their state and the institutions of
the country will name a ticket of good
men and men who will draw votes of
many good men irrespective of party.
It is time. the people were offered an op-
portunity to elect good men to office, and
we propose to offer men of integrity and
men of standing whom the people may
select if they want good men in the state

offices. If they don't want them, then
it is their fault.
The Democratic party at large has

nominated men upon whom all good men
can unite, in Parker and Davis. Let us
keep in line and nominate men who will
appeal to all good men. ILet us not
throw out delegations regularly ‘elected.
(Laughter and applause.)

Let us have a free, fair and open dis-
cussion.

Capt. Harries Chosen Chairman

Chairman Buck’s speech was re-
ceived with unlimited approval, and
when the applause had died away a
Hennepin county delegate was recog-
nized to move that the reading of the
call be dispensed with. Then J. E.
Stryker, of St. Paul, was recognized
to nominate Capt. W. H. Harries, of
Caledonia, as temporary chairman of
the convention.

“Ramsey county, always loyal-to the
principles of Democracy,” Mr. Stryker
began in eloquent tones, “desires to
present the name of a man for tempo-
rary chairman, a man whom you alil
know and all love. He has been tried
and found not wanting. I would name
a battle scarred veteran, and I do not
use the term in any figurative sense.

Urges Non-Partisan Judiciary

Capt. Harries arraigned the Repub-

lican party of the state and nation for
accumulating high taxes and the giv-
ing of unequal privileges to the few,
and referring to the reference of Chair-
man Buck to the judiciary he took
issue with him and continued:
_We have ‘a splendid galaxy of men from
which to choose our candidates, but when
we get through with our work today,
whether we have selected a ticket entirely
of Democrats or if we have taken the ju-
diciary out of partisan polities, it is
vour duty to stand by and support it in
its emtirety. When we had a non-parti-
san beneh every man was proud of it.
Lawyers said the decisions were right
because we had Mitchell and Gilfillan
there., We haven't had such a bench
sinee, because the Republican party in-
jected partisan politics into the judiciary
of this state.

Capt. Harries paid his respects to the
Roosevelt policy in the Philippines and
ridiculed the claims of the leaders of
the Republican party in the country at
large for their claims to credit for the
beneficence of Providence. Concluding,
Capt. Harries said:

TLet us pursue with fidelity the faith
that is in us, strive to do that which is
right; let us appeal to ail our fellow
citizens to come to us and ask them in
all honesty and sobriety, man to man.
if the men whom we have nominated
are not better than those the Republican
party present for their suffrage. If we
make nominations that will stand this
test. we will win. @here is a revolution
on today against the Republican party
in this state and if you present men of
honesty, ability and integrity, you will
elect your ticket from top to bottom.

Delegates jumped to their feet as
though tagched by an electric shock,
hats and canes were waved high and
the old auditorium rocked with the
echoes of the cheers. The demonstra-
tion continued for several minutes, but
when a semblance of order had been
secured a young man named Brady
was sent to the platform by Hennepin
county to second the nomination. He
s_poke at some length on questions in-
volved in the ndtional campaign, but
finally reached Johnson and extended
him the royal hand of Hennepin county
fellowship.

T. J. McDermott spoke for Ramsey
ceunty. McDermott was eloquent and
Jbrief. “I come from Ramsey couniy
with its seventy-eight delegates,” he
cried in ringing tones. “The Capital
City of the state, a municipality for
half a century and for forty years of
the time prospering under a Demo-
cratic executive, we are here to fight
the Dbattles of Democracy and join
hands with Hennepin in seconding the
nomination of one of the brightest,
brainiest men the state has ever. pro-
duced. We are pledged to support him,
we are proud to go forward as ene man
to elect him, and we pledge you to roll
up the largest majority ever given to a
Democratic candidate for governor in
old Ramsey.

Submits the Piatform

Senator Schaller, chairman of the reso-
tutions committee, brought in his report
at 6:20 o'clock. It was read and amend-
ed on motion of A. E. Haven, of Rice,
that when the word “reduced’ was used
in connection with the tariff on lumber
and coal it be changed to ‘“abolished.”

F. D. Larrabee, of Minneapolis, brought
in a minority report ‘as to the gross earn-
ings plank in the platform. He would
have the planK stricken out and a plank
inserted relating to taxation on  the
theory of basing the tax on the cost of
the reproduction of railroad properties. It
was the ‘‘reasonable profit” idea advanced
in some states. Mr. Larrabee made a long
and somewhat intricate defense of his
plan. L. A. Rosing defended the ma-
jority report and disputed the conclusions
of Mr. Larrabee’s argument. With rail-
roads paying no attention to state lines he
could not see how the theory couid be
successfully employed in Minnesota.

E. A. Stevens, of Hennepin, asked how
the committee had voted on the majority
report. John L. Townley said Larrabee
had voted alone. Stevens then moved the
previous question.

Before it was put Senator Schaller made
a spirited defense of the majority report.
The Democratic party wanted to go on
record on the 4 per cent earnings tax;
the Republicans had avoided its mention
in their platform.

“If you don’t want to go before the peo-
ple with this declaration, vote it down,”
urged Schaller, “but don't let us get into
an academic discussion on the Steenerson
case. Larrabee had referred to the Steen-
erson case in support of his theory.

The Larrabee motion was overwhelm-
ingly lost on a rising vote, but the scene
was unique, Larrabee was supported by a
contingent of the Hennepin delegates with
scattering votes throughout the state.

““Reasonable rate,”” they cried in the
hope of winning votes to the proposition.
‘“Gross earnings,” the supporters of the
majority report yvelled back at them, and
for five minutes the convention somewhat
resembled the conditions that have made
Democratic conventions famous at many
times and in many places.

The minority took its defeat gracefully,
however. and nearly all voted affirmative-
l_v. on the final vote to adopt the resolu-

tions as presented by the committee. The
committee had been in continuous session
for over four hours in preparing the draft
rresented to the convention. Mr. Lar-
rabee had presented an exhaustive argu-
ment before the committee.

With a vote of thanks extended to Capt.
Harries for his fair and impartial de-
cisions in the chair the convention ad-
journed just before 7 o'clock.

C0-EDS SHY AT GUPID

Statistics Are Gathered on the
College Marriages

CHICAGO, Aug. 30.—College does not
develop bachelors, but higher educational
halls lessen the probability of marriage
for young women, according to Prof.
Charles B. Atwell, of Northwestern uni-
versity.

‘““Marriages among classmates,” Prof.
Atwell says, ‘‘are not so common as some
might think.”

The conclusions which the professor
makes from his statistics go to disprove
in general, he says, the assertions that
college graduates are less liable to marry
than are non-graduates. In a study of
the history of Northwestern university
alumni he has found that nearly 68 per
cent have entered into matrimony.

CHICAGO, Aug. 30.—The convention of
the party styled the Jeffersonian Democ-
racy was held this afternoon and tonight.
About fifty delegates were present, two-
fifths of them coming from outside points,
It decided to change the name to the In-
dustrial Liberal party; to refrain this year
from placing any candidates in the field,
but to push instead the work of organiza-
tion. The principles of the party were
declared to be that labor produces all
wealth; that all wealth belongs to those/
who produce it; that laws diverting
wealth from its natural owners should be
repealed, and that there should be in-
creased demand for good producers in-

stead of the enactment of more laws.
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
