NO MUSIC IN LIPS,
HE WANTS $15,009

NEW YORK, Sept. 3.—Alleging that
certain nerves in the lips" have been de-
stroyed John Mabie, a cornetist, whose
home is in Manhattan, has brought an
action for -$15,000 damages against John
Smelzer, a wealthy resident of Flush-
ing. .

FOUR NEW RECORDS
IN OLYMPIAN GAMES

American Athletes Once More

Demonstrate Superiority

Over Other Nations

ST. LOTHS, Mo., Sept. 1—American
athletes hold the center of the stage at
the fourth day of the Louisiana Purchaseexposition revival of the Olympic games
and they created one world's record and
three Olympic records.

One of the greatest races of the 1904
Olympiad was the 800 meter (874.89 yards)
run. Entered in the race were representa-
tives of the United States, Germany, Can-
ada and New Zealand, but the first fourplaces were claimed by men running un-
der the colors of Chicago, New York and
Milwaukee- athletic clubs.

Mot only did James D. Lightbody, of
the Chicago Athletic association, lower
the Olympic record by 5 2-5 seconds, but
he ran the legs off the German repre-
sentative, who collapsed at the finish.

The pace also proved to be heartbreak-
ing for E. W. Breitkreutz. of the Milwau-
kee Athletic club. who. after crossing the
tape in third place, fell exhausted on the
track, and it was several minutes before
he could leave the field.

The •weather was again ideal from an
athletic standpoint. It was late in the
afternoon before the sun came from be-
hind the clouds and there was a cooling
breeze blowing across the field the entireday.

Discus Throw Excites Crowds
The dircus throw was one of the handi-

cap events and attracted little attention
until the announcers called the result of
M. J. Sheridan's first throw. It came with-
in .a few inches of equaling the world's
record, made by himself, of 127 feet 9 1/-.
inches.

When Sheridan again stepped into the
seven-foot ring the crowd awjaited almost
breathlessly while the steel discus whirled
through the air.— The measurers who had
been drawn comparatively close to the
circle by a former throw, raced to the
spot where the discus had buried itself
130 feet 9 inches from the starting point.

The result of the measurement was
greeted with cheers, but the demonstra-
tion was as nothfng to that which followed
the announcement of the result of the
next throw, 132 feet even.

So that there shall be no question re-
garding the authenticity of the record, the
discus used by Sheridan was weighed and
found to be one-eighth of an ounce over
weight.

The-result of the 56-pound event proved
a disappointment. It was confidently ex-
pected that Flanagan, of the Greater New
York Irish Athletic association, would
break the Olympic record and possibly
the world's record. The New Yorker was
in rather poor form and not only did he
fail to surpass the records made by him-
self at former meets, but he was bested
by a clean foot by E. Desmarteau, of Mon-
treal, Canada. The latter's best throw
was 34 feet 4 inches, 2 feet 3% inches be-
low Flanagan's Olympic record.

Broad Jump Record Broken
In the 56-pound handicap event Des-

marteau did a trifle better, throwing 34
feet 10% inches. The enthusiasm of the
crowd was renewed a short time later,
when Michael Prinstein, of the Greater
New York Irish Athletic association,
added 6% inches to the Olympic running
broad jump record, established by A. C.
Kraenzlein, of the University of Penn-
sylvania, at the Paris games in 1900.
Kraenzlein, who was also the Olympic
champion in the 200 meter hurdle, was
deposed by H. L. Hillman, of the New
York Athletic club.

The race* was one of the prettiest of
the day, the first three men crossing the
tape in a bunch, that made it difficult
to determine the winner from the grand
stand across the field. Hillman got away

in front, and. although headed in the
early part of the race, regained the lead,
and crossed the tape in record time of
23% seconds.

The final heats of the international tug
of war were popular features. Milwau-
kee's team defeated the New York Ath-
letic club's five with comparative ease,
but the two St. Louis entries gave a
pretty struggle In their pull off for second
and third place, New York having accept-
ed fourth place and withdrawn.

In addition to the regular handicap
events, the Olympic championship dumb-
bell competition was begun. Fred Win-
ters, of the New West Side Athletic Club
of New York, winning four out of the
five events determined today. \u25a0

There are no events scheduled for to-
morrow, the day having been set aside
for the competing athletes to rest and
prepare themselves for the final events,
which will be contested on Saturday.

DON'T SEEK TO BRING
MEAT FAMINE ABOUT

Independent Packing Plant Strike Opera-

tive Only In Chicago and St. Louis

CHICAG6, Sept. I.—The strike order
of President Donnelly with regard to in-
dependent packing plants is to apply only
to those plants in Chicago and "St. Louis.

'It was President Donnelly's idea."
said a national officer of the striking

butchers' organization, "to tie up the In-
dependent packers and brinj. on a meat
shortage in order to awake public inter-
est in the strike. This was opposed be-
cause it was felt such action would hurt
us most by throwing our men out of
employment in large numbers. Confining
the order to Chicago and St. Louis is not
an effort to produce a meat famine, but
is simply a case of co-operation with the
striking meat handlers. Comparatively
few independent houses will be- affected."

"Stock hapdlers," said President Don-
nelly, "are on strike only in Chicago and
St. Louis. In Chicago only the indepen-
dents within the stockyards inclosure
will be of necessity affected. Union men
employed in independent packing houses
will not be permitted to dress cattle han-
dled on the hoof by non-union men. The
fate of the outside independent packers
depends on their ability to secure stock
without recourse to the stockyards com-
pany."
