CHICAGO PROTESTS -
IN OLYNPIC GAHES

New York Scores Most Points,
but Prizels Held Up by
Objection

ST. LOUIS, Mo., Sept. 3.—After a meet
probably-unequaled in the sporting annals
of ‘the country, or of any other country,
the Louisiana Purchase exposition revival
of the Olympic games has taken its place
in history, made noteworthy by the clean,
sportsmanlike conduct of the competing
athletes no legs than by its brilliant array
of broken world’s and Olympic records.

With the finish of the international re-
lay race, the last on the card, the 1904
Olympiad came to an end under circum-
stances that it will make it an event long
to be remembered. The weather was
ideal and some time before the contestants
in th_e first race faced the starter’s pistol
the immense stadium was packed and
many hundreds were standing in the field,

The events were run off with rapidity
and following the announcement of each
broken Olympic record the crowd rose to
its feet and cheered the fortunate athlete
again and again,

Owing to protests made by the Chicago
Athletic club the award of the magnifi-
cent loving cup, emblematie of the Olym-
pic championship, was not made to the
athletic * organization svhose representa-
tives scored the most points in Olympic
championship events during the meet.

The final score, according to the offi-
cial figures of the first four clubs, is as
follows:

New York Athletic —vlub, 63; Chicago
Athletic association, 59; Milwaukee Ath-
letic club, 46; Greater New York Irish
Athletic association, 31.

Protest Is Filed

The Chicago association, however, has
protested against the entry of John R.
De Witt, of the New York Athletic club,
who won second place in the sixteen-
pound hammer event, and the New York
Athletic club tug-of-war team, which fin-
ished fourth in that event.

The result of these pfotests will be,
unless the charges are withdrawn, that
the awarding of the championship cup
will be delayed until after the meeting
of the governing board of the Amateur
Athletic union in New York next Novem-
ber. Should the protests be allowed by
that body it would resuit in a tie, as De
Witt won three points and the tug-of-war
team one point for the New York club.

Again today the competing athletes
showed championship form and three
Olympic records fell before their assaults.
Not only did James D. Lightbody, of the
Chicago Athletic association, clip three-
fifths of a second off the Olympic record
for the 1,600 metér run, but he won the
event in one of the finest finisheg that
has been witnessed in the entire meet.
Lightbody, Verner and Hearn, all of the
Chicago Athletic assuciation, were well
bunched at the beginning of the last lap.
It was seen that they were moving at a
wonderful rate of speed, but when three-
quarters of the way around the track on
the last lap Lightbody developed a burst
of speed that left his clubmates several
vards in the rear and brought the audi-
ence to its feet. &

Pole Vault Record Goes

There was an unusual fine field in, the
pole vault contest. Five men broke the
Olympic record before the event nar-
rowed down to the final jumps, with three
men eligible. Charles R. Dvorak, of the
Chicago Athletic association, then demon-
strated his class and from the eleven-foot
mark he competed alone, the other four
men being tied at that mark. Dvorak's
best was 11 feet 6 inches, breaking the
Olympic record of 10 feet 99-10 inches,
held by I. K. Baxter, or the University of
Pennsylvania, made at the Paris Olym-
piad. In the jump off for second, third
and fourth places Ward McLanahan, of
the New York .Athletic club, and Claude
Allen failed to clear at 11 feet. The lat-
ter was beaten by McLanahan later for
fourth place. Leroy Samse, Indiana uni-
versity, defeated L. Wilkins, of the Chi-
cago Athletic association, for second
place.
~ The keenest competition of the entire
week’s programme deveioped in the discus
throw. M. J, Sheridan, of the Greater
New York Irish Athletic association, and
Ralph W. Rose, of the Chicago Athletic
association, tied for first place with throws
of 128 -feet 101 inches, breaking the
'Olympic record by more than ten feet.
As splitting points is not allowed in an
Olympic champicnship, the men were
forced to throw off the tie. The best
Rose could do was 120 feet 63 inches,
while Sheridan, although beating him,
also showed a reversal of form and the
distance that gave him first place was 127
feet 1014 .inches,

Handicapping Satisfactory

The four handicap events proved a wel-
come addition to the championship pro-.
gramme and the” events were closely con-
tested. A great deal of eomplimentary
comment has been made regarding the
handicapping of the meet, as in nearly
every event the men have been well
bunched at the finish,

Tonight the visiting athletes were the
guests of the Missouri Athletic club at a
banquet. Those who broke records dur-
ing the Olympic games were called upon
to respond to toasts.
