Frank Kitten's monumental blunder and

(inhuman obstinacy started a merry row
in Nicollet park yesterday afternoon a.id
resulted in the Millers getting the.benefit
of 8 tie game. It was without question
the wierdest decision of the season and
deserves perpetuation in the , annals of
baseball for the edification of future gen-
erations. Killen's behavior is only ex-
plainable on the grounds that he lost
sight of the ball in the darkness and gave
his decision supposing the ball had been
missed, and then on the theory that the
umpire can do no wrong, refused to change
when it became evident that the ball was
caught.

The hair-raising decision came in the
seventh with the Millers at bat, two out
and Maloney on third, with one run need-
ed to tie the score. Freeman, who can
run about as fast as a fat duck," hit a
sharp grounder to Wheeler, who shot it
over to Kelley without any delay. The
ball came low and reached Kelley on the
half bound and Mike held it clean, with-
out even the sign of a juggle. The ball
beat Freeman by ten feet at least,, but
in the darkness everybody in the stands
thought Kelley had missed the ball, as he
stood crouched on the bag with his hands
between his knees.

Then there was rage and things that
even a woggle bug wouldn't say. Killen
turned his back on Kelley arid walked to
the center of the diamond pursued by the
Saints and Millers and they.all gathered
about the slab indulging in pungent con-
versation. The inexcusable, unfairness of
tie decision drove'the' Saints frantic, as
even the Minneapolis fans, when they'saw
that Kelley had caught" the throw, were,
reconciled to the fact that Freeman was
out. In the heat of the argument Fergu-
son shoved Kiilen with the heel of his
hand and was ordered from the field.

One of Watkins' henchmen, .with rare
presence of mind, was rushed to the scene
of the argument with a bat, presumably
to be twined around the brow of some
meek little Saint. The henchman hurried
with the bat until he ran his countenance- into a hard fist, and he then turned tail
and scuttled back to Watkins, carrying

Grillo may
achieve fame, his infinite wisdom in the
selection of umpires would outshine it.
Pears was bad, Holliday worse, .'Klem
worst, and here the English language
runs out when it. is most needed to quali-
fy Killen. The common ordinary super-
lative degree falls far short of paying
the just tribute to this latest recruit to
the staff. As an umpire he is withoutprecedent- and his decisions rank to the
ultimate limit.

His explanation that he called Freeman
