The
purpose of the meeting is to discuss
the general plan of the campaign to
be actively inaugurated throughout the
state immediately after the primary
election on Tuesday of next week.

John A. Johnson, of St. Peter, and
the other candidates on the state tick-
et have been invited to attend the
meeting, and a number of the candi-
dates will be present. Mr. Johnson

meet with his committee today.
The committee will consider and

practically determine the lines along
which the fight will be made before
the people this fall, and there is -i
strong sentiment for an aggressive
campaign thai will propose issuer
\u25a0which will put the Republican state
organization on the defensive.

Campaign Will Be Vigorous
'•It I have anything to say in deter-

mining Ufe issues on which the fight
will be made, it will be nq ladylike
campaign/ said a member of the ex-
ecutive committee yesterday, and a
number of leading Democrats who
\u25a0were in the state headquarters at the
time supplemented his view of the sit-
uation by making suggestions of
points of vulnerability of the Repub-
lican candidate for governor, candi-
dates for the supreme court, railroad
and warehouse commissioner and lieu-
tenant governor.

While the executive committee,
meeting with the candidates, will dis-
cuss the situation and the require-
ments of the campaign, it is a fore-
gone conclusion that the state cam-
paign of l{»04 will be fought out along
state lines and that in some respects
it will be a repetition of the famous
Lir.d-Eustis campaign, so successfully
managed to victory by L. A. Rosing,
of Cannon Falls, now chairman of the
executive committee of the state cen-
tral committee.

T. T. Hudson, of Duluth, national
committeeman for Minnesota, and Bert
Feeler, one of the members at large
of the executive "committee, arrived in
St. Paul last night to attend the meet-
in^ of the committee today. Mr. Hud-
s< \ is regarded as ope of the most
si uful and successful of the Demo-
ci ;ic leaders of the state, but is not
g-i.-en to telling the plans of the na-
tional conimittep from the housetops.

He is in constant communication
with the national committee, and says
that Thomas Taggart, of Indiana, the
national chairman, can be depended
upon to make the best fight possible.
While admitting that there are some
criticisms in New York of the appar-
ent slowness of the national commit-
tee in opening the fight, Mr. Hudson
said last night that his acquaintance
with Chairman Taggart led him to the
belief that the delay is made for a
purpose which will be developed to the
Democrats all over the nation within
the next days.

"I was much impressed with Mr.
Taggart's abilities when I first met
him at St. Lotiis." Mr. Hudson said
last night, "and if the executive com-
mittee of the national committee will
give him a free rein I have .every con-
fidence that, with true Western enter-
prise, he wiil make good in the cam-
paign."

Mr. Hudson reports a very quiet pri-
mary election cainpflign on at the head
of the lakes, but says that he expects
members of his party to become ac-
tively interested in the campaign when
the nominations have all been settled.
He says Democrats are thoroughly
united for the state and national tick-
ets.

MAY DIVULGE TODAY
Johnson Report on Dunn Like-

ly to Be Given Out

The Johnson report is expected to be
made public today.

An unconfirmed story was in circu-
lation yesterday that the report of the
public examiner would be given to the
public by Gov. Van Sant this morning.
Gov. Van Sant would neither affirm nor
deny the story late yesterday after-
noon. He said, in answer to questions
as to his intentions, that he would not
discuss the matter.

He was told that his friends were
saying that the report would be turnedover to the ne\ spapers Thursday
morning, but he would not admit that
they had spoken with authority.

"I don't know how anybody knows,'"
the governor said, "for I have told
nobody what I intend to do in regard
to the request by Mr. Dunn for a
copy of Public Exuminer Johnson's re-
port on the auditor's office."

The governor will open the Repub-
lican campaign at Moline, HI., Satur-
day night, and it is expected that be-
fore his departure on Friday he will
give the attorney general orders to lift
the veil of secrecy that has covered tht:
report ever since it was completed
some six w<.eks ago.

Concludes Assignment

Congressman J. Adam Bede reached
St. Paul yesterday on his return 1 from
Kansas City, where he, as. a represen-
tative of Chairman Burton,' of the
rivers and harbors committee of the
house, investigated complaints of bus-
iness men and real estate owners of
the danger from overflow of the Kan-
sas river.

"The Kansas river comes in to the
Missouri at this point," Mr.,Bede said
last night, "and its mouth has been en-
croached upon by men buildingon land-
abutting on the river until the original
stream has been reduced in width fully
one-half. The result is that in times
of flood the water is backed up, .and
only a few months ago great damage
was done. The business interests there
want congress to open the river's
mouth by digging a channel deep
enough and wide enough to carry off
the water."

Congressman Bede was much im-
pressed by the growth and business de-
velopment of Kansas City and said that
undoubtedly congress would take some
action looking to .the protection of
property interests from floods.

The Pine City congressman has made
a number of political speeches in lowa,
but goes into his own district now to
enter on the campaign. He will speak
at Rush City with R. C. Dunn and
other Republican campaigners on
Friday night.
