Cease Because Exhausted

MUKDEN, Sept. 16.—The panicky
conditions prevailing immediately
after the battle of Liau-yang have
disappeared from the Russian army
now concentrated at Mukden. Busi-
ness has been resumed and Mukden is
quiet. The Russo-Chinese bank has
Teopened.

The failure of the Jap’anese to fol-
low up the advantage gained at Liau-
yang has caused surprise here. An in-
dependent authority, who accompanied
the rear guard from the positions south
of Liau-yang to Mukden, says that
this failure is accounted for by the
fact that the Japanese lost 40,000
killed and wounded in one day’'s fight-
ing and that besides they were too
tired to continue the advance.

The Japanese are reporfed to be in-
trenching around Liau-yang and to
have repaired the bridge over the
Taitse river. Twelve thousand sol-
diers wounded at Liau-yang have been
treated at the Mukden Red Cross hos-
pital.

CGovarnment Forces Knocked Out

BUENOS AYRES, Sept. 16.—There
has been a complete failure of the ne-
gotiations betwecnr the Paraguayan
government and the revolutionists ow-
ing to the persistent demands of Gen.
Escobar.

The rebel vessel Sajonia attacked the
port of Sar. Antonio this morning, Gen.
Ferreria mecking a simultaneous attack
by land witi ca\airy and infantg- aft-
er a reconn:isance in the direcuon of
Litcrono, whe e a considerable number
of government troops was encountered.
The combat lasted three hours and re-
suited in the defeat and dispersal of
the government forces. The extent of
the losses is unknown.
