FRIARS WANT THEIR |
MONEY PAID IN LONDON

"Repudiate One Clause of the Agree-
ment as to Sale of Lands

MANILA, Sept. 21.—The Augustin-
fan friars have repudiated the agree-
ment made in Rome between the late
Pope Leo, the late Archbishop Guidi,
apostoli¢ delegate in the Philippines,
and ex-Gov, Taft that the money paid
by the Unitéd States in the purchase
of the friar lJands should remain in the
Philippines and have requested that
the payments to them be made in
drafts on London banks.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Sept. 21.—It
is said at the war department that the
department is not a party to any con-
troversy respecting the method of
paying for the friar lands and the is-
sue presented as to the place of pay-
ment, whether in Manila or in Europe,
lies between the authorities of the
Vatican and the friar orders, the latter
being titular owners of the land. Of
course, the officials wouid like to see
the money remain in the islands, but it
is prepared to accept a decision either
way on that point. It was supposed
to be the purpose of the Vatican au-
thorities, in stipulating for the pay-
ment of the money in Manila, to en-
deavor to make sure that in that way
it was returned to the Catholic con-

The
friars, on the other hand, having prac-
tically finished their work in the isl-
ands, are supposed to be naturally de-
siroys of carrying the money realized
from the sales into their new field of
activities. So the war department
has arranged to have this particular
sum of $2,000,000 involved in the trans-
action with the Augustinians placed
to the credit of the treasurer of the
Philippine islands in the Bank of Eng-
land and he will issue his warrant for
the amount which will be good in
either London or Manila.
