LETS CHINESE IN
WITH MORE EASE

This Is Expected to Be the Effect of a
Decision at Portland, Or.

. PORTLAND, Or,, Sefit. 22—By a rul-
ing of United States Commissioner K.
A. McKee, the first statement of a
Chinese taken after his arrest for be-
ing illegally within the boundaries of
the United States before the Chinese
inspector or any inspector cannot be
used by the government as evidence
against the Oriental. The decision was
made during the hearing of the case of
Dong Sam, held for deportation. The
decision will have the effect of making
admission 1o this country easy for a
large number of Chinese, as the gov-
ernment has frequently hitherto relied
on this evidence to secure deportation,
it having been found that the Chinese
are more likely to tell the truth im-
mediately after arrest than after they
have had a chance to become posted by
their countrymen.

WASHINGTON, D. (. Sept. 22—
Acting €ommissiener General of Im-
migratien Larned said today,that the
Portland decision would not affect the
question of the admission of Chinese
into the United States one way or the
other, as that is confined to the de-
cision of the executive officers. In the
case of Dong Sam, he said, the issue
presented was whether the Chinaman
could reside in this country, which is a
question for the courts to pass on and
p_rimarily a United States commis-
sioner,

“This decision,” he said, “evidently
procesds upon the assumption, which
has been repeatedly negatived by the
courts, that a proceeding for an in-
quiry as to the right of a Chinaman to
be in the United States is a criminal
one.. As such is not the case, the de-
cision not to exclude the testimony
given by the presoner before the exec-
utive officers seems to be one of doubt-
ful validity. At all events, the action
of the commissioner is binding upon no
one except in this particular case. Un-
til the decision has been affirmed by a
court of competent jurisdiction it can-
not possibly affect the entrance of
Chinese into the United States.”

GOES AGAINST THE
THEORY OF DARWIN

Dutch Scientist Advances a New ldea
as to Heredity

ST. LOUIS, Ma., Sept. 22.—Great in-
terest has been aroused in the interna-
tional congress of arts and science by
the theory advanced by Prof. Hugo de
Vries, professor of botany in thé uni-
versity of Amsterdam, Holland, who,
combatting Darwin’s theory of the
origin of species, advanced a theory of
shis own in diametrical opposition to
all ideas of former and present biolo-
gists and phylogenists. Prof. de Vries
asserts that no two of the same species
of animals from the lewest stages to
man are alike in any important partic-
ular.

He claims that the distinguishing
feature or element of an individual is
not transmitted to the offspring of
that individual, which in the theory of
Darwin represents the main principles
and who claims that by heredity pass-
ing from generation to generation, the
peculiarities of the primogenitor finally
result in a new species. Prof. de Vries
denies this and offered proof before, the
scientists that an entlrely new species
may be developed within ome or two
generations.

PASSENGER RATE
WAR MAY FoLLOY

Rate to Dubuque and Com-
petitors Howl

The Great Western yesterday morn-
ing announced a rate of $4.50 to Du-
‘buque, Iowa, and return, good Satur-
day, and returning, good until Monday,
The rate is for the Eagles' return base-
ball game which will be played in Du-
buque.

The annovncement, which appeared
routine on its face, was received with
something iike "excitement by the of-
ficers of the other St. Paul railroads,
especially those of the Burlington and
Milwaukee, which are competitive
roads betsween here and Dubuque.

According to the agreement which
was made by the executive officers of
all the roads about two weeks ago in
Chicago, all the passenger and freight
tariffs were to be protected rigidly and
no such thing as reduced yvates and free
passes were to be given on account of
party business. In other words, that
the same rate was to apply to 200 pas-
sengers as would apply to two.

The order, according to numerous of-
ficials who received copies of it, was
very sweeping in its terms and covered
all classes of railroad traffic.

The officers of the Chicago Great
Western made no explanation of the
low rate to Dubuque and “stood pat”
on the propositien.

The other roads, howevef, were not
so complacent. Said the representa-
tive of one of the competing roads:

“This railroad chopped off on its
subtariff contracts the date the order
went into effect, Sept. 17, but there is
no telling what will happen as a re-
sult of this cut on the part of the
Great Western. The business of the
Eagles’ excursion was offered to this
road as late as Wednesday night, so
.!he road that got the business cannot
in honesty claim that it was contracted
for prior to the enactment of the order
from Chicago.

“How on earth the Great Western
could rpike such a rate is inexplicable.
The rp;ular tariff one way is $7.30 and
the round trip would be $14.50. If the
excursion rate had been made $9.75,
which would have been a fare and one
third, T might be able to understand it.
But hew on earth can they figure out
$4.50 as a round trip rate?

“This cut may mean the abondon-
ment of the Chicago agreement aud
possibly demoralization of rates.”

The rate will probably be met.
