CANADIAN GOLFER
WILL PLAY EGAN

Olympic Championship Match
TodayWiliBe International
In Character

ST. LOUIS, Mo., Sept. 23.—Finals to-
morrow for the Olympian golf champion-
ship will be contested in real international
style by United States Golf Association
Champion H. Chandler Egan, of Exmoer,
end George S. Lyon, of Toronto, Canada.
Each won his match today in the semi-
final game, BEgan defeating B. P. McKin-
nie, St. Louis champion, 4 up 3 to play.

It was not until the last putt was holed
on the thirty-sixth green that the Cana-
dian ex-champion eliminated from the
tourney F. O. Newton, of Seattle, Warsh.,
battling hard for two rounds, victory ap-
pearing to rest first with the Pacific coast
man and then with his veteran rival,
Newton had to succumb to hard luck and
lost, 1 down.

After a most interesting meorning battle
the Canadian had a lead of one hole. Only
one stroke in medal play separated them.
At the fifth hole Newton was 2 uyp, but
at the twelfth hole Lyon was 3 up. A
burst of wonderful playing brought New-
ton to the end of the first eighteen holes
only 1 down.

The Canadian took the nineteenth hole,
but at the twenty-first hole the match
was square. Three putts on the twenty-
third green lost that hole to Newton, but
he won the twenty-fourth, while Lyon
took the twenty-sixth. The twenty-seventh
was halved in 2. Not in years has a gal-
lery seen such play as the men displayed
on the twenty-seventh green. Each drove
the green, Newton being away. Judging
the hill nicelv. Newton holed the putt.
Not to be outdone by his Seattle rival,
whose twenty-foot putt was a wonder, Mr.
Lyon negotiated his putt from sixteen feet,
The match was all square at this point.

Newton took the twenty-eighth hole, but
lost the thirty-first by going into the
ditch. Poor putting lost him the next,
using four strokes on the green. Lyon
lost the thirty-third but won the thirty-
fourth and the thirty-fifth was halved.
Almost holding his approach, Newton had
to be satisfied at the thirty-sixth green,
and the Canadian earned the right to
play in the finals, 1 up.

Champion Egan was up on McKinnie
at the end of the morning play, going out
in 39 and coming in rather indifferently.
although at the eleventh hole he was 3
up on his rival. The latter took the next
two holes, won the sixteenth, lost the
seventeenth and captured the eighteenth
hole. A big gallery followed the play in
the afternoon, Egan losing the nineteenth
hole and squaring the match. However,
he soon putted away from his opponent,
taking the twenty-first, twenty-fourth,
twenty-sixth, twenty-seventh, twenty-
eighth and thirty-first, making him dormie
5. losing the thirty-second and halving
the thirty-third. He won 4 up 3 to play.
McKinnie never had a lead on his rival
from the start to the finish of the match.
Egan declared after it was over that he
was satisfied with his own play for the
first time in the tourney.

DOCTOR WILLS HIS
BRAIN FOR EXPERIMENT

Believed Diabetes Has Its Origin in
That Organ .

NEW YORK, Sept. 28.—Dr. George
S. Conant, aged fifty-one years, who
died here today of diabetes, is said to
have willed his brain to the medical
faculty of Cornell university that fur-
ther investigation may be made of a
theory that his disease could be traced
to the brain. He suffered for years
and consulted many specialists without
obtaining promise of relief or hope of
a cure.

Dr. Conant took up the story of dia-
betes as a subject for his experiments.
After an exhaustive study he came to
the conclusion that the trouble had its
root in the brain, which_he believed to
be affected.
