CHICAGO PLAYS HARD
10 DEFEAT PURDUE

Stagg’s Team Meets Fierce
Opposition on Part of
Hooslers

CHICAGO, Oct. 8.—Chicago university
defeated Purdue university by a score of
20 to 0 in a fiercely contested game of
football on Marshall field today. The
score at the end of the first half was:
Chicago 9, Purdue 0. The game was the
second of the “big nine” series,

Both teams were in good condition.
There was scarcely ten pounds difference
in their aggregate weights, but, while
Chicago was lighter in the line, it had
the advantage of weight in the back field.
Chicago was thrice penalized for fifteen
vards in the first half for holding, and
Purdue id a penalty of five yards for
offside play. Purdue made a n of ten
yvards on the' guarterback kick, Mowery
carrying the ball. Krull, Thomas and
Mowery played the star game for Purdue.
Most of Chicago’s gains were made by
playing baeks through the tackles and
around the ends. Chicago’s first score was
a goal from the field by Eckersall, made
in thirteen minutes after the ball was put
in play. Bezdek made the first touch-
down. Eckersail tried for goal, but the
ball struck one of the posts. The first
half ended with the ball in Chicago ter-
ritory, on the 45-yard line.

Up to the beginning of the second half
no substitutes were used, but the ball
was hardly in play before Parry relieved
Badenoch at left tackle for Chicagb. From
then untf] the end of the game there were
frequent changes in both elevens. De
Tray scored two touchdowns and Parry
kicked one goal. The half ended with the
ball in Purdue's possession on its own
five-yard line. Just before the whistle
blew Varnell got a twisted ankle and was
carried from the field. Coach Stagg sald
the injury might disable Varnell for sev-

eral weeks.

press trains, George Heath, an Ameri-.
can, driving a ninety-horsepower ve-
hicle of foreign make and representing
the Automobile Club of France, fin-
ished first in the run of 300 miles, with
Albert Clement, representing the same
club, and driving an eighty-horsepower
machine, also of foreign make, one
minute and twenty-eight seconds be-
hind him. :
‘When the two men flashed by the
judges the crowds in the adjoining
grand stand rose in a body and cheer
after cheer relieved the tension of
nerves that had held the crowd for so
many hours. But the award was not
yvet certain; for Clement lodged a pro-
test with the racing board of the Auto-
mobile Association of America, under
whose control the race was held, and
the decision given but a few minutes
before was withdrawn until the board
had made an investigation into the

Heath’s Winning Auto

L
claims set forth by Clement.

These were of a technical nature.
Clement in his protest declared that
he had been held up in Hempstead over
a minute and a half and that if this
had been allowed him he would have
won the race. He said that his gaso-
line tank broke in Hempstead, and
that time was taken on him while he
was repairing it, contrary to the con-
ditions of the race. He also asserted
that his time in controls had been
charged -against him.

Chauffeur Killed

Like all previous races of the kind
there was a chapter of accidents and fa-
tality. The victims were among the
participants in the contest. Fortunately
none of the spectators along the course
was hurt. i %

The man killed was Carl Meusel, a
chauffeur, who was driving  the car -~ of
George Arenis, of New York. The acci-
dent was caused by the tires slipping,
and it occurred .about 8. o'clock, two
hours after the start. The..car was
traveling at a tremendous rate and was
approaching a curve, when it suddenly
swerved and turned completely over.
Meusel was caught beneath the machine,
while Arents was thrown™“to“one “side.
Both men were taken ta a hospital,
where it was found Meusel had one arm
broken and that his skull was fractured,
and that he had numerous -cuts. and
bruises.

One ear was torn off, one anklé sprain-
ed, and he was internally injured. He
died half an hour later. Arents escaped
with a few cuts and bruises, and his car
was demolished.

Course Is Dangerous

The race was started at 6 o’clock. The
course was over a thirty-mile triangle
with turns that were sharp and danger-
ous. At two places the railroad erossed
the highway at grade, and these {ﬂaces
were guarded by signal men. Twice at
these crossings Gabriel, a French moter-
ist, narrowly missed being struck b{ a
train; in one instance running-but two
feet ahead of a locomotive.

After the fifst car was off promptly at
6 a. m, the others followed at two-minute
intervals. The Vanderbilt car was out
of order when it came time to start, and
it was more than two hours later that it
was ready. A flying start in violation of
the rules was made, but the car kept on.
It was officially barred, however.

First Accident

The first accident of the day occurred
when car Neo, 19, driven by Wallace,
stopgcd for repairs at Hempstead. The
machinist, Antonio Bonderi, was under the
vehicle when it started without warning
and the rear wheels passed over his body,
His injuries are not serious, however.

There was @a continuous bursting of
tires at one point in the course that
aroused suspicion, and investigation
showed that a quantity of sharp nails and
broken glass been thrown on the
roadway. To this was due the retirement
of a number of the machines early in the
race.

Of the eighteen starters but eight re-
mained in the race at the fifth round of
the triangle, or when the race was
over.

Heath covered the last lap of thirty
miles at the rate of seventy-two miles an
hour. His average speed during the ten
laps was fifty-two miles an hour.

The four remaining in the race,
who were from two to three laps behind
at the finish were called off without being
