MIDGELY TELLSOF
PRIVATE CAR SYSTEM

Says Vehicle Companies Have
Railroads Firmly in Their
Grasp

CHICAGO, Oet. 10.—What is regarded
as one of the most important sessions of
the interstate commerce commission this
vear was held here today. The feature of
the meeting was an inquiry into relations
of private car companies and railroad
companies and the effect on trade,

J. W. Midgley was the principal witness.
He declared that the system of private
ownership of cars ‘‘had the railroad com-
panies firmly in its grasp” and was “one
of the greatest powers ever known."”

Asked for a solution of the difficulty,

i\lr. Midgley suggested a per diem sys-
em.
: “Put refrigerator cars on a per diem
basis of 50 cents for so much weight,”
said he, ‘“stock cars on a 30-cent basis
and other cars on a 25-cent basis.”

Mr. Midgley's testimony tended to show
that by a comprehensive system of re-
bates and commissions, transportation of
many of the principal commodities of
commerce is almost wholly within the
grasp of the “private car” companies.

Must Get the Business

“It is all a question of traffic,”” said Mr.
Midgley, “and I do not mean to reflect
in any way upon traffic Managers of our
railways. Any traffic manager who does
not get business will lose his position.
He simply has to get it and he can get it
only by meeting the terms made for him
by his competitors. There are inferior
railways just as there are inferior men,
and as soon as a young, struggling line
starving for business sees fit to dicker
with these shipping combines competing
roads must follow their lead.”

Mr. .Midgley admitted that it was be-
cause the. railways have $800,000,000 in-
vested in freight cars of their own, which
are in danger of falling into decay and
uselessness because of the growth of the
“private car” “system that the railways
were anxious (o clip the wings of the
privates,

James S. Watson, of the firm of Porter

Bros., which firm passed through bank-
ruptey,. was also examined.

Mr, Watson admitted that he probably
realized $50.000 a year through his trans-
actions with the Fruit Growers’ Express
company as profit, which is said by ship-
pers to be a rebate.

Kuropatkin Prepares Attack

ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 10.—The fol-
lowing is the text of an order of the
day, issued by Gen. Kuropatkin, and
dated Mukden, Oct. 2:

More than seven months ago the enemy
treacherously fell upon us at Port Arthur
before war had n declared. Since
then, by land and sea, Russian troops have
performed many heroic deeds of which
the fatherland may justly be proud. The
enemy, however, is not only not over-
thrown, but in his arrogance continues to
dream of complete victory.

The troops of the Manchurian army, in

unvarying good spirits, hitherto have not
been numerically strong enough to de-
feat the Japanese army. Much time is
necessary for overcoming all the difficul-
ties of strengthening the active army
so as to enable it to accomplish with com-
plete success the arduous, but honorable,
task imposed upon it.
@It is for this reason that, in spite of
the repeated repulses of Japanese attacks
upon our positiong at Tatchekiao, Lian-
diansian and Liau-yang, I did not con-
sider that the time had arrived to take
advantage of these successes and to be-
gin a forward movement, and I therefore
gave the order to retreat.

You left the positions you had so
beroically defended, covered with piles
of the enemy's dead and without allow-
ing vourselves to be disturbed by the foe
and in full preparedness for a fresh fight.
After a five-day batile at Liau-yang you
retired on new positions which had been
prepared previdusly. After successfully
defending all advanced and main positions
vou withdrew to Mukden under most diffi-
cult conditions. c

plete and decisive victory over the -enemy
when the time came.

PROMINENT CLUB MAN
SHOOTS HIMSELF DEAD

Result of Frank De Peysger Hall's
Various Suits for Slander

NEW  YORK, Oct. 10.—Frank De
Peyster Hall, a member of several
prominent clubs, today shot and killed
himself. A suit brought by him against
two other clubmen, alleging slander
and demanding $100,000 damages, was
to have cume up in court today. The
first suits were begun last May. These
were against Alfred H. Bond, presi-
dent of the Calumet club, and George
A, Cormack, secretary of the New York
Yacht club. Hall alleged that both
men, in conversation’ with others, had
accused him of disgraceful practices
while he was a member of the Calumet
club. The answer filed was that the
statements made were true and the
conversation privileged.

Hall was a member of an old New
York family and until recently was
president of the firm of F. De Peyster
Hall & Co., wine importers. His resig-
nation as a member ofsthe Calumet
club was requested on July 28, 1903,
and was given. Hall was also a mem-
ber of the St. Anthony club, the New
York Yacht club and the Trinity alum-
ni. In all his suits Mr. Hall alleged
that the statements were false and ma-
liciously made, that because of these
statements he was obliged to resign
the presidency of F. De Peyster Hall
& Co., that his business and social ac-
quaintances refused longer to transaet
business with him or to associate with
him, and that he had been obliged to
abandon entirely his occupation.

Mr. Hall was fifty years old, devoted
to athletics, having a good athletic
record in college, wheré he was a mem-
ber of the Delta Psi fraternity. It was
reported today that Hall had heard
that the district attorney had started
an investigation of the charges made
against him with a view to possible ac-
tion, and that this knowledge may have
led to his suicide. The matter, how-
ever, had not been presented -to the
grand jury.

William L. Wilson’s Daughter Drowned

NORFOLK, Va., Oct. 10.—Miss Bes-
sie Wilson, who was drowned at Vir-
ginia Beach yesterday afternoon, was
the youngest daughter of the late Wil-
liam L. Wilson, former postmaster
general, ‘instead of his niece, as at first
reported. She was bathing in the surf
with her sister, Miss Mary Wilson, and
a party of friends. A swift undertow

took them all fully a quarter of a mile
from shore before help could be secur-
ed. The other young woman succeed-
ed in floating until picked up by life-
savers an hour later, but Miss Wilson
hecame exhausted and succumbed,

INCREASE OF CAPITAL
GIVES RISE TO STORM

British South Africa Company Receives
Advice From Earl Grey

LONDON, Oct. 10. — After a very
stormy meeting today the shareholders
of the British South Africa company
authorized the issue of $5,000,000 new
capital. Previous to the close of the
meeting, which broke up in confusion,
the chairman, the Duke of Abercorn,
was unable to secure a hearing and left
the hall.  The directors, with the ex-
ception of Earl Grey, were re-elected.
The earl. sent a letter resigning his po-
sition because of his appointment as
governor general of Canada.

I'or a so-
lution of the native question, he sald, a
conference should be held of the best
and most humane .scientists of Great
Britain and America to advise on the
policy which should be adopted with
the object of civilizing the Kaffirs,

CHICAGO MAN AND

Yacht Capsized While Trying to Make
the Harbor in a Heavy Gale

CHICAGO, Oct. 10.—Sole surviver of
a yachting party of four Chicagoans,
Harry Gray, clinging to a spar today
half a mile from shore, was rescued in
a dying condition. Gray became un-
conscious shortly after being found.
Before losing consciousness he stated
that his sister and two male com-
panions who went sailing with him last
evening had been drowned. While at-
tempting to make the harbor in a heavy
gale last night the yacht sprang a leak
and quickly sank. The dead:

‘Walter Kennedy, Donald Campbell
and Nellie Gray. %

The yacht was a small sailboat be-
longing tp Kennedy and Campbell.
Kennedy was chief of the information
bureau at thé union depos# and was en-

gaged to marry Miss Gray.
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
