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JAPS SUFFER GREAT LOSSES
MUKDEN, Oct. 16, 4 p. in.—The Russians were engaged

today in a heavy rear guard action southwest of Shahke.
The Japanese, who are in enormous force, have a great ad-
vantage in knowing the topography of the country. They
evince a desperate courage. They have suffered terrible
losses, but bear them with perfect equanimity. Their energy
seems unbounded, and they continue the aggressive unceas-
ingly.

BALTIC FLEET AT SEA
LIBAU, Oct. 16.—The Baltic squadron put to sea at 1

o'clock this morning.
SQUADRON PASSES STRAITS

COPENHAGEN, Oct. 16.—During the day the Baltic

squadron passed Bornholm island in two .sections. It com-
prised a total of sixteen battleships, eleven cruisers and nu-
merous smaller craft, and was going northeast.

KUROPATKIN ON FIRING LINE
MUKDEN, Oct. 15.—At. midnight a viqlent cannonading

began and increased until it attained the intensity that marked

the artillery duel at Liau-yang on Aug. 30 and 31. This can-
nonading continued throughout Oct. 14, not ceasing for a
moment, not even for the usual midday meal. Under the

cover of the artillery fire the Japanese infantry courageously

assumed the offensive against the Russian intrenched posi-
tion, but their courage was unavailing.

Toward evening the Russians actually moved forward,
Gen. Kuropatkin personally directing the operations on the

center right flank, where the fighting was the hottest. Taking

command of the Petroff regiment, he ordered them forward.
Animated by tlte courage of their idolized commander, the

troops rushed forward with a shout, driving the Japanese

from the heights.
Standing there Kuropatkin could see through his field

glasses a group of Japanese officers on the opposite heights

at a distance of three miles, and in their midst a hoisted battle

flag. These were probably Gen. Oku and his staff watching
the progress of the battle.

DETAILS OF SAVAGE
SEVEN-DAY STRUGGLE

MUKDEN, Oct. 15. via Peking, Oct. 16.—
\u25a0With the Russian Army of the Center.—
After seven days of the hardest kind of
fighting this section of the Russian army
feU hack last night on the Shahke river
and is now holding a position on the north
Fide of that stream. The lighting, winch
commenced shortly after noon, Oct. 9. has
been in progress continuously ever since.
On Oct. 9 the Russians advanced to the
south, crossing the Shahke river, thence to
Hamatung, twenty miles southeast of
Mukden, and ten miles north of Yentai. On
the hills around Hamatung the Japanese

had planted four batteries.
Upon the advance of the Russians these

batteries retired to the'southward, across
a narrow valley, which runs east and west,

and joined the main Japanese force on the
hills beyond. In the fighting around Hama-
tung a few Japanese prisoner? were taken.
The Russians followed the Japanese across
the valley, taking positions in the hills,
from which the artillery shelled the Japa-
nese forces, while the infantry advanced
through the defiles. Oct. 10 the artillery
duel continued, the Russians advancing
slowly.

Shrapnel Destroys Infantry

During the night the Japanese changed
their positions and at daylight enfiladed
through trenches, pouring a terrific shrap-
m:l fire on the infantry, composed of one
regiment, only a remnant of which was
left

From this on the Jajjanese took the of-
fensive during the entire day of the 11th,
throwing shrapnel and shimopei powder
shells among the infantry and artillery.
The Russians held tenaciously to their po-
sitions. Karly in the day the Japanese
worked around the Russian left and suc-
ceeded in dropping a few shells on the
load and in the villages where the trans-

port and reserves were gathered. The
Japanese had the range of the road and
village perfectly.

They compelled the men and wagons to
take to the fields. This shelling did little
damage beyond disconcerting the men ana
horses. Additional guns were sent forward
to protect the left, while the batteries
withdrew across the plains to the hills on
the outside. This gave the Japanese the
possession of a high hill on the outside
from which they scanned the valley
through which the Russians might ad-
vance during the evening.

The Japanese apparently suffered great-
ly from the Russian fire. The morning
of Oct. 12 found little change in the posi-
tions of the two armies, except that the
Japanese had worked further around to
the left. Probably the greatest artillery
fight of the battle took place Oct. 12. Bat-
teries were placed on every available hill
and at the same time regiment after regi-
ment of infantry was poured on to the
plain by both sides, only to be thrown back
shattered and torn. It is impossible as
yet to estimate the loss of life.

Wild Night Charge

During the night a heavy rainstorm
occurred, in the midst of which the ar-
tillery continued to boom and at one
point the Japanese infantry charged. They
were met by Russian infantrymen in the
darkness, which was lighted only by
flashes of guns, the bursting of shells
and the streaks of lightning. The men
fought hand to hand, the Japanese regi-
ment being finally driven back. The
thunder and rain continued all the morn-
ing of the 13th. but notwithstanding the
puns opeed fire promptly at daylight. The
Russians fought stubbornly, but retired
slowly. The Japanese continued to
threaten the Russian left. Toward the
evening the Japanese approached with all
'heir guns on the Russian positions, the
shells dropping like hail in the field and
on the hills.

The morning of the 14th found the
Russians with their backs to the Shahke
river, across which transports had been
withdrawn during the night. Fighting
rontinued from these positions all during
the day of the 14th. while the Russian
reinforcements took up position on the
hills to the north of the river.

Another thunder storm broke shortly
after noon, flooding the streams and
turning the roads into seas and by even-
Ing the main Russian foroe had withdrawn
across the Shahke river. The Japanese
shells were dropping within a short dis-
tance of the river on the left. The fight-
ing recommenced at daylight today, the
boom of guns being distinctly heard in
-Mukden. The whole Russian army is
slowly retiring and fighting every inch
of the way. When the Associated Press
correspondent came north today there
appeared no danger of any part of the
army being cut off.

In an informal talk which the Associat-
pd Press correspondent had with Gen.
Kuropatkin in the field just before *he
battle commenced he spoke in glowing
terms of the bravery of the Japanese,
saying that they were a gallant foe and
also that, they were most correct in their
observances of the. rules of war. In this
respect he said it was the most pleasant
war he had ever been engaged in.

TOKYO. Oct. 16. 8 p. m.—According
to statements-made by Russian prisoners
Gen. Kuropatkin was ordered by Em-
peror Nicholas to make a stand at Muk-
den and to assume the aggressive as
speedily as possible In order to relieve
the Port Arthur garrison. This order, the
prisoners say. reached Mukden on Sept.
27, and Gen. Kuropatkin in obedience to it
began his disastrous southern advance
movement. An extended report dealing
with the statements of these prisoners
follows:

"According to statements-made to of-
ficers of the center army by Russian
prisoners whom they had captured, the
enemy had received information that the
strength of the garrison at Port Arthur
was being daily reduced and that tlie
garrison was in a disastrous condition.

Fresh Russian reinforcements were
constantly arriving at Manchuria from
Europe, and the strength of the forces
under Gen. Kuropatkin in the neighbor-
hood of Mukden had reached to over
nine army corps. Thereupon the prison-
ers said the Russian emperor on Sept.
27 ordered Kuropatkin not to retire a
step beyond Mukden, and directed him,
circumstances permitting, to assume the
offensive as quickly as possible and to
drive the Japanese out of Southern Man-
"Wiuria, in order to rescue the Port Aj»-
thur garrison.

'"At the beginning of the war the Rus-
sian regiments numbered 4,000 men each.
After the battle of Liau-yang each of the
tegiments was reduced to a strength of

Port Arthur in Straits

about 2.500, with the exception of the
Twelfth regiment, which, as a result of
this battle, was reduced to 800. This
regiment after the battle was commanded
by a captain, the battalions being in com-
mand of sub-lieutenants,- while older
privates directed the operations of its
companies."

Death List Appalling

TOKYO. Oct. 16, 11-a. m.—ln the re-
ports of the great battle, which continue
to arrive from the front, the most striking
feature is the terrible record of Russian
dead. Before the severe fighting on Oct.
14 Gen. Oku's army alone recovered and
buried 2.500, making the total number of
Russians buried by the Japanese with
Nodzu's army still to hear from, 6,500. Ap-
plying the usual calculation and making
reasonable allowance for the fighting of
the 14th and 15th, the Russian losses will
exceed 40,000.

Fragmentary reports of Japanese casual-
ties are coming in. Gen. Oku. up to and
including Oct. 16, lost 3,500 men.

Estimates of the total Japanese losses
are not possible, but they are small in
comparison with the frightfullosses of the
Russians.

FISHING FLEET IS
CAUGHT IN STORM

ST. .JOHNS. N. F., Oct. 16.—For forty-
eight hours past a severe gale, the worst
of the season, has been raging here and
it is feared it must have worked havoc
among the fishing fleet on the grand banks
and on the coast of Labrador. Large
numbers of vessels are homeward bound,
the fishing season having closed and in-
evitably many of them must have been
driven ashore or foundered in the gale.

The telegraph wires are down in many
directions, which prevents reports of the
extent of the disaster on the seaboard
reaching here.

CHATTANOOGA. Term.. Oct. 16.—
Thousands of people assembled at Orchard
Knob, the famous battleground northeast
of this city, this afternoon to witness the
dedication of the monument erected by
the state of Connecticut to the Fifth and
Twentieth Connecticut Volunteer regi-
ments by Gov. Ablram Chamberlain and
a distinguished party of Connecticut peo-
ple.

Dedicates Battle Monument

ST. LOUIS, Mo., Oct. 36.—The Louisiana
Purchase exposition has made the seventh
of the stipulated $500,000 payments on the
government loan of $4,600,000, which was
advanced by the federal authorities a few
weeks prior to the opening of the world's
fair. This payment, together with .the
payments made previous to the first stipu-
lated payment, leaves a balance of $691,-
--850.45 due the United States government.

THOUSAND LIVES
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ter a porter filled the lamps in the
cabin, lighted a lamp, blew the match
'out and "threw it on the bench."

"The condition of this cabin, with
the purposes for which it was used,"
the report cites, "constitutes one of the
essential facts of negligence contribut-
ing to the disaster."

Speaking the the fire-fighting ap-
paratus, the report says: .

"This forward valve and standpipe

Censures Commander
"The evidence before the commission

establishes the fact that the master
made no attempt whatsoever to fight

the fire, to examine its condition, or to
control, assure, direct, or aid the pas-
sengers in any way whatever. It is al-
leged that he was unable to reach the
place where the passengers were by

reason of the fire, but this is contra-
dicted by the evidence of many wit-
nesses and is obviously not true."

"An essential fact of negligence is

the utter failure of the master to fight

the fire or aid the passengers. In a
less degree the pilots, in tiie same
manner, after beaching the boat, and
while there were still many passengers
on board, failed in their duty to assist
and rescue the said passengers."

The commission expresses the opin-
ion that the men in the pilot house had
knowledge of the fire in time to have
beached the vessel either in Little Hell
Gate or to the westward of the Sunken
Meadows, or in Bronx Kills to the
eastward of the Sunken Meaddws, in-
stead, as the commission states, of pur-
suing a course wliich drove the flames

aft and delayed beaching longer than
necessary.

The commission sharply criticises
the fire-fighting apparatus, saying:

Defective Hose Fatal

"There is a strong probability that
the fire would have been controlled had
the fire hose been of required statutory
strength."

Many of the life preservers, it is
stated, were bad, and further that only

a small percentage of the passengers
used them.

"The inefficiency and poor quality of

the deck crew of the vessel, doubtless
typical of the majority of the crews of
excursion steamers," says the report,
"is one of the essential facts that

caused the loss of so many lives.
"While it is true that it is the busi-

ness of the steamboat inspection serv-
ice to see that proper safety appliances
as required by law are provided, this
by no means relieves the owners from
a similar legal and moral obligation,
nor from the liabilityfor the mainten-
ance of proper crew discipline. The

commission is of the opinion that the

owners of the General Slocum are
censurable in a high degree for the in-
adequate and improper conditions pre-
vailing on board this vessel, and tha,

whatever may be their technical legal
liability, they and their executive
agents share largely in the moral re-
sponsibility for the awful results of
this disaster."

The commission made an investiga-

tion of the workings of the steamboat
inspection service in New York, both
for the explanation of certain features

of the disaster and for the prevention
of recurrence of similar disasters. The
commission says in connection with the

service at New York that the local in-
spectors were interpreting their duties
in several respects in a manner not
justified by the statutes; that the re-
quirements as to the testing of fire

hose on passenger steamers was .dis-
regarded; that the assistant inspectors
made no pressure test of fire hose ex-
cept such as was incidental in the use
of such hose for testing boilers; that
they uniformly reported the hose "in
good condition;" that the local inspect-

ors accepted the reports of their assist-
ants without personal knowledge, and
that the joint rule which requires that
a vessel's equipment shall be inspected
jointly by the inspectors was not en-
forced.

Board Failed in Duty

As a result the commission states
that the lifesaving apparatus was often
in extremely bad condition. The com-
mission recommends thorough reorgan-

ization of the force of assistant in-
spectors, with a view to eliminating

all who have demonstrated incompe-
tency, and continuing, says:

"It is undeniable that the local
board in this port did not do its duty.
Upon the supervising inspector, there-
fore, must rest a large share of re-
sponsibility for the existence of such
inefficiency and neglect."

The commission presents the facts
developed by the reinspection of a
large number of vessels, showing, it is
stated, 33 per cent of defective or miss-
ing life preservers, and 2C.35 per cent
of defective or missing hose, and the
commission is of the opinion that the
same state of facts applies to boiler
inspections.

There was no evidence of corruption
or improper motives, is is stated. The
commission makes many recommenda-
tions for laws regulating the construc-
tion of vessels and- to give adequate
authority to the department of com-
merce and labor and to increase its
power to enforce regulations as to
safety appliances, etc. Legislation will
be asked along the lines suggested.

MONDAY, OCTOBER 17, 1904
were supplied with a 100-foot length
of cheap, unlined, linen hose, costing
probably less than 20 cents a foot, age
unknown, but probably several years
old."

The rest of the fire apparatus on the
main deck is said to have consisted of
the after valve of the said standpipe,
two hand fire pumps, and some twenty
buckets. "None of the remaining ap-
paratus was used and the buckets were
empty."

It is stated further that the linen fire
hose attached' to the forward stand-
pipe burst in two or three places and
was blown off from its own coupling
with the standpipe. Efforts then wert

made to attach rubber hose to the
standpipe.

"Upon the failure to couple the rub-
ber hose to the forward standpipe," the
report says, "the crew gave up all fur-
ther attempts to fight the fire and went
aft, some of them overboard."
