"To provide for the support and main-
tenance of the police department of the
city. The total expense of the adminis-
tration of the police department, includ-
ing compensation of pound master.-?, and
all expenditures for lands, buildings,
rents, stores, fuel, horses, apparatus and
appliances of all kinds, salaries, wages
and all other outlay, whether of perma-
nent or temporary nature, shall not, in
any year, exceed the sum of two hun-
dred and fourteen thousand dollars, in
addition to any unexpended balance re-
maining in said police department fund
from the preceding year."
