This
morning Sheriff W. J. Julius, of Brown
eounty, and Adolph Klause, chief of
police of New Ulm, departed for New
Ulm with the prisoner, a weak-faced
individual, apparently a nervous and
physical wreck. Sheriff Julius stated
to The Globe reporter that the man
answered the description, and that the
first thing after arrival in New. Ulm
would be to secure his identifieation if
possible.

The man, giving the name of Charles
Bennett, called at the offices of Drs.
Granger and Joyce yesterday and beg-
ged Dr. Joyce to let him have either
cocaine or morphine. He made this
plea on the ground that a member of
the medical profession had taught him
the habit of using these drugs. He
was . in apparent misery without the
opiates, but Dr. Joyce could not grant
the request. A little later he told Dr.
Granger of his strange visitor and the
physician at once recalled the stories
he had read of the dope fiend at New
Ulm. He stated his suspicions to Dr.
Joyce and they notified an officer. The
policeman found the man in the drug
store mentioned and he was at once
taken to the city prison.

The man told Marshal Brookner a
rambling story. Three weeks ago he
was at Pierre, S. D., he said. He wan-
dered eastward and drifted into St.
From there he came to Roch-
ester yesterday by way of Owatonna.
‘When asked his business he replied
that he was on the road. The feilow
