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LONDON WOMEN TAKE HEROIC
TREATMENT

The Skin Peeled Off in Hopes It Will
Grow Fresh Again and Terrible Trou-
bles Result—Soap and Water the
Best Treatment for One’s Face

The revelations recently made of the
disasters resulting from the efforts of
women to make their faces beautiful
show to what extremes they will go for
good looks. Women with faces fairly
raw from skinning, a terrible process
by which it is hoped to grow a new
skin, have recently been in the hands
of London physicians suffering untold
things in the cause of beauty. In some
cases erysipelas has resulted arnd other
dreadful troubles, because they have
allowed irresponsible “beauty doctors”
—though heaven knows whether there
is such a thing as a responsible beauty
doctor—do terrible things to their
faces with the hope of becoming other
than as they were, a futile and sense-
less proceeding which really almost
deserves the suffering resultant. A
woman who will -deliberately allow
somebody she never saw before, to peel
the skin off her face and be willing to
seclude hesself from her family and
friends in the hope of improving her
personal appearance, is little short of
a fool and if she suffers, sympathy
will be lacking. But in London and
New York there are alleged face spe-
cialists growing rich by doing this
very thing. The hope is that new
and fresh, babylike skin will grow on
the face, but if it has ever been ac-
complished some one has forgotten to
record it.

A poor complexion, one that is pim-
ply and red is a great misfortune and
no woman i to be blamed for going to
a physician to have it remedied if pos-
sible, but she is to be blamed if she
goes to quacks and adventuresses and
allows them to do, heaven knows what,
to her face.

There was a St, Paul girl once who
thought she could improve her skin by
taking some nostrum she had heard of,
50 she tried it and the result was her
face broke out in black spots.” The
woman who has had one experience of
that kind seldom is caught the second
time, but the beauty doctors count
upon the large percentage of fools of
which the world seems to be full. An-
other one painted her face with some
dark messy stuff, her skin began to
peel alarmingly and she had to rush to
a physician, who said very stern things
to her. And she quite deserved them,
too.

There are many simple, ~healthful
things which can be done to one’s face
which tend to improve its appearance,
but I know of nothing better - than
plenty of soap and water. You will
hear persons say that seap is not good
for the skin, while another will tell you
that hot water is death to the skin,
and yet another will say that celd wa-
ter is very bad. Hot or celd water
cannot hurt your face very: much, but
diet has a great deal to do with the ap-
pearance of the skin, and it should
really be treated from the inside out.
Women, many of them, may be cow-
ards about physical suffering—although
few of them are—but it is remarkable
what one can stand when it improves
the looks. An operation of skinning
the face if advised by a physician for
other purposes than beautification
would be refused with thapks, but
when undertaken in the cause of
beauty a woman will stand it heroic-
ally. It is the same spirit which wil
make a man endure a very high cellar
if he thinks it is the proper thing and
looks well.

There are women with whom the art
of keeping young is the absorbing bus-
iness of life, and strange to say, by
one of those little ironies of which na-
ture is capable, the woman who Spends
hours with raw meat on her face, and
who is particularly well groomed, is
pretty sure to look older than her
friends of the same age. And at times
a woman who merely washes her face
to keep it clean, will seem quite young
and fresh. But a pleasant smile and
manner is a pretty good adornment
for a face, be it ugly or beautiful, and
fortunately one does not have to go to
any specialist for that.

MAJESTIES PARADE
IN A LONDON FOG

Very Happy Address Is Presented to
the Queen of Portugal

LONDON, Nov. 17.—King Charles
and Queen Amelia of Portugal passed
in procession through the streets of
London today and had luncheon at the
Guild hall as the guests of the lord
mayor and corporation. As a pageant
the royal progress through the lamp-
lit streets of the city was not a suc-
cess. An opaque fog at Some parts
of the route, so dense that it was im-
possible to see more than fifty yards
ahead, veiled the overhead decorations,
and the troops lining the route and
escorting the sovereigns hid their
bright uniforms under heavy great
coats. The crowds were not large, but
nothing was lacking in the warmth of
the reception accorded to their majes-
ties. Addresses were presented to them
by the local authorities at wvarious
points along the route. One of these
was typical of all. It neatly referred
to Queen Amelia as follows:

“Sprung from France, born in Eng-
land, wedded to Portugal, she has link-
ed the three nations, which we trust
will always be found in close associa-
tion with one another.”

At the Guild hall Lord Mayor Pound
and the lady mayoress, in their cor-
poration robes of office, awaited the
royal -visitors: A procession was
formed and proceeded to the library,
which was filled with cabinet minis-
ters, peers, members of the house of
commons, officials and officers of both
_services, the Prince and Princess of
Wales being among the distinguished
gathering. An address in a gold casket
was presented to King Charles, and the
presentations of officials and others to
the king and queen fellowed, and then
the city’s 800 guests filed into the large
hall, where luncheon was served. The
lord mayor toasted the king of Portu-
gal, who, in reply, referred to the long
standing alliance between Great Brit-
ain and Portugal, and hoped it would
continue for all time.
