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TAKE YOUR MEDICINE
The man who honestly believes in

tariffreform as an act of justice, a re-.,

lief to the country and a real encour-
agement to all our industries must
regard with extreme satisfaction the
wriggling and twisting of those inter-
ests that really want duties reduced
and readjusted, but still cling to their
support of the Republican party. He
is grimly ironical when the farmers
of Minnesota and lowa and the re-
mainder of the Northwest begin to
mention their sufferings under present
tariff exactions, and talk about spe-
cial sessions and the possibility that
the president will urge a revision of
the tariff in his next message. The
agricultural interest is said to be im-
mensely desirous of tariffchange? that
will make the prices of life's neces-
saries more reasonable.

Amusingly trivial is the concern

manifested in some quarters about the
date of occupation of the new capitol.

There are those who think it a mo-
mentous affair whether or not the?-
j^hall move into the new building be-
fore their terms expire. There are
those so" petty minded that they ccn-
siderTt td malte-a vast and real dif-
ference whether the first occupant

shall be a Democrat or a Republican.
Along these lines the question of oc-
cupancy is being discussed, and the
capitol commissioners are subject to
more or less . pressure and open to
more or less criticism according as
the date of moving in recedes from the
first of January.

It seems to us that the capitol
building belongs to the whole state. It
is not the property of any individual
or party, and no one has any more in-
terest in It than another. St. Paul as
a whole is grievously disappointed that
it could not have been dedicated dur-
ing the present year, and thus be
made the central feature of the cele-
bration at one time projected in honor
of our semi-centennial.

Alaska should be divided immediate-

the country. If this were done, we

should hear less of scandals in Alaska
than we do In Arizona or Nfew Mexi-
co; and the prosperity and develop-
ment of that rich and mighty realm
would be Immensely helped. There is
nothing the matter with Alaska which
a little justice and fair dealing such
as are due to American citizens would
not instantly and permanently cure.

The final estimates laid before the
conference committee do not differ
greatly from those already published
in The Globe, nor does the action
of that body call for any extended
comment.

It is proper to aljow to the various de-
partments funds the fullamount of the
addition granted by the charter amend-
ments recently adopted.

We regret that the budget* was not
increased by further allowances for
the school fund. The provision for
public education is still deplorably de-
ficient. The board has made a lam-
entable economy in crowding too
many pupils into each room in the
lowest grades. Notwithstanding thts,
a large number of children are still
unprovided for, and nothing can be
done with them unless new buildings
are erected. We ought not to make
our savings at the expense of the
schools.

In all, $149,000 have been added to
the total estimate originally submitted
by the comptroller. The city council
will be asked to authorize bonds for
sewer extensions. It will be necessary
to increase the tax levy from tw« to
three mills, and this will go into effect
with the taxes to be levied next year
and paid in 1906. This is a conse-
quence of the expression of the pco r
pie's own will at the recent election, 1

and no one^an find fault with iv The
budget has been majfe up conserva-
tivelyand with due regard to the pub-

lic interest, and it certainly is not open
to the charge of extravagance.

bowl, surmounted by gun turrets and con- ,
ning towers. Its diameter at the base will
be ISO , feet, the helalit from the base of
the battery to the top of the armored
.portion* of the smoke stack ninety feet
and her draught-with.full load thirty-Fix
feet. Her displacement at thirty-six feetdraught will be 24,650 tons.

A system of elevating the great guns
by shifting the center of gravity of the
whole vessel by means of movable ballast
permits the use of much larger and longer
guns,' with stronger chases, long cham-
bers and proper muzzles and without
gun carriages larger than on battleships.
A system of regulating azimuths by re-
volving the'vessel or moving it horizon-
tally does away with the. need of turrets
and - barbettes for the larger guns. Mr.
Phelps bllevesthat sixtcen-inch or even
larger guns could be .carried and used
effectively on a vessel built on this model.
Mr. Phelps says thit tne Cereberus would
be an impregnable^coast defensive ship
and at the same time- a powerful battle-
ship.able to go a long distance under her
own power. ... ..
