THE BUDGET

The final estimates laid before the
conference commitiee do mnot differ
greatly from those already published
in The Globe, nor does the action
of that body call for any extended
comment. Thus far it has affirmed
what seems to us to be right and nec-
essary in the main.

It is proper to aljow to the various de-
partments funds the full amount of the
addition granted by the charter amend-
ments recently adopted. The people of
the city fully understood that. They
knew that when the fire department, po-
lice department and others asked for an
extension of charter limitations, they
asked for the minimum. They expect-
ed, if these amendments passed, to get
the etire amount allowed, and they
are entitled to it. ‘The people, by giv-
ing their indorsement to the amend-
ment, affirmed their right.

The single exception to this is the
amendment creating a fund for public
playgrounds. An argument very gen-
erally made in behalf of this, and one
no doubt effective in many cases, was
that the whole amount of $10,000 au- |
thorized would not be needed or ask-
ed for every year; but that it should be
sanctioned so that $10,000 would be
availabie sometime, if needed. The
conference committee, “however, difl
not so construe it, and there will he
little dissent from their decision.

We regret that the budget was not
increased by further allowances for
the school fund. The provision for
public education is still deplorably de-
ficient. The board has made a lam-
entable economy in crowding too
many pupils into each room in thé
lowest grades. Notwithstanding  this,
a large number of children are still
unprovided for, and nothing can be
done with them unless new buildings
are erected. We ought not to make
our savings at the expense of the
schools. ;

NEW YORK, Nov. 18.—The Society of
Naval Architects and Marine Engineers
was shown to be in excellent condition,
both financially and in membership, ac-
cording to the report of the secretary and
treasurer, which was presented after the
twelfth annual meeting was called to order
today by President Francig T. Bowles,
former chief constructor of the United
States navy and president of the Fore
River Ship and Engine company. The
receipts for the year were $11,926, mak-
ing, with the balance of $3,648 on hand on
Nov, 17, 1903, a total of $15.,574. The ex-
penditures were $14,154, leaving cash on
hand §1,420.

The following officers were elected for
the ensuing.yvear: President, Francis T.
Bowles; vice presidents, Washington L.
Capps, U. S. N., Charles H. Cramp, Rob-
ley D. Evans, U. S. N, Frank L. Fernand,

President Bowles, in his address, said
that conditions which were largely re-
sponsible for the destruetion of the ex-
cursion steamboat Gen. Slocum in East
river, last summer, with the loss of a
thousand lives, had been known to marine
engineers for many years. During all this

| time the necessity for a revision of laws

and administration of the steamboat in-
specétion ‘Was recognized and frequent ef-
forts to bring about necessary changes
were made. In every case, however, the
movement had been rendered ineffective by
inadequate United States laws. He be-
lieved that the legislation following the
Slocum disaster will result in bringing the
desired reform.

Mr. Bowles could find no encourage-
ment from the contemplation of the ship-
building returns for a year, which showed
only one merchant steamer of modern
size building on either ocean for deep
sea traffic. He believed that the imme-
diate future of the industry depends
largely upon the action of such a senti-
ment as may be aroused by the current
investigation of the merchant marine by
the congressional committee now soon to
repert.

In a paper on ‘““The Globular Naval Bat-
tle,” Osmer G. Phelps gave a description
of his recently invented coast defense
ship which he has named the Cereberus.
The description was followed with the
greatest attention by the naval men and
his idea was approved by several of the
engineers who took part in the discussion
of his paper. The plan for the Cereberus’
use provides for an immense foating bat-
tery resembling in general an inverted
bowl, surmounted by gun turrets and con-
ning towers. Its diameter at the base will
be 180 feet, the height from the base of
the battery to the top of the armored
portion. of the smoke stack ninety feet
and her draught with full load thirty-six
feet. Her displacement at thirty-six feet
draught will be 24,650 tons.

A system of elevating the great guns
by shifting the center of gravity of the
whole vessel by means of movable ballast
permits the use of much larger and longer
guns, with stronger chases, long cham-
bers and proper muzzles and without
gun carriages larger than on battleships.
A system of regulating azimuths by re-
volving the vessel or moving it horizon-
tally does awaw with the need of turrets
and barbettes for the larger guns. Mr.
Phelps blieves that sixteen-inch or even
larger guns could be carried and used
effectively on a vessel puilt on this model.
Mr. Phelps says that the Cereberus would
be an impregnable coast defensive ship
and at the same time a powerful battle-
ship able to go a long distance under her
own power,

Would Refuse Statue
CHICAGO, Nov. 18.—A memorial to
president of the United States and to
American people has been issued by the
Polish Roman Catholic Federation of the
United States of Amedea, from the fed-
eration's headquarters in this ecity, pro-
testing against the acceptance of the
statue of Frederick the Great, given to
the United States by Emneror William
of Germany and to be unveiled in Wash-
ington tomorrow. The memorial charac-
terizes Frederick II. as a despot and de-
clares that the statue should find no
place on “‘=0il made sacred by the blood
of martyrs of liberty.”

“I saw with my own eves on the morn-
ing of June 4 a man in the cab with a
pistol in his hand and a woman was
seated alongside of him,” savs the writ-
er. “I saw the man raise the pistol which
was in his hand: I heard the shot and I
ran as fast as I could. I Kept quiet un-
til now because I thought you had other
witnesses; but for the sake of the truth
I must write you this. [ am willing should
occasion demand it and if yvou think it
worth while to appear before Mr. Jerome
and vourself and say that I saw the man
hold the pistol in his hand.”

The jury was completed today and the
court adjourned till Monday.
