INDIGNATION GROWS
THROUGHOUT ITALY

Free Mason* Issue Appeal for Italians
at Innsbruck

ROME, Nov. Uy— The indignation

felt throughout Italy over the recent
outrages against Italian students at
Innsbruck is increasing instead of di-
minishing. Students and associations
of all kinds are holding meetings of
protest and sending messages oC sym-
pathy to those concerned. The au-
thorities are keeping a very close look-
out that Austrian embassies and con-
sulates shall not be insulted so as to
avoid international complications. Free
Masons of Italy have addressed a sec-
ond appeal to European Free Masonson behalf of the Italians at Innsbruck,
denouncing the outrages and sending
encouragement to Italians living un-
der Austrian rule.

BIG BUILDING
SCODCIIED BY FIRE

Oid Brackett Structure in

VV holesafe District Scene
of Fierce Fire

The five-story brick building at the
corner of Second street and First ave-
nue south, owned by James J. HiU, was
damaged to the amount of at least $15.-
--000 by fire last night and the tenants sus-
tained a loss of at least $65,000.

The fire broke out shortly after 7
o'clock on the fifth floor, which was used
by Wyman. Partridge & Co., as a factory
for the manufacture of overalls, and when
the alarm was turned in the upper floor
was a mass of flames.

Wyman, Partridge & Co., sustain a to-
tal loss which is estimated at about $15,-
--000.

The third and fourth floors were va-
cant.

On the second floor there was located
the National Novelty company, manufac-
turer- of slot machines and music boxes.
Emil Zimmerman, the manager, estimates
the stock as vaiued at about $30,000 and
insured for $12,000, which will about
cover the loss.

On the ground floor there was the Kel-
logg, Mackay, Cameron company, job-
bers in boilers and heating utensils.

This firm carried a stock valued at
about $80,000 and insured for about $65.-
--000. Its loss is estimated at about $40,000.
The company had just received a large
consignment of fancy brass fixtures, and
th*se are more or iesg damaged by the
water which poured through the floors
above.

The fire was confined to the fifth floor
and the roof, although there was some
damage done to the portion of the fourth
floor. The roof was burned off.

Owing to the height of the building the
firemen had difficulty in bringing sufficient
streams to bear upon the fire to check
it at the outset, but by means of the wa-
ter tower and turret nozzles they finally
succeeded in quenching the flames.

The fire was fought from all sides and
the roofs of the adjoining buildings were
used as vantage grounds from whence
lines of hose were directed into the upper
story.

The building has a tragic history- It
was erected over twenty ypars ago by
George "A. Brackett. and before it was
completed the walls fell in and buried
a number of workmen. At least six of them
were killed.

Later it was occupied by a big whole-
Bale dry goods firm which made a sen-
sational failure in 1888 and until they
moved into their present quarters Wyman,
Partridge & Company occupied it.

REFORM, CONCORDAT

So Premier Combes Announces To the
Chamber ef Deputies

PARIS, Nov. 24.—The chamber of
deputies to-day voted by large ma-
jorities the details of the budget ofpublic worship as drawn up by the gov-
ernment. The feature of the debate
was Premrer Combes' declaration Inreply to motions to suppress or reduce
the budget. The premier said he was
determined to suppress and not to re-
form the concordat, and therefore
asked Republicans to be patient and
not complicate matters by partial
modifications but to await his bill for
the separation of church and state.

There was a panic among the Ital-
ians, most of whom had been asleep.
They fought madly to escape from the
burning building. One leaped from a
window and was picked up with a
broken leg. It is believed that the five
who perished were trampled on tn the
rush to get out.

Give* World's Fair Figures
ST. LOUIS. Mo., Nov. 24.—Charles

M. Reeves, chief of the department of
domestic exploitation, who will retire
from the world's fair Dec. 1, after three
years' service, submitted his final re-
port to President Francis today. The
report states that the total amount ap-
propriated by forty-four states, three
territories and the insular possessions
of the United States for the exposition
purposes was $9,281,777. Of this
amount $7,092,786 was cash, the rest
beinir represented by furniture and ex-
hibits. At the Chicago exposition the
states, territories and possessions of
the United States appropriated $5,399 -531.
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HANDICAP LIBERALS
Unfortunate Happenings Oc-

cur in Russia

ST. PETERSBURG. Nov. 24.—In-
terior Minister Sviatopolk-Mirsky went
to Tsarakoe Selo today to present the
zemstvos memorial to Emperor
Nicholas. The situation is extremely
delicate. Two incidents have occurred
both of which much militate against
the liberals and increase the difficulty

of Prince Sviatopolk-Mirsky s position.
Prince Mestehersky, editor of the

Grashdenln, who is head of the reac-
tionary press, today unmasked his bat-
teries, attacking the interior minister
in such a fashion for his liberal tend-
encies that Prince Sviatopolk-Mirsky
for the first time since he assumed the
ministry ordered the confiscation of
the issue. In the strength of the in-
fluence behind such an attack lies the
real significance of Prince Mestcher-
sky*s act. At the same time from the
opposite direction the Kasha. Ziesn
(Our Life), a new radical paper, au-
thorized by Minister Sviatopolk-
Mirsky, indulged in a direct attack on
the emperor, with the result that the
minister ordered the suspension of the
publication. The action of this paper
is considered to be very unfortunate,
as it places a powerful weapon in the
hands of Prince Sviatopolk-Mirsky's
enemies. Many of the minister's friends
are inclined now to believe that the
zemstvolsts went too far and have
jeopardized the position of their best
friend. Prince Ouhtomsky, editor of
the Vledomosti said:

"The duty of all friends of a liberal
regime is to uphold and sustain Prince
Sviatopolk-Mirsky in every possible
way. His retirement would be a great
misfortune."

There was some talk of an offer on
the part of the government to com-
promise with the zemstvoists by giv-
ing the zemstvos a voice in the coun-
cil of the empire, which is the lawmak-
ing body. The proposition is to elect
two members of each zemstvo to sit
in the council and participate in its
deliberations, but not to vote. Such a
plan, it is pointed out. while not giving
the zemstvos a share in the lawmaking.
would insure the presentation of the
views of the provinces on all laws en-
acted.

YOUNG WOMAN IS
KILLED MYSTERIOUSLY

Dead Body ItFound in Her Employer's
Kitchen

PHILADELPHIA, Pa, Nov. 24.—
With six bullet wounds in the chest
and head and the throat cut, the body
of Carrie Reinhold, aged twenty-two
years, a servant employed at the home
of Robert T. Broadhead, a wealthy citl-
xen of Strafford, a suburb, was found
this evening in the kitchen of Mr.
Broadhead's home. The entire Broad-
head family was away and nothing Is
known tonight as to who killed the
young woman.

The body was found by a boy who is
employed about the place doing chores.
A bloody knife was found in the kitch-
en near the body and there waa evi-
dence that a struggle had occurred. A
revolver with which the deed was
probably committed was found in a
room on the second floor of the house.
The police have taken possession of.
all the young woman's letters and oth-
er belongings and hope to soon get a
clew leading to the identity of the per-
son who committed the deed.

The police later found a note writ-
ten by the young woman and addressed
to two of her sisters, which showed
that she had committed suicide.

German Crops Improve
BERLIN, Nov. 24. —Favorable weath-

er throughout Germany has worked a
great Improvement in the condition of
cereal crops. On a scale of two for
good and three for medium, winter
wheat was rated in the middle of No-
vember 2.2, which has not been cx-

i celled since 1893 and was equaled in
1901. Winter rye at the same time
was rated 2.3. which was better than
the average since 1898. and was equal-
ed in I*ol. The development of win-
ter speltz also is most favorable.

Suspense Ends
ST. JOHN'S. N. F., Nov. 24.—The

steamer Stord, from Sydney. C. B^ with
coal, for whoee safety fears were felt,
arrived in this harbor this evening.
The Stord was driven seaward In Sun-
day's gale and hex machinery disabled.
Her decks were swept by the sea and
she narrowly escaped going to the bot-
tom. Several of her men were injured
during the storm. The Stord was nine
days making the passage from Sydney
to Bt. John's, whereas ordinarily thetrip requires only forty-eight hours.

Bribes Tribesmen to Be Good
TANGIER. Nov. 24.—1t transpires

that Kald Sir Harry MacLean, com-
mander of the sultan's body guard.
had arrived within eight hours' journey
of Tangier with his family, when hewas obtiged to turn back, owing to the
hostility of tribesmen, who were anx-
ious to capture him. The British a^ent
at Alcazar succeeded in purchasing
MarLean's safety from the tribesmen.
MacLean and his party are still waiting
at Arzila to come by sea. but have beenprevented by storms and fear to travel
by land.

Must Show Beuthein
CHICAGO, Nov. 24.—Arnold Beu-

thein, who is wanted in Davenport,
lowa, for the alleged embezzlement of
$60,000, has refused to return to lowa
without extradition papers. He at first
declared that he was willing to return
to Davenport, but a few minutes before
his train was to leave he informed
Sheriff Mr-Arthur of Davenport, that
he would not go with him. It is be-
lieved by ths police that Beuthein will
endeavor to secure his release on a
writ of habeas corpus, and they are
making preparations to fight any pro-
ceedings of that nature.

Cannot Produce Discord
LONDON, Nov. 26.—Writing from

Tokyo on the alleged intrigue of Rus-
sian agents to sow discord between
Japan and America and create a feel-
ing in America* that Japan's success in
the present war would Jeopardize
America's position in the Philippines,
a correspondent of the Times declares
that nothing could be more chimerical.
It is doubtful, the correspondent says,
whether even Great Britain holds a
higher place in Japan's esteem and af-
fection than America. The writer says:

'This sentiment is of long and un-
checked growth. It began under the
diplomatic regime of Townsend Harris,
and the numerous instances of
America's friendship since that time
have so resulted that no Western na-
tion is more cherished by Japan than
America. These considerations should
suffice to show how extravagant is the
suggestion that Japan would ever re-
sent the floating of the Stars and
Stripes over the Philippines. On the
contrary, America's withdrawal from
the Philippines would be regarded by
Japan as a sort of a calamity, since
her presence there constitutes a guar-
antee for the continuance of her whole-
some interest in far Eastern affairs."

Townsend Harris, representing the
United States in the Orient in 1858, se-
cured the first treaty of trade and
commerce between the United States
and Japan and the opening of three
ports to foreign residents.

Japs Hold Permanent Forts
HEADQUARTERS OF THE THIRD

JAPANESE ARMY BEFORE PORT
ARTHUfc. Nov. 24.—The only perma-
nent forts in the possession of the Jap-
anese are the two Panlung forts cap-
tured In August.

They also oc-
cupy the caponiers, galleries and moats
of the two Rihlung forts and North
Kekwan fort.

Rents Are High
MUKDEN, Nov. 24. — The general

question of housing the people of Muk-
den is serious. Chinese from all the
surrounding country are flocking in for
the winter, and besides the military
quarters must be found for many civ-
ilian employes, members of sanitary
corps, etc A small room with no con-
veniences now costs $2 per day, where-
as before the war half a dosen small
houses in the corral were rented for
$50 a year. The question of healing is
even more serious. Wooti is worth a
cent a pound. The commissariat is
struggling to make ample provision,
still there is bound to be much suffer-
ing and especially at the front. Warm
clothing for the soldiers has arrived.

Russian Bonds Forthcoming

LATEST PARISIAN DANCE
KEEPS FEET BUSY

It Is Called "La Troubadour" and Is Com-
bination of Minuet and Virginia Reel

NEW YORK. Nov. 24.—Among the
terpsichorean novelties which will be a
feature of the midwinter season in this
city is a new dance which Parisians are
now exploiting under the title of "La
Troubadour." It Is a combination of the
familiar German minuet and the Ameri-
can Virginia reel, and its music is of
peculiar rhythm, resembling that of "Hia-
watha" and "The Gondolier." The produc-
tion differs, however, from those num-
bers in that its construction is one of
double tempo, which, executed in slow or
accelerated movement, produces the same
effect for dancing purposes.

At the Folies Bergere. in Paris, where
the dance was recently introduced, the
figures consisted of two couples, alter-
nately changing their partners at right
angles and meeting again In the center of
a given circle. Twelve minutes of con-
tinuous dancing is consumed in the num-
ber.

An interesting feature of the dance la
that it is so constructed musically that it
can be adapted to the various square and
round sets in vogue, the two-step, schot-
tische. polka or quadrille. As a Gumble-
tonian "rag" it will find it* votaries in
this country, and, as such, dancers will
have their hands—or rather their feet—
full during the coming season in endeav-
oring to interpret its terpsichorean In-
tricacies.
