plied domination over the whole west-
ern hemisphere. Sir Edward suggested”
that a more suitable title would be
Usona, gignifying United States of
North America.

Having in mind the first public criti-
cism here of the state department’s or-
der that embasslies hereafter shall” be
called “American,” he thus uttered a
“respectful protest” against the as-
sumption of the larger name. Sir Ed-
ward Clarke proceeded to refer to the
“miserable underpayment of American
Judges and America’s waste of energies
in providing for survivors of the Ciwvil
war and in building ironclads which
she could never use.”

Ambassador Choate, replying, said
that Americans were satisfied with
their name. Having remarked upon the
regeneration of public life in America,
regardless of party, now in progress,
Mr. Choate alluded to the ever-grow-
ing friendship between Great Britain
and America as reason for thanksgiv-
¥ng and added:

“I asked Lord Lansdowne if he was
ready to negotiate a treaty of arbitra-
tiorn.. “‘Why,” said Lord Lansdowne, ‘it
goes without saying.”” - .

Mr. Choate maintained that many
things go without saying between
Great Britain and America, above all
that they should avoid all possible
causes of offense and settle all differ-
ences by peaceful means. He paid a
high tribute te the archbishop of Can-
terbury’s “rediscovery of America” and
dilated upon the value of visits to
America by such men as the arch-
bishop and John Morley.

The archbishop of Canterbury, pro-
posing President Roosevelt's health, ex-
pressed his sincere thanks for the great
hospitality with which he was received
in America. He said America faced
problems greater than the world had
ever seen,

LONDON, Nov. 25.—Ambassador
Choate’s speech at the banquet of the
American society last night is com-
mented on by the London morning
newspapers in terms of the strongest
approval, and it is taken for granted
that the arbitration treaty to which he
made allusion will be concluded and
ratified promptly by the United States
senate.

The Telegraph remarks that the
great affection and esteem in which Mr.
Choate is held in England is largely
apart from his personal qualities and
because of the affection in which he
was held by the late Queen Victoria.

The -Glasgow Herald expresses the
hope that the delay in concluding the
treaty of arbitration is due to the fact
that instead of merely adopting the
stock arbitration arrangement, an ef-
fort is making to resuscitate the Olney-
Pauncefote treaty, readapted to mod-
ern requirements.
