- The action of the
zemsivo representatives is a symptom
of the disease from which Russia suf-
fers; but these few men have not nec-
essarily made a -correct diagnosis or
offered the true remedy. Theirs is
in-no sense the verdict of the people,
 but only the opinion of a class. The
real representatives of the Russian
people, could they assemble and could
they argue, would probably enunciate
4 programme quite - as repugnant to
the zemstvoists as to the supporters
of the present programme. The men
who assembled here last week do not
propose . frue _representative . gov--
ernment. - They would really substitute
the rule of class autocracy to imperiai
authority. 'The Russian- peasant, - who
represents - four-fifths of the popula-
tion, with his inborn sepse- of devotion
to the emperor, would doubtless prefer
the latter to the former.

“Were I a minister and working for
the good of the country, I should prefer
to obey the manaates of the emperor to
those of a bogus parliament professing
to speak by authority of the people. If
zemstvo-elécted representatives should
sit in_the council of the .empire they
would be equally as spurfous as rep-
resenitatives of the people. Nefther the
country nor the people are prepared for
true representative govérnmient.: An-
archy would take the place of govern-
ment and the empire would crumble
to pieces. So far as the programme of
the zemstvoists  is concerned, T am
sure neither the emperor nor the gov-
ernment. believe in“it, but that does not
mean ‘that liberalism Is to end. The
policy represented by Von Plehve, in
mwy opinion, can never return. Prince
Sviatopolk-Mirsky  is . a courageous,
sincere man and stands for a broad and
liberal pelicy, but a- constitution now
is out of the question, -

“I will not discuss what may occur
in the future, but I repeat everything
depends on the war. Its outcome will
determine whether there will he a cri-
sis, and its character. Japan, I belleve,
would now ‘welcome peace, and so
would Russia also, but I cannot see
how it is possible for them to come to
terms. Therefore the war must go on.
When it ends an answer to all these
questions will come.”

ASSASSIN'SAIM TRUE

Noted New Mexican Politician
Kilted at Supper Tab'e

ALBUQUERQUE, N. M., Nov. 27.—
News reached here today of the as-
sassination of Col. Francisco
Chaves, probably the best known Re-
publican politician in New Mexico, at
Pinos Wells, Torrence county. Col
Chaves was the guest of a friend and
while they were eating supper a shot
was fired through a window and
Chaves fell from his chair dead.

As soon as possible a posse took the
trail of the assassin. A special train
was sent out over the Santa Fe Cen-
trail of the assassin. A special train
tentiary, and extraordinary efforts are

being de by national, territorial
and county officers to capture the as-
sassin.- People here believe that the

assassination was the “work of some
political enemy.

Col. Chaves was born in New Mexico
in 1833. He was educated in St. Louis
university and also attended the college
of physicians and surgeons in New

was commissioned major of the First
New Mexico infantry by~ President
Lincoln and afterwards promoted to
colonel,

Col. Chaves took part in several eivil
war batties in this section, including
the battle of Valverde. "In 1865 he was
elected delegate to congress and served
three terms, 2

He had been in _the-te_rrl‘.orh.l legis-
lative council continucusly ' since 1876.
Two years ago he was appointed by the
governor territorial superintendent of-
instruction and was named by the
legislature of 1803 .the historian for
New -Mexico. - These- positions he held
