the cycling fans by the talk of prohibit-
ing the six-day bicycle race in New York
this year. For the most part it turns
on the question of whether or not such
races are injurious to the contestants
and are brutal exhibitions.

NEW YORK, Dec. 2.—There has been

Among bicycle riders, racing men and
trainers the idea is laughed at as ridicu-
lous. It is well known to some of them
that the stories that appear annually in
sensational papers about the sufferings of
the men, about their being "doped" and
becoming crazy, are gross exaggerations
or untruths, but which have been un-
checked because they are supposed to
draw the crowd.

Last year, for instance, when some one
was playfully ringing a hand bell, Bennie
Munroe snatched it from him and rode
about the track ringing it. It was pure
fun, a piece of skylarking that showed
the good spirits of the rider, but a pic-
torial daily came out with a flaring an-
nouncement that Munroe had gone crazy
and rode about the track ringing a bell,
imagining himself a locomotive. Bennie
Munroe said after the race that he never
felt better than he did the whole w«ek of
the race, and that he gained four pounds
in spite of the hard work.

The late George Leander gained seven
pounds in weight that week, Nat Butler
three and Jed Newkirk two. The race
cannot be such a gruelling affair when
riders can put on weight while contesting.

Dudley Marks, a noted handler of six-
day riders, both in this country and
abroad, has the following to say of the
races:

"In the old days, when the men ysed to
ride separately and as long as they could
at a stretch, the race had a bad effect on
the riders. Many of them rode until they
weie ready to drop from their wheels with
exhaustion. Stimulants had to be ad-
ministered in large quantities to keep
them up to the end. Many times they
were nearly crazed from the effects of
the dope they had taken into their sys-
tems.

"Under the new conditions, however,
where a man is only allowed to ride
twelve hours a day, and the riders are
therefore obliged to ride in teams, there
are no injurious effects. The men get
plenty of time to sleep and plenty of nour-
ishment, and many of them have been
known to put on weight during a six-
day grind."

Gees Over Roofs
Mrs. Chadwick made another visit

to the financial district today. Her
coming had been heralded and when
Bhe drove up to the building in which
the officers of the Central Trust com-.
pany and the attorneys whom she vis-
ited yesterday are located, the street
was thronged with a curious crowd. In
a few moments the crowd had swollen
to such proportions that half a dozen
extra policemen were called to pre-
serve order and clear a passageway
through the street. After waiting an
hour or more for Mrs. Chadwick to
reappear the crowd learned that she
had given them the slip by going over
the roofs from the Central Trust com-
pany building to a building on Pine
street. There she had made her way
to William street and drove away while
the crowd waited half a block away.

Receivership. Proceedings
CLEVELAND, Ohio, Dec. 2. —JacQues Krakauer, of New York, filed

an involuntary petition in bankruptcy
against Mrs. C. L. Chadwiek in the
federal court here today. Krakauer is
a dealer in laces and embroidery. He
claims $600 to be due him from Mrs.
Chadwiek. The names of George
Couck. a liveryman of this city, and H.
F. Potter, a merchant, were also signed
to the p&titlon on claims of $300 and
$200, respectively. The petitioner set
forth that the giving of a note to the
Elyria bank by Mrs. Chadwiek while
she was indebted to fhem constituted
an act of insolvency. Nathan Loeser
was appointed receiver for all the
property belonging to Mrs. Chadwiek.
The receiver was appointed by Referee
Harold Remington, who was empow-
ered to act in the absence of United
States District Judge Wing. The plain-
tiffs in their petition declare "that
within four months preceding the filing

of this petition, while insolvent," Mrs.
Chadwiek paid to D. Wheaton & Son,
of Cleveland, $700 with intent to prefer
Wheaton over other creditors. The
Wheatons ape meat dealers.

The adjudication under bankruptcy
law of Mrs. Chadwick's affairs will
mean their full closing up. It will
force a settlement and a complete
estoppal of further operations by Mrs.
Chadwiek and involve a complete in-
vestigation, exposure and final distri-
bution of her property among the vari-
ous creditors.

The petition filed today against Mrs.
Chadwick in behalf of Jacques Krak-
auer, of New York, and others In Cleve-
land for involuntary bankruptcy makes
the claim that Mrs. Chadwick had
committed an act of bankruptcy indi-
cating Insolvency four months ago by
transferring to the Savings Deposit and
Bank Trust company, of Elyria, a chat-
tel mortgage upon" her personal prop-
erty at her home on Euclid avenue,
Cleveland. Under the bankruptcy law
any money paid out upon a debt within
six months previous to the filingof the
petition in bankruptcy is considered to
mean that the bankrupt prefers them
to other The law also allows
the receiver to collect from such cred-
itors any moneys or valuables received
and distribute them among other cred-
itors, of being treated alike, receiving
the same percentage of the assets
found according to the amount of their
claims.

YOUNG BOY SWEARS
TO SUSPECT'S HAND
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Dr. George K. Hagaman, coroner of
Anoka county, was the first witness
called upon the stand. He testified
regarding his visit to Mingo's saloon
immediately after the shooting and
said that he had found the body of
the dead boy, Freddie King, lying on
the table with a bullet through the
heart. The bullet had entered slightly
above the heart, as if the boy had been
in a stooping position when the fatal
shot was fired and penetrating the en-
tire -body had made its exit from the
fleshy part of the right side. Death
had been instantaneous and evidently
painless.

The bullet after passing through the
body, according to th_e coroner, had
imbedded itself in the wall, from
where it was extracted and produced
in court as a piece of evidence.

Father Tells Story
With eyes reddened from constant

weeping, his limbs shaking as though

palsied, J. H. King, the father of the
murdered boy, was next placed upon
the stand. He told of the turkey raffle
which had acted as the magnet draw-
Ing him on, in company with his child,

to the saloon.
King testified that the three men

who entered all wore masks. One was
short and stout. This corresponds "to
the description of the suspect Kolb.
After entering the saloon King said
that the men immediately began to
shoot, and, desisting for a moment, or-
dered the twenty or more persons
present to hold up their hands. Then
the ringleader shot the bartender and
rifled the cash drawer, the other two
taking the valuables belonging to the
inmates of the place. Suddenly two
shots rang out and King felt the bullet
zipping past his head. Then he heard
the scream of his child.

On cross-examination by Attorney
Wolfe, King admitted that the short
man already referred to was as tall if
not taller than the lawyer himself. As

B
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Wolfe is about five feet seven inches
and Kolb is not over five feet two
inches, this looks like a point of the
defense. King also admitted that he
could not tell which of the three rob-
bers had fired the fatal shot, and fur-
ther said that he could not identify
the three prisoners in court as being
the men implicated in the holdup and
murder.

Young Krisko's Story
Michael Krisko Jr., nine years of age,

was next placed on the stand and his
testimony proved the most damaging
of the day as far as Kalderwit was
concerned. It was this boy who testi-
fied regarding the tattoo mark on the
hand of the man who had acted as
ringleader in the raid. On "cross-ex-
amination, however, Attorney Wolfe
succeeded in offsetting the boy's testi-
mony to. a certain degree by compell-
ing him to admit that he was twenty
feet away from the man when he no-
ticed the tattoo mark. He also said
that the ringleader was over six feet
tall and weighed at least 200 .pounds
Kalderwit is about five feet seven an<
does not- weigh over 160, but even a
that is the largest and most robus
looking of the trio.

County Attorney Pratt, at this time
asked the boy to examine Kalderwit'
hand and state whether or not the-tat
too mark there was the same which he
had noticed on the hand of the mur-
derer. Wolfe raised a strenuous ob-
jection, in which he was sustained by
Judge Stewart.

Leo Garstecker, eighteen years old, a
resident of Columbia Heights, gave
practically the same description of the
robbery as given by King. He claimed
that the three men ranged from five
feet five inches in height to six feet,
thus substantiating part of the state-
ment made by the former witness. He
set the time of the murder at about
8:50 in the evening. He described the
masks worn by the three men, claim-
ing one was a biue hndkerchief, one a
red and the third the upturned collar
of a sweater. He also identified ar-
ticles answering this description intro-
duced into the court by County Attor-
ney Pratt.

Called upon to look at the three sus-
pects and identify them as the three
men who he saw holding up the saloon
he refused positively to make the
identification, saying that he could not
be sure one way or the other.. V. M. Manly, a conductor on the car

line running to Columbia Heights,
swore on the stand that Kalderwit,
Kolb and Hammond made the trip
with him the night of the shooting. He
identified them as passengers on- his
car and said that the trio alighted from
the car a few blocks from Mingo's sa-
loon at 8:18 o'clock the evening of the
robbery.

Attorney "Wolfe subjected the wit-
ness to a strong cross-examination and -
succeeded in getting Manly to make
some slight discrepancies in his direct
testimony.

Attorney Wolf created quite a sen-
sation in dismissing the witness by ab-
ruptly stating that when the case was
heard in March he would show that
Manly did not know what he was talk- '
ing about.

William Wiseman partially identified
the brown sweater which was found
not far from the scene of the murder
and robbery as one worn by Kalderwit
when he bought a .revolver at Wise-
man's pawnshop in Minneapolis.

John Goodman, another pawnbroker,
identified Kolb as a man who pawned
a grip, revolver and pair of patent
leather shoes at his place for $3. The
grip in question was labeled "Coll,"
and the defense attempted to show that
instead of standing for the name Kolb^.
the letters meant "collect."

Palmer in Minneapolis
Sheriff John Palmer went to Minne-

apolis last night for the purpose of
summoning more witnesses to appear
at the examination of the three men.
He was successful in locating the per-
sons and Is confident that the men will
be held to await the action of tho
grand juryin March.

Sheriff Palmer said that in the event
the men were held to the grand jury
he would bring them to the Twin
Cities and might send one to the Ram-
sey county jailand hold the other two
in Minneapolis.

The sheriff expressed himself as well
pleased with the assistance the Minne-
apolis police department gave him.

WASHINGTON, D. C. Dec. 2.—Rev.
Edward Holker Welch, of the Society of
Jesus, died here today. He was eighty-
three years of age and one of the most
distinguished members of the order. He
was long connected with Boston college,
as well as Georgetown university, filling

the chair of constitutional history at
Georgetown. He was born in Boston, but
had lived in Washington most of his life.
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
