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THE BISHOP AND THE STAGE
Bishop Potter, having done what he

might to elevate the saloon in New
York, has now turned his attention to

the drama. He does not propose to
elevate the stage, but he is putting on

the road a romantic drama which ap-

peals to him as the right sort of dra-
matic production for the people. The
initial performance will be given next
Friday in New York and the piece will
then be put on the road to fulfill its-- mission of adjusting the public taste.

The good bishop appears to tave
• satisfied his ambition to elevate the sa-
c laon by giving his countenance to the
• establishment of what he considers a

model drinking place. His fellow work-
ers in thie vineyard had some remarks
to offer upon the moral aspect of his
work in regenerating the Demon Rum
and it is not certain that the Demon
was regenerated to any appreciable ex-
tent. An uncouth beast is that Demon
and he rejoiOs not at all in the society

of those eminently respectable gentle-
men who gave their countenance and
custom to the sanctified saloon. It is
to be doubted if there is any less rum

sold in New York by reason of this par-

ticular effort of Bishop Potter. There

is no manner of doubt that the subway

saloon is a very high class saloon and
that the booze sold therein is much
better than that which tickles the un-
cultivated palates of the can-rushing
millions who dwell on the edges of
Manhattan. But the saloon, as an in-

stitution, has not been elevated the
height of a highball.

Whether the bishop will have any
better luck in reforming the taste of
the public in plays we cannot say. Mr.
Bernard Shaw, Mr. Cyril Scott and
some other worthy, if choleric, gentle-

men have been engaged for some years

—and with some intelligence—in the
same laudable undertaking. It cannot
be said that much has been accom-

plished in this line. The stage is better
than it was a hundred years ago, but
that is because of refinement in exter-
nals and improvements in methods of
expression. A'play that is morally bad
does not repel—unfortunately it rather
attracts —the public. If, however, it is
vulgarly bad it is not likely to recsive
the cachet of public approval—outside

of New York. There are many, very

many beautiful plays, of excellent
moral tone, which are ranked among

the most popular of theatrical offer-
Ings. On the other hand we have not
heard that "The Second Mrs. Tan-

queray" or "Dv Barry" nave so far
aroused the reprobation of the public
that the managers starved to death.

A play put on with the approval of
Bishop Potter wiil attract some atten-
tion, of course. It will call out a great
many people who go to the theater only

when the bill is "The Christian" or

"The Sign of the Cross," and. If It is a
good, sound bit of dramatic work It
will get the money of the very iarge

element that pays only when it is
pleased, without regard to the sponsors

of the production. We very much fear,
however, that it win" not accomplish
much ir. elevating the standard of pub-
lic taste. The n:sra theatergoer is like-

ly to set much more store by what Mr.
Frohman thinks of a play than by what
the bishop of New York says of it.

COUNTING THE BALLOTS
The outrageous errors—if no harsher

term is to be used—made by the elec-
tion officials in a number of city pre-

cincts will serve to compel public at-

tention to the necessity for so revising

the election laws that accuracy and
honesty shall govern the handling of
the ballots after they have been cast.
What shape this reform shall take is a

proper matter for discussion at this
time and it is the plain duty of the.au-
thorities to give earnest attention to it
at once.

"Jt is almost incredible that men of
.ordinary intelligence should make such
mistakes as have been uncovered in
certain precincts in the Fourth and
Eighth wards and It is to be hoped that
a thorough investigation will be made
by the grand jury of everything con-

nected with the count of the ballots in
those precincts. It is not proper at.
this time to intimate criminal intent
on the part of the officials, but there is
plenty of evidence of monumental stu-
pidity that is quite as culpable as
criminality would be. In the case of
the Eighth ward officials who neglected
to count a large number of ballots a

motive must be sought, for it is hardly

to be supposed that these ballots could
have been overlooked. In the Fourth
ward precinct where a large number of
ballots were improperly credited the
motive is obvious enough, but how was

it possible for one man to hoodwink
the other officials? We cannot pre-
sume there was a conspiracy and this
case indicates probable criminality

and positive stupidity.
Whatever the outcome of the investi-

gation which is now demanded, so far
as the election officials are concerned,

it is already apparent that the present
method of counting the ballots cannot
be continued. The best intentioned
men serving as election officials are
bound to make errors and it is con-

ceivable that these men, most of them
quite uriusued to any sort of clerical
work, would muddle figures they had
been laboring over for many weary
hours.

The present condition points to the
inevitable adoption of the voting ma-
chine and if action in this direction
be precipitated by the disclosures of
the recount then this present experi-

ence will not be wasted.

NOTHING TO BE DONE *
The session of congress assembled

yesterday- finds no imperative duty

awaiting it except the one that it can-
not and will not perform. If we seek
the bottom reason for the apparent
throwing aside of party ties in the last
election, and the lightness with which
men on both sides of the line regarded
party obligations, we should probably
find it a fact that there is no great
change, save in the tariff, which the
people of the country really desire to

see made. They are doing fairly well.
They want no new legislation. If they
did they would have asked for it.

We realize the fact that action on the
tariff at this session is impracticable.

Nothing could be done within three
months; and the obligation to revise
the tariff will rest upon the new con-
gress, which, through the utter ab-
surdity of our present arrangements,

will not assemble for another yea^f
Aside from that the country demands
nothing and needs nothing. There are
some trifling matters that might be at-
tended to. It would be a good thing to
improve the immigration laws, to make
Alaska a territory, to consolidate Okla-
homa with the Indian Territory and
Arizona with New Mexico and admit
them as two states. It would be a good
thing by joint resolution to urge the
administration to immediate prosecu-

tion of the great industrial trusts that
are oppressing the peopie. But practi-
cally the whole time of this session
must and will be devoted to the ap-

propriation bills. No measure of gen-

eral importance can possibly be dis-
cussed and passed through both houses
before the 4th of March.

The only duty upon congress toda3%
the one that is fairly up to it and that
it can accomplish, is that of retrench-
ment in expenditure. Our machinery

is speeded too high. Our treasury is in
bad shape not because we have not

ample revenue, but because we are

spending beyond all necessity and all
reason. If congress would sit down
with a determination to prove all the
appropriation bills, to spend nothing
unadvisedly, and to reduce the cost of
our government to the lowest limit con-
sistent with efficiency, it would be per-

forming its highest and most satisfac-
tory work.

We have no idea that this advice will
be followed. There will be oceans of
debate, a fiood of bills destined to fall
still born, more determined assaults

than ever upon the treasury, and the
crowding of the real work of the ses-

sion into the last few days, when all
the big appropriation bills will be
rushed through congress ,and the clock
turned back to save them. This is the
common experience of a government

not yet adapted to the rule of efficiency,

and we expect to see it repeated. The
country, we repeat, will not suffer seri-
ously, because there is nothing that the
country really needs to have done be-
tween now and March 4, 1905,

AN EXCELLENT APPOINTMENT
Gov.-Elect Johnson is making good

the promise of his campaign in the
organization of his official household.

In the appointment of Mr. T. D.
O'Brien to the office of insurance com-

missioner he gives assurance that he
can not only select the best possible

men for the offices at his disposal, but
is also capable of inducing the men

whom he honors with his confidence
and friendship to forego personal ad-
vantages and business interests to
serve the state.

Mr. O'Brien's standing at the bar and
in this community is of the very high-

est. A lawyer of high attainments, a

citizen of the best type, he has sought

no political office without the lines of
his profession. That he has been pre-
vailed upon by Gov.-Elect Johnson to

take an office in the state government
is an earnest of the sort of administra-
tion we may expect. Mr. O'Brien will
bring to the office a knowledge of law
and affairs, and we may look with ab-
solute assurance to the institution of
reforms in the present system which
-are much to be desired.

The Globe desires to felicitate
the governor-elect and the people upon
this appointment and argues from it
a change in the other administrative
departments that will be beneficial to

the state. It is now clear that Mr.
Johnson is proceeding along the line3
of a carefully considered plan to as-

semble about him men of the highest

character and to subordinate policies
to the requirements of the public serv-

ice. If he can but maintain the high
level he is now working along, the peo-

ple of this state will have substantial
cause to congratulate themselves upon

the outcome of the recent election.

A TOTAL MISCONCEPTION
We bear with what equanimity we

iinay the misconception and uninten-
tional misrepresentations of distant

critics concerning our affairs. Those
near home should know better. The
Minneapolis Tribune, pointing a moral
relalive to home rule in cities, utterly

mistakes and misstates what has hap-
pened. It says that the city council of
St. Paul has appealed to the street rail-
way company "to adjust by compro-

mise or arbitration the unfortunte
deadlock over new extensions." Its
whole argument is based on this as-
sumption.

Now exactly the opposite is the case.
The city has made no move toward
compromise, but the street railway

company has. The facts have been so

often published that we do not see- how
even the Tribune can have failed to
grasp them. For months past the
street railway company has endeavored
to put an end to this litigation. It has
tried through the council, through the
Commercial club and through the ward
associations. Failing in all of these it
made the overture, and the council
has merely acquiesced as a matter of
courtesy. The city is in no difficulties
whatever, but the company is.

Furthermore, the Tribune says "the
charter contains provisions under which
no man in his right mind ever would in-
vest a dollar in giving the city of St.
Paul street transit service." Ordinarily
this might be a matter of opinion. In
this case it is not. Exactly the same
provisions that surround street rail-
way franchises are attached to the
lighting franchise. Exactly the same

conclusion will follow. If our charter
provisions be as impossible as repre-

sented, then no man would ever invest
a dollar under them in giving St. Paul
a lighting service. Yet we found last
year that the St. Paul Gas Light com-
pany, without waiting for its franchise
to expire, voluntarily came in under
these provisions; and for the sake of
having its franchise period materially

extended conceded every condition
asked, granted every demand that the
Tribune holds to be impossible and of
its own motion, and unquestionably to

its own profit, accepted every condition
against which the street railway pro-

tests.
This, being practical experience, is

reasonably conclusive. As far as St
Paul is concerned the statements of the
Tribune are wholly at variance with

the facts, and the home rule principle
as applied to city governments is splen-

didly vindicated and upheld.

The majority of actors who have
played to St. Paul audiences will be a

bit skeptical about that story of a
man who dislocated his jaw laughing
at a stage joke. They will hold to the
theory that the man was yawning. -

SIR EDWARD GLUE'S ME
Name Suggests a Patent Medicine

Probably Sir Edward Clarke meant to
be witty in his speech at the Thanks-
giving banquet in London yesterday,
in which he denied, the propriety of
calling the people of the United States
distinctively Americans. As the gov-
ernment has recently made "Amer-
ican" th« official designation for our
representatives abroad, the criticism of
the name and the suggestion of an-
other, made up like that of a patent
medicine or a breakfast food, would
have been worthy of rebuke, if Sir
Edward were of as much importance
in politics as he is in the law. The
same thing may be said of his jests
about our naval policy, and our pension
policy, and his plea for high salaries
to judges.—Rochester Post-Express.

In proposing the health of Mr.
Choate, the American ambassador, Sir
Edward flouted the word American, aa
it is used by the American people and
the United States government, and in-
sisted that if we wish to designate our
government and the things pertaining
to our national existence by one word
we should call our country Usona.
Then our ambassadors would be the
Usonan ambassadors, our policy would
be Usonan policy, our industrial tri-
umphs in European markets would be
Usonan triumphs, our greatness would
be Usonan greatness, and our imperti-
nence, we suppose, would be Usonan
impertinence.—Pittsburg Gazette.

PLANS NAVAL WORK
Itinerary of the Various Fleets

is Announced

WASHINGTON, D. C, Dec. s.—Rear
Admiral Converse, chief of the bureau
of navigation, today announced the
itinerary of the North Atlantic fleet
from Dec. 28, when it assembles at
.Hampton Roads for inspection by the
secretary otthe navy, until the last ofMay. when it will have finished the
annual record target practice.

In command of Rear Admiral Bar-
ker, commander-in-chief of the North
Atlantic station, the fleet will be in-
spected on Jan. 5 at Hampton Roadsby Secretary Morton, who will be ac-
companied by Admiral Dewey. The
European and South Atlantic squadron
will arrive in the Caribbean Dec. 15.
the former rendezvousing in Windward
islands, and the latter at Trinidad.
Not later than Jan. 11 the European
and South Atlantic squadrons will ar-
rive at Culebra "and will be met there
by the North Atlantic fleet. The train-
ing squadron will reach Culebra Feb.5, and the search problem and other
exercises will begin Feb. 7 and end
about Feb. 20. when the fleet will start
for Guantanamo and remain there until
March 21. That day the fleet will start
northward and is due to reach the
Florida coast March 29. Target prac-
tice will continue to about May 25.Following is the proposed organization
of the fleet for the winter maneuvers:Rear Admiral A. S. Barker, com-
mander-in-chief; Rear Admiral J. H.
Sands, commanding coast squadron;
Rear Admiral C. D. Sigsbee, command-
ing Caribbean squadron; Rear Ad-
miral C. H. Daris, commanding second
division, battleship squadron; Rear
Admiral R. B. Bradford, commanding
training squadron; Capt. A. Dunlap,
commanding naval station, San Juan;
Lieutenant Commander B. T. Walling-
ton, commanding naval base, Culebra;
Commander C. C. Rodgers, command-
ing naval station, Guantanamo.

The first division of the battleship
squadron will consist of the Kear-
sarge, Kentucky, Maine and Missouri;
second division, the Alabama, Illinois.
lowa and Massachusetts. The second
torpedo boat destroyer flotilla, a part
of the battleship squadron, will com-
prise the Truxton, Whipple, Warden.
Stewart, Hopkins. Lawrence, Hull and
MacDonough, with the collier Scor-
pion as squadron tender.

The Caribbean sea squadron will
comprise in its first division the cruis-
ers Newark, Brooklyn, Denver and Ta-
coma; second division, Olympic, Cleve-
land, Dea Moines and Detroit, with the
Newport, Castine and Chattanooga as
supernumeraries. The training squadron
will comprise the Minneapolis, Colum-
bia and Prairie, the Prairie later to be
replaced by the Dixie, Yankee, Topeka
and Hartford, which' last will be fitted
with wireless telegraph instruments.
The coast squadron will comprise the
Texas, Nevada, Florida and Arkansas.
In addition there will be nine aux-
iliaries, including the supply and re-
pair ship Culgoa, the watership Are-
thusa and seven colliers. Ten ships in
addition will act as tenders and dis-
patch vessels.
