; His temper when ruffled was at times
i none of the sweetest. At a momentous
sitting he once described the late Sir

j George Osborne Morgan as -a "dd
i fool.". On another occasion he called
\ Lord Randolph Churchill "a little ass,"
,in a whisper every one could hear.
. But such ebullitions were • evanescent.
: He never cherished malice or harbored
a grudge.

He thrice refused a peerage. He even
kicked at being knighted when ap-
pointed solicitor general, but his polit-

ical chief, Gladstone, insisted on it
jand with a -bad grace he accepted the
; honor. At one time, his elder brother,
i Col. Harcourt, occupied a seat in the
house, and true to the family tradi-

I tions, on the Conservative side. He
urged Sir William to give up his "rad-

; leal ideas." "You've got the land," re-
I plied Sir William, laughingly, "and
: you'll stick to it, and I shall stick to
:my ideas." Stick to them he did and
I they carried him —to the chancel-
lorship of the exchequer and the lead-

! ership of his party in the house of com-
mons. And ultimately the land came
to him. too. 'Behind that lies a. sad romance.

I When, Col. Harcourt —he and Sir
\u25a0 William despite their political differ-
ences were the best of friends—the es-
tate passed to his only son, Aubrey
Harcourt. When a young man this'
son had been engaged to a young lady
of great beauty and intellect Miss
Liddell. a daughter of Dean Liddell. of.Oxford. The wedding day had

: been fixed, but within a few hours of. the time that the ceremony was to
take place, she sickened and died. For
nearly twenty years Aubrey Harcourt
remained true ftp her - memory. And
thus it came: about that jSir William: Harcourt inherited- as his nephew's
heir, the. magnificent family seat,

'Nuneham park, which now. passes ,. to
: "Lulu" Harcourt.. "•' -

The crowning disappointment of Sir,"William's life was his failure to at-
tain the premiership. He never quite
got over that. After Gladstone's re-
tirement of all men in the party he had
the best claim to the office. He had
earned It by long years of brilliant and
faithful service. But Queen Victoria,
ivithout consulting- any of the party
leaders, passed the veteran over and
bestowed it on a much younger man—
J-ord Rosebery. Sir William would
have been, more than human if he had
not found some consolation in seeing
the failure which his then successful
rival has since made of his political
life, flocking by himself and 'plowing
a lone furrow."
