He
hought they might be intending to hold
5> the place but were deterred because of
the number of men in the salocn.
At 2 o'clock, according to the first

story, he told Patrolman McLaughlin, who
is conductor of the patrol wagon, he re-
turned and found there were three masked
men, and one of them had two revolvers.
Grodneck’s story was that the men sought
to hold him up and he turned and ran.
Then he was shot.

The bullet entered the front of the left
thigh and did not strike a Hone nor enter
a vital organ. At the hospital last night
it was said he was feverish and his con-
dition might become serious, but no fatal
termination was expected.

According to Grodneck’s story he shot
at the men who tried to detain him, and
there is ample evidence to the effect that
he did some shooting, for Detective Joe
Rhodes was at the corner of Hennepin
avenue and Second street when the first
shot was fired, and he ran up second
street and turned down to First. There
he saw Grodneck lying in the street, but
before the detective could reach him
Grodneck fired several shots in the air.

‘““What are vou trying to do? Kill me?”
velled the detective.

“No. I was only calling for help, was
Grodneck’'s reply.

The revolver which Grodneck possessed
was one of the cheap “bulldog” variety.
It was of 38 caliber, but inasmuch as the
bullet has not been extracted from his
anatomy it cannot be determined whether
he was shot with his own or some other
weapon.

Grodneck claims he was running away
from the men when he was shot, but the
bullet entered his thigh from the front,
and his fur-lined overcoat jas not punc-
lurm by any revolver shot, says the po-
ice.

FINDS HUSBANDDEAD

Wife of Cemetery Foreman Dis-
covers Him on Floor

When Mrs. Stewart Wallace, of 1410
West Thirty-sixth street, went to the en-
gine room at Lakewood cemetery about 3
o’clock yesterday morning, she was unable
to gain admission, and after trying to
arouse her husband, who was the night
foreman, she called a policeman and the
door was forced. Wallace was found ly-
ing on the floor dead.

Wallace was foreman of the cemetery
force and recently a new gasoline engine
which operates the water plant of the
cemetery was installed. The engine had
not worked to the satisfaction of the fore-
man and until 10 o’clock Saturday night
My, Wallace and his assistant labored with
the machine, and about 10 o'clock his as-
sistant departed and the engine seemed to

be in working order.
Wallace did not go to his home for lunch
at 1 o'clock, and after waliting a few

hours his wife went to the engine house.
She was unable to arouse him and finally
sought the aid of a policeman, who forced
the door of the engine room and found the
foreman lying dead on the floor and the
engine in operation.

Jeputy Coroner Irvine says that death
was ecaused by asphyxiation from s, and
it is believed that Wallace fell asleep and
was overcome by the fumes from the ex-
haust pipe.

IBURGLAR SUSPECT

LOCKED IN- JAIL

Man Accused of Looting Two
Postoffices Caught by
the Police

M. E. Washburn, who operates a drug
store at 3001 Hennepin avenue, partially
identifies him as the man at whom he fired
a shot a few nights ago when he heard
a marauder in his store in the late hours
of the night.

Mr. Washburn has identified some of the
property found in Dusenberry’s trunk as
belonging to the stock of his store.

Lincoln & Gould, who have a drug store
on the other side of the street, have iden-
tified some ‘of the property which has
been found in the man's room, and the
manager of a tailoring establishment has
said that some of the suits of clothes,
including a dress 'suit, found in the trunk
had been left in his care for renovation.

Dusenberry was arrested Saturday night
but it was not until yesterday that his
room was locatedand his baggage ap-
propriated by the police,

A search of-his room on Hennepin ave-
nue, near Fifth street, revealed a motley
collection of loot.

There were many razors, some of which
have been identified by ‘the owners: a
large quantity of postage stamps and near-
ly a hundred fountain pens, some of which
were identified by the alleged owners.

There were -encugh suits of -clothes to
start a small clothing store and many of
theseVhave been identified.

eﬁ( stockings—white ones—were found
in his trunk and ‘some handsome robes de
nuit made of expensive silk were discov-
ered in his apartments.

He .declines to -tell where he secured
possession of the property, but in. view
of the fact he is accused of looting twe
postoffice stationsg it is possible the fed-
eral authorities will take Jurisdiction of
the case.

Dusenberry has been in Minneapolls
for about a year. He came here from New
Orleans after having served a term in the
Nebraska prison on the charge of burglary
committed at Omaha—at least this is the
gtory ef the police.

He has a mother living in the city,
but has not made his' hdime ‘with her for
some time.

When Mr; Washburn fired at thie burglar
in his store the thief had two revolvers
and these have been found near the scene
of the crime and alsp the coat worn by
the man. This has been identified as one
stolen from a tailor shop.

A young man who is belleved the
lice to be Elmer Anderson,
inn., is dying eof t hoid neumonh at
the Hotel Glenwood. red at the

main wedge of the demonstrators stood
fast only a moment or two. There was
a sharp rattle of cudgels and sabers,
though the wounds showed the police
struck principally with the flat of their
sabers. The women were e
fierce in their resistance. Many were
struck and trampled, and bl6od
streamed down their faces. -

While the mob stood, those within
managed to throw hundreds of revo-
lutionary proclamations over the heads
of their fellows. The police urged
their horses fiercely into the crowd,
driving those who- resisted into the
courtyards, the Hotel Europe and the
Catholic church. The intense excite-
ment lasted about ten minutes, after
which mounted squads of the gen-
darmerie patrolled the streets and the
policemen devoted themseives to keep-
ing the crowd moving.

Police Were Humane

.- Considering the sharp fight the riot-
ers had put up the police acted hu-
manely with the crowd, avoiding
brutality and roughness in keeping the
throng moving, and showing really
more consideration than the police of
many American cities would do under
similar circumstances.

In the meantime those confined in the
court yards who were recognized as
agitators were+ arrested, but others
were allowed t0 go quietly home, the
wounded first having their injuries
dressed. There were probably a hun-
dred broken heads and several were
severely wounded, though none fatally,
so far as is ascertalnable So far there
have been over 100 arrests.

The ferment continued all day and
far into the night, but enly one or two
other abortive attempts were made at
demonstrations, the police being in
such forece that they had no difficulty
in seizing the rlngleaders, no resist-
ance being made in any ca

Tonight the students of the Politech-
nique and other institutes held open
meetings, at which flery speeches were
made in favor of reform and the con-
vocation of a national assembly.

The greatest distress is expressed by
conservative liberals over the day’s
events, all declaring that just when the
fate of the zemstvo programme was in
the balance such a fruitless outbreak
will be sure to prejudice every observer
and put the strongest weapon in the
hand of the bureaucratic reactionaries.

Following is the text of the proclama-
tion of the Social Democratic Labor party
calling today’s demonstration:. - .

“We have ralsed our voices calling for
betier- things,. but the .government has
turned a deaf ear to our cry. We from
day to day draw out a laborious. exist-
ence, a condition worse than  conviets,
while they convert miilions  into smoke
and sacrifice thousands of workmen’s
lives, under incompetent: generals. We are
shedding our blood for our torturers, -
while they are entering into a shameless
bargaln with wealthy landlords and
zemstvoists. Enough! We cannot endure
it_longer. We must arise and boldly pro-
claim that we want an end of war and
a government by representatlves of the

people.

"Long live the Social Democracy! Down
with the war! Down with autocracy!

“All wheo are ready to fight for our -de-
mands assemble in front ot the Kamn
cathedral at 1 o’clock.”

An official statement issued tonight
with reference to the rioting today says:

“During the confusion and jostling the
demonstrators freely used cudgels, and the
police were compeled to’ beat back the
rioters with the flat-of their swords. The
rioting naturally was not suppressed with-
out casualties, but none were serlous.”

The police have forbidden the assem-
blage of crowds on Tuesday, when an-
other demonstration is threatened on the
occasion of the opening of the trial of
Sasoneft for the murder of Mlnlster of the
Interior Von Plehve.

TO SHELL RUSS FLEET

TOKYO, Dec. 11, 4 p. m.—The Japanese
continue to batter the Port Arthur fleet
and there is little ground. for expecting
that it will ever again engage the Japa-
nese. The battleship Sevastopol continues
at ancher outside, but possibly returns
to the harbor at nights and anchors in-
side the outer boom which protects her
from torpedo boats.

The recent heavy weather has given
added protection to the vessel, Naval ex- |
perts are discarding the theory that the
Russians themselves sank any of their
ships. The fact that vesselg first showed
lists while in exposed positions and the
efforts made to save the Sevastopol are
regarded as conclusive evidence against
the theory of their being sunk by the
Russians. A majority of the sunken war-
ships lle headed northward. They re-
celved the bulk of the fire across their
port sides, and the fact that at least
two of them showed lists to starboard
gives rise to the theory that Japanese
shells exploded inside the ships and
against the starboard armor, driving the
armor outward and causing leaks, To
make sure the destruction of the Russian
warships the Japanese continue to drop
shells into the sunken hulks, -

The whereabouts of the torpedo boat
destroyers continues doubtful, but it is
thought they are sheltering outside the
harbor. The Wweather prevents a good
observation being made, but the Japanese
are sending & searching fire into nooks,
which are not observable from 203 Meter
hill and other heights. The observers
represent a number of tugs, launches,
dredgers and small craft anchored north
of the hospital ships in the west harbor,
where they have evidently gone for the
purpose of protection. It is suggested
that the besiegers notify Lieut. Gen.
Stoessel to separate these vessels from
the hospital ships or take the conse-
quence. The Japanese are exercising care
to avoid hitting the hospital ships, which
frequently are in the direct line of fire.

It is the opinion of some of the lead-
ing attorneys of Cleveland that a
charge of forgery cannot be made to
hold in connection with these notes.
They declare that it is not an act of
forgery for one person to write the
name of another, but that the offense
lies in the attempt to negotiate such
a signature for a specific value. This,
they say, there is so far no evidence
that Mrs. Chadwick has done. She
has not sold or attempted to sell the
notes for cash., She has not said that
she would be glad to obtain money in.
exchange for them..

She has obtained from various
sources on the statement of Iri Rey-
nolds that she, to the best of his knowl-
edge and belief, held securities of a
certain value, and whether he proves
correct or otherwise in his-estimate of
the value of the notes, there can be no
doubt that Mr. Reynolds believed what
he said. There has been, according to
the attorneys, no evidence so far elieit-
ed showing that Mrs. Chadwick obtain-
ed money on these notes in any other
manner than through the attestation
of Iri Reynolds that he had seen the
notes and considered them good.

Case of Hard Luck

If any man loaned money to Mrs.
Chadwick according to the strength of
his belief in the ability of Mr. Rey-
nolds te judge accurately of the value
of securities, then the affair, accord-"
ing to the attorneys who hold this
view of the case, is one that rests only
between _that man and his own hard
luck. Other charges may be brought
home to her, they declare, but in their
opinion it will be somewhat. difficult
to punish her for forgery in connec-
tion with the Carnegie notes, unless it
can be shown that she endeavored to
negotiate them. This, apparently, is
the opinion of the Lorain county grand
Jury, which failed to return an indict-
ment against her.

The loan. of $800,000 said to have
been received by Mrs. Chadwick in
Pittsburg, or from a man residing in
that city, is declared to have been
made to her by a multi- mllllona&re
manufacturer of that city.

Mrs, Chadwick, In discussing this
statement, it Is known, declared that
she did owe him $500,000, but not $800,-
000, as has been claimed.

The question of the rival receivers
will be settled tomorrow morning at
9:30 in the office of Nathan Loeser,
who was appointed by the United
States district court.to take charge of
the Chadwick securities. Receiver
Herbert W. Bell, who was appointed
by Judge Babcock, of the common
pleas court, is expected to call with his
attorneys upon Receiver Loeser at that
hour and withdraw from the position.

Bell May Not Resign

Mr. Bell declared this -afternoon,
however, that it was not absolutely
certain that he would resign. “I shall
do as my attorneys think best,” he de-
clared, “but I presume the matter will
be adjusted in the morning.”

Receiver Loeser is confident that he
will be left, under the direction of
court, in charge of such assets as Mrs.
Chadwick’s estate may develop.

“I am to meet Mr. Bell and his at-
torneys tomorrow morning, and I have
been told that the matter will be
settled amiecably. I have no doubt that
my . appointment as receiver will
stand.”

Dr. Charles A. Eaton, pastor of the
Euclid Avenue Baptist church, whose
name has been mentioned in-the Chad-
wick case, and through whose good
offices the woman managed to receive
a hearing from Herbert D. Newton, of
Boston, occupied his pulpit as usual
today. Dr. Eaton made no reference,
although it had been rumored that he
might do so, to the Chadwick affair.
He feels keenly the publicity given his
connection with the matter and here-
tofore has refused to make any com-
ment.

Preacher Explains Conduct

Dr. Eaton said tonight he could best
explain his connection with the matter
by quoting from an" interview with
Banker Newton, from whom Mrs.
Chadwick secured a large sum. In
that statement Banker Newton told
how he' became financially involved,
referrbl:lf to the Eatons as follows:

The basilica was beautiful with elec-
tric lights, its immense height show-
ing the illuminations to perfection.
The throne had been erected behind
the high altar and chair of St. Peter,
‘having a device of rays of gold with a
picture of the Trinity in the ecenter.
Altogether the throne took up a space
of 90 by 70 feet. Four banners hung
under the dome, showing the chief
miracles of the new saints.

The papal procession met in the Sis-
tine chapel, entering the basilica by the
chapel of the Holy Sacrament. The
pope, in the full pontifical costume,
was carried in the sedia gestatoria,
with its historic fans. His robust
figure and handsome head was shown
to best advantage, and when he en-
tered the church it was impossible for
the authorities to repress entirely an
outburst of loyalty from the multi-
tude, which cried “Long live Pope
Pius.”

The scene was such a8 to evoke the
devotion of the beholder, everything
having been done to_heighten the ef-
fect and the central figure in the cere-
monial presenting a picture never to be
forgotten. His holiness was preceded,
surrounded and followed by guards of
the court and high prelates. He looked
pale, fatigued and less robust than a
year ago, as though the triple ecrown
were bearing heavily upon him. The
pope was thus escorted to the throne,
the cardinals, archbishops and blshopa
forming a square about him.

The ceremony that followed was ln-
teresting in the extreme. Pope Plus
X pontificated, preserving a calm,
reverential air to the end, although, as
he confessed later, he was greatly
fatigued.

After the ceremony the procession
was ré-formed, amid murmurs of love
and loyalty. All the American prelates
now in Rome who assisted at the
beatification on Thursday of the
saints canonized to-day were present,

as was also the faculty of the Amer- |

ican college at Rome.

LINER STRIKES GALE;
PANIC IN STEERAGE

NORFOLK, Va., Dec. 11.—The three-

masted schooner Montana, Capt. Boyce,
from Baltimore, Md., for Charleston,
S. C., with a cargo of coal, stranded at
11 o'clock last night at Pea island, N.
C., life saving station, fifty miles north
of Cape Hatteras, during a heavy
northerly gale. Within twenty minutes
after the vessel stranded she was so
full of water that the crew, consisting
of Capt. Boyce and = six men, were
forced to take to the rigging, where
they remained until 2 p. m. today, when
six of the seven men were rescued by
crews of the Pea island, New inlet and
Bodie's island life saving stations. One
man, Henry- Edwards, was frozen to
death and was lashed to the rigging in
such a manner that he could not be
reached.

Great difficulty was experlenced in
landing the crew owing to the fact that
the vessel had sunk and a heavy sea
was running at the time. The freezing
weather hampered the work of rescue
and the seamen were S0 overcome by
exposure and exhaustion that only two
of the men in the rigging were able to
assist in hauling the whip line aboard
the vessel. Again and again the line
was shot out and one by one of the
men were taken off the ship in the
breeches buoy, after a most harrowing
experience of more than thirteen hours
spent in the rigging of the sinking ves-
sel in a temperature much below freez-
ing. Their clothing was coated with
thick layers of ice. The vessel will be
4 total loss.
