 T0 CONPRONISE

to Beat Smoke Ordinance
Amendment

The campaign for. and against the
O’'Brien amendment to the smoke or-
dinance is receiving attention from the
general public, this being evidenced by
the large number of letters received
by Dr. Ohage yesterday upholding the
attitude of the health department.

An effort is being made to bring
about a compromise by amending the
O’Brien proposal so that smoke can be
emitted for half an hour in the morning
and a half hour at noon. It is possible
that Dr. Ohage will agree to such a
modification of the present ordimance,
although he has not consented to the

| move as yet.,

The fierce attacks made on the or-
dinance and its enforcement at t_he
meeting of the board of aldermen
Tuesday evening has aroused those fa-
vorable to the smoke crusade to the
necessity of activity if the couneil is
to uphold Dr. Ohage. It is .generally
admitted that if the vote had been tak-
en at the meeting in question the
O’Brien amendment would have passed.

A large nmumber of those favoring
the enforcement of the ordinance as it
stands have transferred their efforts
to Mayor Smith, and some of the num-
ber claim that they have a promise
from the chief executive of the city
that he would veto the O'Brien amend-
ment if it should come to him from the
council. When .questioned as to this
assertion the mayor declined to com-
mit himself in advance of the action of
the aldermen.

“I do not believe that the present
ordinance should be modified in the
least,” said Dr. Ohage, “but am willing
to make concessions if the members of
the city council demand such a course.
I cannot see the necessity of any
amendment to the law as it stands,
knowing that the opponents of it can-
not sustain their charge that manu-
facturing institetions are being driven
from the city. But two manufacturers
have been asrested during the entire
crusade.”

TURKEYS ARE CHEAP

Dealers Kick on Low Range of
~ Holiday Prices

This has been a bad fall and winter
for the dairy and produce merchants,
they say, and even the near approach
of the holidays has failed to liven up
trade to-any great extent.

The sentiment on East Third street,
the home of the commission mer-
chants, is pessimistic as to prospects
until after the first of the year.

Business is much duller than for sev-
eral years, and many merchants lay
it to the mildness of the weather.
Hogs are slow, egg trade poor, and
while there is some activity in poultry,
owing to the Christmas season, it is
far from being a satisfactory market
to them. . .

“The demand for poultry was fairly
good until a few days ago, but the
market suddenly broke 2 cents  all
around, and the dealers are afraid to
stock up heavily on account of the ac-
tive competition of the butchers,” says
C. J. Ertz & Co.

“The supply of poultry is very large
this year, and the prices therefore will
be lower,” said M. J. Kasper.- “After
the holidays turkeys will probably sell
from 16 to 17 cents a pound, whole-
sale; chickens 10 cents and hens 9
cents. Saturday turkeys brought 17
cents per pound; now they are selling
for 15. Ducks and geese are warth
between 10 and 11 cents a pound.”

Most of the poultry is being sup-
plied by the southern part of the state,
although South Dakota is shipping 20
per cent more this year than last. Sup-
plies coming in at present are in ex-
cellent condition.

'SUE FOR COMMISSION
OF $53,000 ON LAND SALE

State Treasurer Testifies for Defendant
Company in Federal Court

State Treasurer Julius H. Block was
the principal witness for the defend-
.ants in the United States circuit court
vesterday in the suit- of Barnett &
Errett against A. D. Clark & Ceo., to
recover commissions of $53,000 on the
sale of 133,000 acres of land to the
Good Homes Land company.

The plaintifi’s case was completed
yesterday and Mr. Block testified for
the defendant. He is president of the
Good Homes company, and swore that
while his company had treated with
Barneit & Errett, the deal fell through,
and that the purchase of the lands was
made direct of A. D. Clark & Co. The
case is being tried before William
Lochren and a jury.

" It is believed that the trial will last
at least another day. Yesterday was
the third day.

THEY SUE STREET
RAILWAY FOR $8,000

Joseph Neuman and Maxime Charbon-
neau Bring Actions for Damages

Of the several personal injury suits fil-
ed yesterday in the district court against
the city railway company two concerned
one accident.”

This happened at Ninth and Jackson
streets Nov. 4, 1904, when a street car
struck a wagon loaded with wood. The
wagon was being driven across the track
by Joseph Neuman, by whese side sat
Maxime Charbonneau. Both men, as
their respective complaints assert,
thought that the car was approaching at
the legal rate of eight miles an hour.
Both werg surprised to see—when it was
too late—that the car was making not
less than fifteen miles an hour. Both
+ men were thrown to the pavement and
seriously injured, according "o their
statements. . -

Mr. Neuman suffered especially. e
had ‘“only one good eye” when the ac-
cident occurred, and that eye, he believes,
was permanently weakened by the shieck
of his fall. He asks for $3,000 damages.

Mr. Charbonneau had his nose broken
and several of his ribs. He demands, by
rvay of damages, $5,000.

canvassing board having officially de-

{ clared that Hallam was elected.

The petition demanding the recount
will be filed by an elector, Mr. O'Brien
having declined to make the contest;
and the petition asking for the recount
will conform to those filed by defeated
candidates who think that” there is
reason to believe that they would win
if the ballots are recounted.

“The papers will be filed  in the
course of a few days, although ten
days are allowed from the time the
state canvassing board declared. that
Hallam was elected,” said J. D. Arm-
strong, who was chairman of the non-
partisan committee favoring the elec-
tion of Judge Bunn and Mr. O’Brien.
“There is no questions that the votes
will be recounted, but I am unable to
say in whose name the petition will
be filed. A number of attorneys and
electors are interested in the matter,
and they have not as yet definitely
agreed upon the details of the contest.
It will be maintained that the majority
of the votes cast at the election were
for T. D. O’Brien, and not for Hallam,
who has been declared elected. The
general charges of fraud and.miscount
must be made, just as is the case when

gle defeated candidate brings the ac-
on.”

Hallam Will Take Office

. The decision of the state canvass-
ing board was made Tuesday, and ten
days are allowed from that time in
which to decide upon the contest. The
full period will not be required, as
those interested will be able to get to-
gether previeus to the expiration of
the limit, agreeing upon the person in
whose name the action is to be
brought and through what attorney.
Between the time of bringing the ac-
tion and the completion of the re-
count Oscar Hallam will take office as
the successor of E. A. Jaggard, elected
to the supreme court, and will sit until
the contest is decided.

If the courts should find from the
report of the referees that Mr. O'Brien
is elected, there is some contention
that he would be compelled to assume
the office for a day at least before his
successor could be appointed by the
Democratic governor. Those who rea-
son to this effect point out that Hal-
lam will be in the position, bonded and
qualified to perform the duties of his
position until his successor shall be
elected and qualified. .

O’'Brien’s Position

As O'Brien would at the same time
be insurance commissioner of the
state, and as the office of dfstrict judge
is also a state office, it would be nec-
essary. according to this contention,
for him to resign the office to which he
has been appointed and assume the
duties of a district judge. If he had
concluded to accept the commission-
ership instead of the judgeship, he
would then find it necessary to resign
as judge and be reappointed insuraace
commissioner, in which event the gov-
ernor would appoint his successor on
the bench.

Those opposed to this position hold
that if the courts find that O’Brien and
not Hallam is elected, the office will
then be vaeant, and that the governor
will be authorized to choose the per-
son to fill it.

On the official returns, upon which
the state board declared Hallam elect-
ed, the majority is but fifteen votes.
In the informal count held during
other contésts discrepancies of an im-
portant character were discovered,
leaving the result in doubt. The re-
count is therefore to" be undertaken
by persons who believe that Mr. Hal-
lam should not be allowed to serve if
the actual ballots in the boxes should
show that he has not been elected.

SOLDIER NEAR DEATH

Buchler Stabbed During Brawl
Has Hemorrhage

Private James, Abernethy, Company
H, Twenty-eightfl infantry, may have
to face the charge of murder. A few
days ago, during a drunken brawl with
Private Henry Buchler, of Company C,
he stabbed the latter in the neck with
a penknife, inflicting a dangerous
wound.

Buchler was carried to the hospital in
a fainting condition and has grown
steadily worse. Yesterday he suffered
a severe hemorrhage and his recovery
is considered doubtful.

Corporation Attorney Says Tax-
payer Cannot Get 'Befoit_e :
Court in This-Case

Street railway interests are main-
taining that any taxpayer can appeal
from the decision of Judge Lochren in
the case between the city and the street
railway company, in which the court
held against the city and in favor of
the company on all contentions in is-
sue.

The widespread rumor to this effect
is taken to mean that the company is
seeking to give an excuse to the mem-
bers of the council who choose to vote
in favor of a compromise along other
and more moderate lines than those
laid down by the members of the joint
council committee and the corporation
attorney.

On all sides the argument could be
heard yesterday that the council could
do no harm by making a compromise,
as some taxpayer will certainly take
sufficient interest to see that the case
in question is carried to the United
States supreme court. Based on this
contention was the assertion that no
matter what the outcome of the litiga-
tion might be, the city would be the
gainer; that the case would be tested
in the courts and yet the city would
bave made terms with and won the
friendship of the company.

Michael Discredits Contention

“I do not believe that there is any
basis for such a contention,” said.Cor-
poration Attorney Michael when inter-
viewed last evening. “The city counecil,
with the approval of the mayor, repre-
sents the people, and if they direct that
no appeal be taken from the Lochrem
decision I fail to see how it Wwill be pos-
sible for a taxpayer to get before the
court.”

Mr. Michael declined to discuss the
assertions further, but it was evident
that he did not believe that the sug-
gestion is made in the interest of the
city. The cerporation attorney is evi-
_dently confident that the company will
eventually grant the demand of the city
and pay the gross earnings tax, and is
therefore not favorably impressed by
the new development, in which there
is an apparent effort to give a founda-
tion for excuses by members of the
city council who vote in favor of the
company.

M. D. Munn Is Away

M. D. Munn, attorney for the com-
pany, acting during the negotiations, is
spending the holiday' season in Cali-
fornia, where his family is located for
the winter. The meeting of the direc-
tors of the company will not be held
until after Mr. Munn's return. From a
source close to the company it is said
that it would be a simple matter to
bring about an agreement if only St.
Paul was concerned. But it is asserted
that the company would be placed in
an embarrassing position in Minneapo-
lis if it settled with St. Paul accord-
ing to the demands of the company.

The franchise in Minneapolis, it is
claimed, is far more uncertain than it
is in St. Paul, and with an unfavorable
city - council and corporation attorney
there the company would be called
upon to reach an agreement with that
city. It is argued that Minneapolis
would demand fully as many conces-
sions as should be granted St. Paul.

MAY CUT THE PRICE

Y. M. C. A. Directors Talk of
Cheaper Buiding

A meeting of the directors of the Y.
M. C. A. was held yesterday noon at
the Commercial club to discuss plans
for a new building for the organiza-
tion, and a deep cut in the estimates
was suggested.

The members declined to make any
statements as to the location of the
new structure, but it is said that it
will not be far from the present loca-
tion. The original plans contemplated
a building costing $300,000, to be six
stories high, but the suggestion was
made yesterday and favorably consid-
ered to cut the cost in half and com-
mence work as soon as possible.

This aspect of the matter was well
received, and while no definite action
was taken it is said that it will proba-
bly be adopted.

THREE ST. PAUL MEN
CONFESS BANKRUPTCY

Laundryman, Clerk and Salesmen File
Schedules of Liabilities

- Oscar C. Hegman, formerly a partner
in a West side steam laundry com-
pany, has filed a petition in bank-
ruptcy. He alleges that Ernest H.

His total liabilities are given as $425.15,
and he has no assets which are unex-
empt.

Health Department Will Movein
Tomorrow, but Governor’s
Apartments Not Ready

Channing Seabury, vice chairman of
the board of state capitol commission-
ers, yesterday called on Gov. Van Sant
and the justices of the state supreme
court and discussed with them plans
for their occupancy of the new state
capitol. The governor was told that
unlooked for delays in the interior fin-
ish of the rooms assigned to his use
in the new capitol would probably pre-
vent his occupancy of the rooms dur-
ing his term of office. The supreme
court officers will move into their quar-
ters in the new building by the begin-
ning of the new year.

“Two rooms of the governor's: sujte
are practically ready for his occupan-
cy,” Mr. Seabury said, “but others are
filled with staging, and the decorators
have just begun the work of gilding
the rooms. Gov. Van Sant, I fear, can
scarcely hope to eccupy the rooms
during his term of offieg, and it may
be possible that the suite Nay not be
completed in time for Gov. Johnson to
take possession on asswning the reins
of government. A temporary arrange-
ment may have to be made for the in-
auguration cZ-Gov. Johnson in the new
capitol, but I think it can be so ar-
ranged that the formal turning bver
of the state government by Gov. Van
Sant to his successor in office can be
accomplished in the new building.”
Health Department Moves at Once

The state board of health quarters
are completed and Dr. H. M. Bracken
and his office staff will move from the
Pioneer Press building to the new cap-
itol today or tomorrow. The rooms re-
served for the railroad and warehouse
commission are practically ready and
the commission will move from the
rooms in the Endicott building late
this week or early next week.

A Minneapolis paper had said that
the judges of the supreme court were
somewhat exercised at the inadequacy
of the supreme court chambers. Mr.
Seabury met the judges of the supreme
court yesterday and was told that they
were in no sense responsible for the
article,

“The supreme court chambers are all
that could be desired,” a member of the
court who continues in office after the
beginning of the new year said.
“Plans as originally drawn for the su-
preme court chambers were made be-
fore the time when each judge was
given a stenographer, and in provid-
ing for the stenographers some changes
were necessarily made. The result has
been to destroy, in a small measure,
the symmetry of the chambers, but the
judges know that the blame cannot be
attached to the capitol commission-
ers. The judges feel that they have
been put in a false position towards
the capitol commission.”

Board of Control the First

The board of control yesterday mov=-
ed from the hall of representatives in
the old capitol to the rooms on the
basement floor of the new capitol, as-
signed to the board. The board has a
suite of eight rooms, well lighted and
thoroughly adapted to the purposes of
the board, on the basement or ground
floor of the marble structure. New
furniture has been placed in the rooms
and they are handsomely fitted and
furnished. The old furniture will be
sold. The board of health will oc-
cupy rooms on the first floor, opposite
the suite reserved for the state auditor,
and the railroad and warehouse com-
mission will oceupy quarters on the
first floor in the northeast corner of
the capitol.

SHE BREAKS UP TRIP

Sister-in-Law Causes Writ of
Replevin to Be Served

A writ of replevin was served yes-
terday on C. E. Corman, who lives at
383 Louis street.

Some time ago Corman purchased
over $20 worth of furniture, in¢luding
everything from a frying pan to a
kitchen range, and paid $5 down. He
has not made a payment since, and
vesterday the furniture company from
which the purchases were made, re-
ceived a telephone message from Mrs.

.The rest of the children, all under
fifteen, were huddled together near the
bed in the vain effort to keep warm.

Fuel was immediately brought and a
roaring fire started, but even then it
was impossible to keep the room de-
cently warm, the building furnishing
no resistance to the cold. Not even a
rug covered the floor, and the cold air
from the empty rooms below furnished
a continuous icy draught.

Mrs. Lenahan was deserted some
time ago by her husband, who is a
bricklayer, and has been left to shift
for herself ever since. Her rent was
paid by St. Patrick’s church and she
managed to exist until a few weeks
ago, when she was taken ill and be-
came unable to work.

The unfortunate woman made no ap-
peal for help and no one was aware of
the deplorable condition of the family
until yesterday, when the ladies of the
guild called to see how she was getting
along.

The Relief society was nolifled and
immediately furnished clothing and
food for the entire family and will see
that they have a substantial Christmas
dinner. The city and county board of
control also has the matter in hand.
