Schedule Wilt Be Followed

PLANS ARE COMPLETE
FOR BOWLING MEET

Milwaukee National Tourna-

ment Company Has Every-

thing Ready

MILWAUKEE. Wis., Dec. 24.—The Mil-
waukee National Tournament company
has practically completed all the details
for the conduct of the national meet to
be held here Feb. 18-25 even to the ap-
pointment of committees that will have
charge "of The" work of the tournament
proper and of furnishing entertainment
for thfrvisiting •tenpin knights.

It is safe to say that in no previous
tournament of the American Bowling con-
gress has so much attention been given to
perfecting plans for conducting the meet,
and as these plans will be carried out to
the letter the big affair will be carried to
a successful conclusion without the
hitches that have characterized previous

meets and which have always mitigated
against their entire success.

With only active bowlers as stockhold-'
ers in the company, men 'who were in-
formed that they would not only be ex-
pected to put up their money for stock,
but give considerable time to working for
the success of the tournament, when they
were asked to subscribe, this can be done.
Of these men only those who had the time
to spare were placed on the committees
and the list is representative not only in
a bowling, but- a business sense. The
committees appointed by President Moll
are as follows: ,

Prize List to Be at Least $10,000
White the local -managers have found I

that they will be handicapped by ill ad-
vised legislation at the Cleveland con-
gress m getting entries, they have dis-
covered that the interest in the spdrt
throughout the country is so much greater
than in the past-that their early esti-
mates of the number of entries needs no
revision now. Secretary Langtry insists
that the lowest estimate that he can put

on the number of five-men teams that,

will enter is 165, and this will give $10,-

--000 to be distributed among the bowlers of
the country, in the five men, two men and
individual events.

According to the estimated list of
prizes furnished by Secretary Langtry,
there will be $3,500 for the five-men
teams, of which the first prize will be
$450. the second $356 and the third $300.
The rest of the money is so disiriouted
that the seventeenth team gets $50 and
the teams that finish from twenty-second
position to forty-fifth position will each
set $25, the lowest prize for liy&^uieii
teams. Tho first prize for the two^men
teams will be $250. and $3,000 will be
distributed among seventy-three teams,
the lowest prize being $10. The champiw •
bowler of the country- will get a prize of
$200. and $3,500 will be distributed amwig- •
150 men in the individual event.

In addition valuable medals will beTiung \u25a0

up for the members of the winning team
or bowler in each event the championship
medal in particular being especially at-
tractive.

EligibilityRule a Handicap

At a recent meeting of the Milwaukee
managers and members of the executive
board of the American Bowling congress
the question of the eligibilityrule passed
at the last congress came up for considera-
tion. It was pointed out that Milwaukee
was placed in the unfortunate position of
having to do the work of the organizers of
the congress in order to get entries. They
reported that bowlers throughout the
country were writing for information as to
how to organize city associations so that
they would be eligible to enter the big
meet, indicating that the governing body
had apparently been derelict in its duties.
They ask that the eligibility rule be
amended, but were denied relief in this
particular.

The result of this meeting was that the
officials of the American Bowling congress
promised to take up the question of or-
ganizing the bowlers into city associations
and do all they could to assist Milwaukee
men, and there is evidence that they have
begun their work.

Meanwhile the local men will continue
their work along the lines they began and
get all the bowlers they can into the na-
tional organization. To facilitate their
work President Moll, who is also a mem-
ber of the executive board of the A. B. C.
has construed the ambiguously worked
eligibilityrule in concise form so that it
may be clear to every bowler just what
is necessary for him to do in order to have
th^ opportunity of competing for the rich
prizes in the national tournament. The
opinion is as follows:

"In order to be eligible to bowl in the
national tournament to be held in Mil-
waukee Feb. 18-25 a club must belong to a
local city association, which can be or-
ganized with one or more clubs, before
Jan. 20. To organize a city association
all that is necessary is to send $1 for each
club, together with the names of the
president, vice president, secretary and
treasurer to the secretary of the American
Bowling congress in Dayton, Ohio.

"A team must bowl under its registered
name, but there is no limit to the number
Of members.

"A member of any city association is
eligible to bowl in the-two men and in-
dividual events."

As far as the actual bowling is concern-
ed everything possible willbe done to ac-
commodate the increased number of con-
testants at this meet. "With fourteen al-
leys. 25 per cent more than were built
for the Cleveland meet, and the tourna-
ment beginning Saturday night. Feb. 18.
there need be no bowling after 10:30 or 11.
o'clock at night, and none in the morn-
ing. When the official schedule is prepared
by a committee composed of one man se-
lected by the A. B. C. and two by the
tournament company sufficient time will
be allowed for each "team and bowler, but
there will be no deviation from the time
set by the schedule. This will do away
with the inconveniences that marred the
Cleveland meet when the management
was two hours behind the schedule from
the first night and bowling was going on
until the small hours of the morning- and
was resumed two hours before noon.

Another feature which is well worth
mentioning is that the prize winners will
be paid as soon as each event is decided
and probably in gold so as to avoid theannoyance of1 getting checks cashed or of
waiting for months for prize money.

Perfect Building for Meet
While much has been written about the

exposition building, where the tournament
will be held, it is doubtful if the bowlers
of the country realize how much more de-
sirable it is for the purpose than any otherbuilding offered for a like event. In addi-
tion to perfect lighting and heating appli-
ances its 50,000 square feet of room on the
main floor will give ample space for the
fourteen alleys to be built, seat upward of
5,000 spectators. %llow for a spacious palm
garden and other entertainment features
all under one roof. To offset the barnlike
effect of the interior of so large a building-
suitable decorations will be arranged so
that the building will not only be commo-
dious and comfortable, but attractive to
the eye.

President Ebbets. owner of Brooklyn
baseball club and leader of the bowlers
of Greater New York-, has promised them
that their trip East will be generously re-
warded. Moll and Terry will probably
visit Piftsburg, Washington, Baltimore,
Philadelphia and New York and on their
return trip they will stop at Buffalo,
Cleveland and Detroit.

WANT PAID COACH
Harvard Students Are Tired of

Continual Defeats

for Fame anr* Dollars

Open Hockey Season

CAMBRIDGE, Mass., Dec. 24.—The
Harvard Bulletin today publishes a long
communication signed by fifty-four promi-
nent Harvard graduates petitioning for a
paid football coach.

Banks and Stores Burn

"We believe," says the communication
in part, "that Harvard, with her wealth
of material, should win at least her fair
share of victories, whereas we have
seen her win but four times in twenty-
five years. We would rather see foot-
ball discontinued than see Harvard con-
tinuously represented by teams that might
have won, but do not win.

"The conditions of modem football are
such as to demand the entire time and
thoughts of a coach for three months of
the year, and we believe that Harvard
should employ a professional. He should
be absolute authority as far as the team
itself is concerned.

"We further believe that a professional
coach will no more affect the purely ama-
teur standing of the team than does the
paid trainer who looks after their physical
condition, or the professional instructor
in the gymnasium."

Commenting on the communication, the
Bulletin, which from the first, has been
radically opposed to the professional
coach idea, says:

"If it is necessary to make athletics a
business, there is no reason why a profes-
sional coach should be secured for the
football eleven as well as for the crew.
And. if we areio pay a man let us get the
very best man there is. The athletic com-
mittee would probably not oppose the ap-
pointment of a paid football coach."

NELSON DROPS CASE
Little Fighter Decides Not to

Prosecute Murphy

SAN FJLA.NCISCO. Cal.. Dec. 24.—Bat-
tling Nelson will not prosecute his mana-
ger, Teddy Murphy, who, with Eddie
San try, was brought from Stockton to this
city today by a detective to answer
charges of embezzlement. The check for
$9,000, found in Murphy's possession, was
cashed *nd the money deposited with
proper security.

Nelson signed a paper agreeing to this.
Santry has been released on his own
recognizance and Murphy will be re-
leased on $4,000 bail. Nelson and Murphy
both say that an amicable settlement can
be reached and further legal proceedings
are not expected.

WATCH EUROPEANS
American Auto Makers Send

Agents to Old Country

NEW YORK, Dec. 24.—1t was made
known yesterday that a systematic plan
is being followed by the organized Ameri-
can makers of automobiles, whereby they
may gain all possible profit from the prog-
ress made by the European and English
manufacturers, as manifested by the
changes and improvements brought out at
the Paris show. An expert mechanician
was dispatched from New York a week
before the show now running in the
French capital was opened, with full in-
structions and power to gather all sorts
of information.

This ambassador will make a study of
all the new features in material, design
and construction and any methods of
workmanship not in use in this country.
He will study also all details that can
be of help in reducing the cost of produc-
tion to the manufacturer and the cost of
maintenance to the user, the market con-
ditions and the attitude of the European
makers toward America as an exporter
and importer.

Detailed reports on all these matters,
with pictures of such subjects as lend
themselves to illustration, are being.sent
here by this representative, and these re-
ports • will be read and discussed by the
newly formed "Superintendents and En-
gineers' Branch" of the Association of
Licensed Automobile Manufacturers, for
it was the latter body that conceived the
plan and sent the ambassador, in prosecu-
tion of its plan to make the co-operation
of its members profitable to them. Here-
tofore the American makers have had to
be content mostly with secondhand re-
port^ of the developments revealed at the
Paris show, because that affair comes at
a busy season, when few makers can
spare time for a trip abroad.

AMERICAN CYCI PSTS
TO RIDE IN EUROPE

Fast Wheelmen Will invade Old World

NEW YORK, Dec. 24.—The best Amer-
ican cyclists will invade Europe next
spring to win money and glory in races
with the best riders on the European
circuit. Among those who will cross the
ocean are Champion Frank Kramer, Wil-
lie Fenn and Eddie Root, winner of the
late six-day bicycle race. "Majah" Tay-
lor is already in Paris, and Iver Lawson,
the champion of Australia, is expected
there before racing begins.

Frank Kramer is under contract to ride
sixteen races at the Buffalo Velodrome.
One of these will be a match race with
"Majah" Taylor on May 16, best two
heats in three.

Notwithstanding his European tour
Kramer does not to forfeit the
American championship which he ha 3
held for four years. Instead of going to
Australia from Paris, as at first planned,
Kramer- will return to this country in
time to take part in the circuit races.

Fenn is booked to remain in Europe
until next November. He is under con-
tract to the Reese brothers, two Amer-
icans, who have been in Paris for a num-
ber of years^,-

The Buffalo Velodrome management will
endeavor to arrange an internationl
world's championship race during the
spring, in which Kramer, Root, Fenn.
Taylor and Lawson will compete against
the best men in Europe.

NEGLECTED TO PATENT
BASEBALL COVER

Inventor Never Enjoyed the Fruits of His
Discovery

PHILADELPHIA, Pa.. Dec. 24— There
recently died at Middleboro, Mass., Ellis
Drake at the age of sixty-five years, who
was the inventor of a great range of de-
vices for different purposes. Among the
most interesting, if not the most valu-
able, was the cover for the baseball, which
he designed in 1855, and which was adopt-
ed two years later by George and Harry
Wright, the baseball magnates. As every
one knows, this is a perfect geometric
form and cannot be improved upon. He
neglected to take out a patent on this
discovery because he thought it was too
trivial, but as baseball grew in popularity
he greatly regretted that he had not at-
tended to this little detail, as he never
enjoyed the benefits of his inventive skill
in this direction. Some* of his other in-
ventions, however, were quite profitable.

"A crooked roulette wheel
is not necessary.

"Everybody who knows anything about
roulette knows that every man who plays
it and sticks to it is an idiot. There is
absolutely no way in which the player
can beat the game.

"In the course of the last* twenty or
thirty years I suppose that 1,000 men
have come to me with systems for beat-
ing the wheel. The last man to come
around was a particularly wise guy who
told me he could cipher out by arithmetic,
algebra, trigonometry and conic sections
that he had an absolutely invincible sys-
tem.

"Very gravely I told him that if he had
such a thing he could be a millionaire be-
fore the winter was out. Then I asked
him what his system was. With much
enthusiasm he told me that all one had
to do to beat the wheel was always to
play the second number from the last.

"You never want to argue with one of
these system fiends. You just want to
put their schemes to a practical test.
Other idiots tried that saW thing at
Monte Carlo and Ostend years ago and
went broke, but the young man didn't
know about that, so I told him that I
was very much impressed with what he
had to say, and, if it would work. Iwould
see what could be done toward capitaliz-
ing it.

"I suggested, therefore, that we take a
stroll around to a house not far from
where I live and see how the thing would
work. When we went hi I had a little
talk with the proprietor of the place, and
it was arranged that I should try the
system with real money, and my own at
that, all I lost to be returned to me at
the end of the play.

Tried the System
"We tried out the system very thor-

oughly for about three hours, in which
time I lost about $3,000. The young man
•went away saying that there was some
slight flaw which he would correct and
come around again. I haven't seen him
since.

"As everybody knows who knows any-
thing about wheel playing, the percentage
against the player on a so-called thirty-
six-inch wheel is 5 5-19."Any sensible gambler knows that with
such a percentage in his favor he is bound
to get the money in the long run. either
from individual play s or from the gross
number of individual players. Therefore,
it la not worth the bother and the chance
of getting caught at it to have a crooked
wheel- .

"In gambling houses run by pikers in
the West and by Western pikers in the
East, where if a player bets more than
50 cents on a color he imagines he was
betting a fortune, I have seen wheels thatwere not on the level. There are various
devices for making a wheel crooked, but
the ones that are used most often, when
they are used at all, are the so-called elec-
tric devices and the fly-out pin.

"An electrically crooked wheel is one
in which the groove arov.nd which the ballspins is strongly magnetized, while the
ball is of steel, thinly coated with a whiteglaze. When the electricity is turned on
the magnetised groove will hold the ball
until the current is turned off. Then it
will quickly drop into a certain pocket.

"But it will only work as to the num-
bers. If your bet is down on a number
and the corresponding number on the
wheel happens to be near the croupier, it
is possible tn drop the ball into that
pocket; but the electrical contrivances
not sure enough on the colors to work
once out of two dozen times.

"The flyout pin is an arrangement by
which a little steel pin is inserted in the
groove on the outer edge of the wheel,
connected by a wire or cord with a draw-
er near the croupier, and the attempt is
made by pulling the wire or cord to divert
the ball from the pocket into which it
would naturally fall.

Fall In Lona Run
"You can readily see that such devices

as these must fail in the long run. and
are too absurdly trivial to be seriously
considered. Furthermore, the makers of
roulette wheels in this country and abroad
are reputable business n*en who often
manufacture toys as well as roulette
wheels, and they would no more turn out
crooked products than they would crack
a safe.

"The daddy of all manufacturers of rou-
lette wheels was William Dorsey. of Paw-
tucket. Dorsey had an interesting his-
tory.

"Years ago he was tried, convicted and
sentenced to the Wethersfield penitentiary
at Wethersfleld. Conn., for forgery. He
served his time and after he came out it
was found that he was absolutely inno-
cent of the crime.

"My recollection is that he was a book-
keeper or accountant before he served his
term, but he never went back to his old
business. For reasons best known to
himself he learned the painter's trade
after getting out of the penitentiary, and
conceived the notion of painting the colors
on roulette and faro cloths.

"He was the first one who ever did it,
and no one ever knew the art as he knew
it, except as he taught it to them. Let
me say, in passing, that the numbers on
roulette wheels are not painted on the
cloths used In Europe at all. The numbers
are burned .in, while, of course, the red
and black colors at the sides of the table
are painted. It is only here in America
that each one of the thirty-six numbers
is painted red or black.

Cost of Wheels
"Roulette wheels and tables cost any-

where from $250 to $300. The composi-
tion chips to go with them cost $35 per
1,000, and the ivory chips $400 per 1,000.
I think Canfield is the only gambler in
the United States who ever used ivory
chips.

"The wheels made in Paris are, in my
opinion, better than any American wheel,

because the disk and cylinder are both
made of steel, which is not affected by
weather conditions, as are our' own
wheels.

"Every wheel turns on a diamond-
pointed shaft, which rests upon a steel
plate, and shaft and plate are both as
hard as steel can be made. I have seen
wheels that would revolve eighteen mln-

"While various firms or Individuals
make the wheels, there are only two
places in this country where the cloths
can be painted. These are the shops of
the men who were apprentices to old man
Dorsey. and he taught them the art of
painting the round disks in the thirty-six
squares, with the thirty-six numbers on
them, as nobody else in the world has
ever been able to paint them.

"You will see from what I have said
that a crooked roulette wheel is not only
unnecessary, but is practically an ab-
surdity. As much cannot be said, how-
ever, of faro deal boxes. —New York Sun.

finished in second place. Columbia was
third with s»£ points, as against 4 for
Yale.
