OUT OF TOWN MUSICIANS

Now that the kaiser has become a col-
laborator in the production of an opera,
the world would hardly be surprised to
hear next that he is going to do a whcle
opera—libretto and music—all by himself,
Maybe he will conduct it, too, or assume
one of the vocal roles. In that case will he
be as liberal as he was recently when he
invited the audience at the first produc-
tion of Leoncavallo’s ‘‘Roland of Berlin"
to gfzplaud or hiss as they pleased, re-
gar

ess of his presence, or will he follow-

the example of Nero and compel the
whole audience to-be his claque on pen-
alty of being accused of ‘‘Majestatsbe-
leidigung?” However that may be, never,
surely, has a composer of Leoncavallo's
humble rank been so favored by good
luck as he has ever since the Kkaiser sug-

-gested an operatic subject to him, and

helped to construct the libretto. How much
he helped may be inferred from the re-
mark attributed to the ecomposer at the
erformance that his royal patron should

ve received at least a quarter of the
applause. But the Kkaiser - himself ap-
plauded, on his feet, and of course, his

146 invited guests, who constituted the
greater part of the audience, applauded
also, frantically, knowing that their royal

host was Leoncavallo’s collaborator, that
he had spent $24,000 on the staging of the
opera, and personally superintended the
rehearsals. The Italian composer can
hardly be so green, under these circum-
stances, as to take the applause he got
on Wednesday night as a sincere verdict
on the merits of his new opera.

. The Oratorio soclety’s annual ‘“Mes-
slah” performances, at Carnegie hall, on
Friday afternoon, Dec. 30, and Saturday
evening, Dec, 31, will fall nearly on the
thirtieth anniversary of the society’s first
presentation of Handel's masterwork.
That event took place Christmas night,
1874, under Dr. Leopold Damrosch, the
society being then in its second sSeason.
The soloists were Miss Abbie Whinnery,
Miss Anna Drasdil, George Simpson and
A. E. Stoddard. “The Messiah” has been
sung every year since at Christmastide,
sixty-five times imall. The Caecilia So-
ciety of London sang it at every Christ-
mas season for seventy years, from 1791
to 1861. The Oratorio society’s soloists for
the coming *““Messiah” concerts will be
headed by Mme. Ella Russell, the Ameri-
can soprano, whose highly successful ca-
reer has been made almost wholly in
England, where she is an important mu-
sical figure.

“With Dvorak in Bohemia' is the title
of an extremely interesting article by
Harry Pattison Hopkins in the December
Musictan.  Dvorak told Mr. Hopgins that
when the invitation was sent him offering
the directorship of the National Conserva-
tory in New York, he was so undecided
that he finally had to put the matter to
a family vote. Calling his wife and fam-
ily into the garden, they were all made to
assemble round a table beneath a large
tree. He then -explained the nature of
the engagement, and listened to the opin-
ion of each, even down to his little three-
year-old daughter. “That settles it,”” he
exclaimed, after the council had been held,
“the majority wishes to go to America.
I shall write a letter of acceptance to Mrs.
Thurber immediately.”

The Italian publisher, Sonzogno, who has

twice been offered and paid large prizes
for the best operas submitted in a com-

petition (Mascagni’'s “Cacalleria Rusti-
cana” was the first winner), has now come
to the conclusion that the lack of good
librettos is one of the principal causes of
the scarcity of good new operas. He
therefore now offers two prizes of 25,000
and 10,000 francs for the best two librettos,
which must be in several acts.

Orchestral novelties are scarce in Ger--

many, and it is therefore not surprising
that Richard Strauss’ grotesquely named
“Domestic Symphony” (which, as we
hear by private wire from Berlin, is real-
ly intended as an illustration of the fall
of Port Arthur) should be on the schemes
of most German orchestras. The Musical

Courier hears that it is to be produced
this season at Barmen, Essen, Hamburg,
Mayence, -Amsterdam, Vienna, Prague,

Basle, Cassel, Bremen, Dortmund, Frank-
fort, Munich, Berlin, Magdeburg, Weimar,
London, Paris, Brussels, Bologna and
Stockholm. After its first performance
in Dresden, one critic wrote that “the
fugue, which is supposed to represent a
domestic quarrel, suggests rather a fight
between baboons and animals of prey in a
tropi forest amid the wild cries of
counfless exotic birds.”

One reason why good operettas are so
scarce today is that most of the com-
posers take no pains to do their best,
They would do well to read Findon's Life
of Arthur Sullivan. It includes, among
other things, a facsirsile page of “‘essays
in rhythm.” This contains eight examples
of rhythmic experiments of the song.
“Were 1 Th?v Bride,” furnishing interest-
ing proof of Sullivan’s painstaking care
in the all important matter of perfect ac-
centuation of words in their musical set-
