VASHINGTON, D. C., Jan. 5.—The
American forestry congress today held
the most important of its five- day’ ses-
sions. The morning ‘meeting was de-
voted to discussions of the relation of
railroads and the forest. The afternoon
proceedings consisted of a special ses-
sion marked by addresses by President
Roosevelt, the
members of both houses of congress
and representatives of educational,
lumber and live stock interests. Pres-
ident Howard Elllott, of the Northern
Pacific, presided at the morning ses-
sion.

Charles . F. Manderson, general so-
of the Chicago, Burlington &
Quincy and former United States sen-
ator from Nebraska, spoke of the enor-
mous demands for ties. He said the
annual expenditure for this purpose is
$45,000,000, which is exclusive of. the
labor employed and the cost of local
transportation. - He urged the repeal
of the timber and stone land sale act.
President L. E. Johnson, of the Nor-
folk & Western railroad, declared that
it was ‘impracticable for railroads 1o
hold forest lands for future supplies of
timber. Herrman von Schrenk, of the
bureau of forestiry, detailed the good
results already announced in’the’ :

Young Man and Two Girls -

The first witness at the afternoon
session was Joseph Polta.

He said he was ac-
companied by two young women, Miss
Francis Roesch and Cecilia Martinka,
and first heard cries from the dental
parlors when he was in front of the
New Ulm Post building. A chair was
heard to fall in the dental parlors. The
trio walked past the foot of the stairs
leading to Dr. Gebhard's office. The
sounds were- similar to those which
,would come from a patient having a
tooth pulled. The witness testified it
was about 9:30.when he first heard
.these sounds ard while they were
standing in front of the Review: office
they observed Brooks and Cavanaugh
go up the stairs leading to Dr Geb-
hard’s office.

During the ecross- examinatlon thn
young' man’s movements that evening
were traced. He first entered Kretsch'
saloon on North street at 6:30," and
remained until 9:05, when he came out
and met the young women on Minne-
sota street.

NO SHIP SUBSIDY

SoSay Minority Members as to
E Merchant Marine

WASHINGTON, D. C., Jan. 5.—The
report of the minority members of the
merchant marine commission has been
prepared. by Representative Spight, of
Mississippl. It eliminates the subsidy
“feature of the bill' introduced by the
commission, but otherwise is identical
with the majorlty report it is not be-
lleved that party lines will be drawn,
‘though the declaration is made that a
determined fight will be made against
the bill.

The report advocates the diserim-
inating duty policy as a substitute for
direct government aid for American
