But if British Cabinet Is Defeated It
Will Be Another Matter

IvONDQN, Jan. 24.—Home Secretary
Akers-Douglas, speaking at Dover to-
night, announced that unless the gov-
ernment should be defeated there will
be no dissolution of parliament. The
government, he said, has no intention
of making an appeal to the country till
the end of its term of office.

Sladowich
was transferred from New Orleans to
Ellis island five months ago. He de-
clares the charges were based on spite
and have no foundation ijifact.
