tioned ' than. their patriotism. But
there have been and are now men sit-
ting in the body whose patriotismis in
their purses, who owe their certificates
of election to the complacency of party
_bosses whose political guesses they
backed, or who used even more ques-
tionable means to procure their places.
‘When the United States senate was at
its best members of that body were
abdve the suspicion of venality.
Among its members were big-brained
men who were not free from the vices
that marked their times, but at no
s time in the past did two members of
the body lie under indictments brought
against them for prostituting their
high office for pecuniary gain, while a
third held his seat because of a legal
technicality that frees him from crimi-
nal prosecution.

Senator Cockrell has been highly
honored and has reflected honor upon
the body of which he was a member.
His posttion is such that he can afford
to choose his associates, and while there
are men in the senate association with
whom .would honor the most distin-
guished citizen, still the status of the
senate is not such as would lead a man
who has tasted all-the joys of public
life to make' a sacrifice to return to it.
It is not a case of sour grapes with the
Missour{ senator. A man might easily
have.a higher “ambition in these days
than a seat in the United States senate.

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 RATE FXING POWER

Court Holds Adversely in Case
of Classification of Hay
and Straw

CLEVELAND, Ohio, Jan. 27.—Judge
'Wing, of the United States circult
court, today handed down a decision in
the test case brought by the interstate
commerce commission against the Lake
Shore and other railroad companies to
compel the latter to restore hay and
straw from the sixth to the fifth classi-
fication in freight rates.

Judge Wing’s decision is in favor of
the railroads and he orders the case
dismissed with the costs assessed
against the interstate commerce com-
mission. .

-In March, 1903, various railway com-
panies announced that thereafter hay
and straw would be carried as fifth,
instead of sixth class matter,

The interstate commerce commission,
as a result of hearings before it in
Chicago and Washington, decided in
favor of the hay and. straw shippers
and the railways were instructed to re-
store such freight to the sixth class. '

The railroad eompanies refused to
comply with the order, and the inter-
state commerce commission brought a
test case suit against the Lake Shore
in the United States district court for
the northern district of Ohio with a
view to determining whether or not its
findirgs could be enforced.

In his decision, Judge Wing said:

“I find that the order as an entirety
is beyond the power of the commission
to make and therefore is not a lawful
order, and is mot an order which this
court is empowered by the statutes to
enforce. The action of the railroads in
establishing the freight classification
was purely voluntary on their part and
was not required of them by law. The
public classifications were merely the
means that the railroads employed to
comply with the interstate ¢ommerce
commission’s rule relative to publish-
ing freight classifications. It is unde-
niable that the commission has not the
lawful right to fix freight rates on rail-
roads. That is admitted.” __

The court then went on to say that
the action of the compmission in order-
ing a change in the freight rates
amounted to fixing those rates. As
such it was unlawful, he declared.
