SHORTS FORCED TO
COVER AT A LOSS

The Bears Sold Themselves

Into a Hole at the Begin-

ning of the Week

Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce. Jan.
28. —The market for wheat this week has
been active, the week opened with the
bears very aggressive and hammering the
market to a standstill, but they paid dear-
ly for becoming too bearish, as they have
had to cover at a good-sized loss. Prices
recovering a full 4c from the' low point
and closed the week strong and within %c
of the top price for the week. The situa-
tion has been certainly very strong from
a bull standpoint. The main feature be-
ing the heavy flour sales of the Minne-
apolis millers and the exceptionally strong
cash wheat market at all points, especial-
ly here, No. 1 northern advancing to lc
under May. No. 2 northern to 4<§>sc un-
der May and the lower grades are up 5®
10c from what they were a week ago and
very strong at the top price. Both local
and outside millers being active bidders
for what wheat that is coming in.

\u25a0Receipts are running light and millers
have been compelled to go to the terminal
elevators for wheat to grind, the elevators
this .week having sold close to 1,000,000
bu of No. 3 wheat to be loaded out, and
with continued light receipts the coming
week there will have to be further pur-

chases of terminal wheat. \u0084The interior
millers are taking almost enough to take
care of what has been coming the past
two days, and with still lighter offerings
they will be able to take it all if they
are allowed to take it away from the local
millers, but before they can do that they
will have to pay a pretty good price. The
wheat movement from the farmers is run-
ning extremely light and the country ele-
vator movement is practically »ver, coun-
try elevators now holding very small
stocks. St. Louis and Kansas City re-
port a strong demand, and with prices
several cents .higher they are also tak-
ing out elevator wheat at both points to
fl)l sales, their receipts being practically
nothing, not averaging over 30 cars a day
for each city.

There has been no very pronounced
movement in the market by the large
operators, they seem to be satisfied to let
things take their course for the present.
The break early in the week shook down
about all the long wheat that was hejd
by small traders and also some by the
weak-kneed bulls. If the market con-
tinues strong they will"want to replace
this wheat on any little break. Quite a
little of it was replaced during the last
two days of the week. The news from
Wall street is that the bull crowd there
are standing pat on their lines, this makes
a very congested condition in the market,
especially at Chicago, and it is not dif-
ficult to advance prices sharply whenever
it suits the minds of the manipulators.
They seem to be selling some on the hard
spots and replace it on the weak spots,
keeping their lines practically intact all
the time. John W. Gates, the acknowl-
edged head of the bull pool, in an inter-
view at Chicago the past week, says that
they are going to keep their wheat and
take the delivery in May. If they should
do this there is no telling how high they
can. put the price. Wall street operators
are not the ones to let a good thing go by,
and if the price gets high enough to suit
them, they are likely to iniload as much
as they can without breaking the market.

The following items are pieces of news
that will probably prove interesting to
readers interested in the markets:

It is reported Secretary' Shaw is, has, or
will recommend the admission of Manitoba
wheat for seed purposes free of duty.

Do not believe it cuts any very, large fig-
ure. The farmers sold their wheat any-
way as it was not fit for seed and trusted
to providence to get them some for seedsome way. The admission would be
hedged with so many restrictions it will
be hard to make any" capital out of It.

Chicagc^—lt is the current report that aleading biscuit and baking company this
week made contracts for 200.000 barrels
low grade flour with Minneapolis millers,
delivery to be extended over specified
time. This will probably be denied by bothparties and strenuously by the millingin-
terest. Nevertheless I believe it is true
and that it explains in a measure the 10
cent advance in low-grade wheat in Min-
neapolis in the last few days.

"The feeling in wheat is so undecidedthat the average operator may feel himself
Justified in holding aloof until he can see
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which way the market is going to turn,"
said a prominent operator last night.
"But the fact that he rather is disposed
to expect a break than an advance by no
means proves him to be right. On the
contrary, it may be said that almost every
rise in our market is effected in the faceof local bearfshness, and the market now
is so extensively short as to make it com-
paratively easy for the long interest to
work for a bulge whenever the conditionsseem to warrant the exertion. It is quite
possible for the long interest to get tiredand let go. but I think It is far from like-ly and believe I cannot do better thanpoint to the fact that $1.25 per bushel
has been reached and passed several timesin the experience of the trade when therewas not nearly as much reason for a bull
movement as there is today, nor as much
capital at command for the manipulation
of the market to a very high range ofprices."

THE IRON TRADE

RUSSIA'S TROUBLES
REPRESS MARKETS

Choatic Conditions In Czar's
Empire Are Widely

Felt

Special to The Globe
NEW YORK. Jan. 29.—The New York

financial situation has been more or less
affected by the outbreak in Russia. For
a period It was impossible to tell what
would be the extent, and consequences of
an uprising- which has long been feared,
and which has not yet by any means- cul-
minated. The fact, however, that the gov-
ernment at St. Petersburg had taken rig-
orous methods of suppressing disorder,
and with considerable success, tended to
partially restore confidence; and there was
much less uneasiness in the latter part
of the week than when the outbreak first
began.

It is quite premature, however, to as-
sume that the trouble is over. While the
final outcome is beyond human foresight,,
it is practically certain that the enlighten-
ed political freedom which Russia needs
and must have for her natural develop-
ment is only deferred and cannot be post-
poned indefinitely. Whether ft will be
obtained by peaceful or by revolutionary
methods remains to be seen. The czar, a
humane but weak ruler, is unfortunately
under complete control of the bureaucracy,
and no concessions of importance are ex-
pected at present from that quarter. The
revolutionists, which include all classes
from anarchists to the zemstvos are a
body thus far incapable of organization
and entirely lacking in abie or forceful
leadership. Such being the case, the gov-
ernment may be able to maintain order if
the army continues loyal; but the whole
situation is highly volcanic and contains
all the elements of a great revolution—
the natural uprising of a long-suffering
people who have been held down by the
iron rule of an arbitrary and autocratic
government. Evidently the time has come
for the Russian people to rise up and as-
sert their human rights, to be more in
keeping with this enlightened age. The
czar should not hesitate to liberalize gov-
ernmental methods for the benefit of the
people and so restore contentment and
make his subjects truly patriotic.

Such chaotic conditions must exercise
a repressing influence upon European
\u25a0bourses, Paris being the center of interest
from the financial standpoint. Frenchholdings of Russian bonds are said to ag-
gregate about $1,800,000,000, which have
only been saved from sharp depreciation
through the most powerful support on the
part of the great European Bankers. Un-
fortunately, short sales have been made
illegal, and the means of support adopted
instead may well be likened to the dam-
ming of a stream, which only intensifies
the flood in case of a break. Parisian
bankers, however, have been unquestion-
ably strengthening themselves, and much
of the gold withdrawn from this and other
markets during the past few months has
gone to Paris for the purpose of giving
support where most needed, and more
seems likely to follow. Whether bankers
who recently took the Berlin issue, and
those who are expected to take the forth-
coming- issue at Paris, will succeed in find-
ing a market for these new issues re-
mains to be seen. In any case the situ-
ation is a delicate one and requires closewatching.

The most hopeful aspect of the whole
question is the probability of the Russo-
Japanese war coming to "a speedy close.
Russia is evidently unable to carry the
conflict to a successful issue, her credit
being threatened and her troops being
needed at home to prevent dissolution of
the empire. This crisis permits an hon-
orable retreat. If such be the outcome,
it will largely counteract.- temporarily at
least, the effect of Russia's internal trou-
bles. The stoppage of the enormous
waste of life and capital which the war
involves would- be an immediate relief to
the international money markets; while
the subsequent restoration of vast terri-tory and immense populations to the more
beneficent influences of commerce will
rapidly restore confidence and stimulate
industry in all parts of the world.

The great value to all civilized nations
of the open door of the far Bast and the
Integrity of China, both of which would
have been destroyed by. Russian success,
is not yet fullyappreciated except by the
few. Japan has fought and won a war
that will benefit other nations equally
with herself, and the United States will
not be the least thus advantaged, thanks
largely to our able and farsighted sec-
retary of state, John Hay.

The local-situation is good. Large rail-
road earnings and bank clearings both
testify to the heavy volume of business
in progress. Farmers North, South, East
and West are unusually prosperous. Man-"
ufacturers are generally well employed,
and the great iron industry shows an al-
together unexpected degree of activity at
this season, having booked-orders in ad-
vance that will keep furnaces and mills
busy for several months to come. There
is, consequently, no diminution of earning
capacity in sight for either railroads or in-
dustrials. The only drawbacks are that
good dividend paying stocks seem exceed-
ingly high, and the investment demand is
abating, although desirable bonds still
find ready buyers. Such conditions divert
attention from established dividend pay-
ers to those which have recently entered
the dividend list, or to those which have a
good chance of so doing if present pros-
perity continues.

Speculation has, consequently, been
most active in these two classes of stocks,
and operations were thus confined to a
few specialties manipulated by their re-
spective cliques. Money rates continue
easy and gold shipments had litte or no
influence. Bankers look for easy rates
right along, this being one of the strong-
est inducements for the holding of stocks.
Bullish enthusiasm had been materially
cheeked by recent events and a moderate
decline followed; but there is a general
indisposition to part with stocks while the
situation at large is so satisfactory, par-
ticularly as any improvement in the Rus- .
sian situation or a genuine peace move-
ment would impart additional strength to
the market. Vice versa, aggravation of
revolutionary symptoms in Russia would
induce fresh selling, especially abroad.
For the time being legislative movements
at Washington are overshadowed, al-
though an extra session for the purpose of
railroad and tariff legislation is probable
next October. As said in our previous ad-
vices, no radical legislation seems likely.

. CHICAGO. Jan. 28.—Conditions in thebituminous industry in the West appear
to nave undergone no change the pastweek notwithstanding there was severe
weather on Tuesday, followed by a heavy
snowstorm and blizzard on Wednesday.
At the leading markets there is too muchcoal on track and it would require at leasta fortnight of severe weather to bring
about a recovery in prices which wouldput them on a fair basis. Retailers' stocks
of bituminous coal at nearly every point
are large for this season of the year;
pressure is being exerted by selling agents
to increase them or at least to get the
dealers to take in more coal; the railroadsare not in the market for any larger ton-nage than is called for on their contracts,
so that the outlet is not as good as isusually experienced, while the overpro-
duction keeps prices down to a low basis
and the market in a partially demoralized
condition.

In the western anthracite trade thei-e
has been little change from last week.
Orders on Monday and Tuesday were very
light with most of the shipping companies
reflecting the mild weather of the pre-
vious week, and showing what always
happens at this season of the year, that
the dealer trade is on a hand-to-mouth
basis. Following the 15th of January deal-ers usually keep their stocks to conserva-
tive limits for fear of carrying coal into
the new year. Accordingly, after severe
weather there is a heavy run of orders
from this source, while during mild
weather the volume of business diminishes
to a noticeable extent. Apparently ship-
ments from the -collieries are coming
through in good time, rail transportation
being much .more satisfactory than that
usually experienced at this season.—Black
Diamond.

REPORTS OF OUTSIDE MILLS
Special reports from forty-two North-

western mills (outside of Minneapolis and
Duluth) with a total capacity of 32.225
barrels, show that the week ended Jan.
21 they made 122,078 barrels of flour (rep-
resenting the consumption of approxi-
mately 641,000 bushels of wheat) against
138,636 in the corresponding week of 1904.
Foreign flour shipments in the same week
were 3,247 barrels against 16.634 a year
ago.

The week was a monotonously dull one
with about all "outside mills. Buyers
are bearish in their views and taking flour
only in small and scattering lots. With
those who have flour coming to them
slow to order it out, mills very commonly
lack enough business to run on, and hence
work not much over half capacity. They
are much out of line for foreign business.

Millfeed is not in over brisk demand,
and prices are 25c per ton lower.Reports received weekly from "outside
mills," giving their output and exports,
