Ernest Gehrman, who was a passenger
on the car most active in the oollision,
states that he was standing on the back
platform and that the force of the shock
threw him against another part of the
car and then into the street. He sus-
tained a fractured rib and other injuries
and shock which he believes will perma-
nently incapacitate him.

Charles E. Stiff, a passenger on the
same car, suffered in much the same way,
although he asserts his injuries were more
severe and he asks for damages in the
sum of $8,000.

NORMAL BOARD ASKS
RAISES FOR CHIEFS

Wouid lncrease\ Pay of Pres-
idents of State Schools
for Teachers

The state normal board vesterday
appointed Directors S. G. Comstock
and J. L. Washburn -as a committee
to draft an appropriation bill for sub-
mission to the legislature, which,
among other current expenditures,
will allow $500 increase in the salaries
of the normal school presidents and
will provide for repairs to school
buildings for the next two years.

The question of a general pro rata
division of the profits of the legisla-
tive land grant of 225,000 to the
board came up for discussion. .

Would Divide Grant

Director Comstock read a communi-
cation from State Land Commissioner
S. G. Iverson, advising an amendment
to the state land grant act be sought
which would allow of a general divi-
sion of the profits of the grant on a
basis of the maintenance expense of
each school. A motion embodying this
advice was adopted.

The committee appointed to investi-
gate the question of the overcrowded
condition of the St. Cloud school re-
ported. Director Comstock said that
he had found the overcrowding SO ex-
treme as to demand an appropriation
for the erection of a new model school
building in addition to the present
equipment, and a resolution asking an
appropriation of $35,000 for the erec-
tion of a new dormitory building for
the Duluth school was also adopted.

Remember the Firemen

The report of President Shoemaker,
of St. Cloud, upon the destruction of
Lawrence hall by fire was read, and
the board passed a resolution of
thanks to the St. Cloud citizens for
their kindness in that emergency. A
resolution to ask the board of control
to turn over to the firemen’s relief fund
of St. Cloud the sum of 3100 as com-
pensation for services rendered was
also adopted.

A motion providing for the current
expense alllowance of the Moorhead
school to be raised $1,000 and made
$20,000 was adopted, as was a motion
to accept a $500 bond of Agnes Glotz-
back, accounting officer.

The board held an afternoon and a
morning session at the old capitol, ana
after final adjournment visited the
new capitol, ‘'where members of the
board held a conference with Senator
R. B. Brower, of the senate finance
committee,

URGES AN INSTITUTE

lseatce Pieads for Training of
Sunday School Teachers

W. C. Pearce, secretary of the In-
ternational Sunday school, at the third
session of the Sunday school institute,
which was held in the First Baptist
church last night, gave a complete his-
tory of the Sunday school hmovement
and brought his point home to the au-
dience by comparing the condition of
the Sunday schools of St. Paul with
those in cities where there is a cen-
tral Sunday school organization, and
asking why St. Paul did not have such
a society. g

He opened his talk by saying that
Japan was as nearly Christianized as
it is today not because of the mission-
aries who labored with the adults, but
because of the mission schools which
were started there fifteen years ago,
and which have made Christian men
and women out of the Buddhist chil-
dren of the country.

He described the work of the world
society in the far East, gnd of the in-
ternational sociefy of which he is sec-
retary, which sends lecturers to every
state, territory and province in the
United States, Canada and Mexico; of
the Minnesota society, which sends
representatives far up into the woods
of the northern part of the state and
into farming communities of the south-
ern part, and of the work which might
be done by a county organization, such
as Cook county, Illinois, has,

He said that at the first call for a
meeting of Cook county Sunday school
superintendents, five years ago, he had
three responses, while at last year's

meeting he had 500 men and wo6men
present. He sald that the Sunday
school teachers of this ecity did not

know how to teach; that they did not
know how to get at the children, nor
to hold them once they had them, and
asked why it was that a city like Fargo
could have Bible classes of seventy
while St. Paul had Bible classes of
seven.

on the committee.

At the afternoon meeting Mr. Pearce
spoke on the lesson and on Sunday
school management, and Rev. Willard
Fuller spoke on “The Teacher's Call-
ing.”

CARS IN” COLLISION

Freight Cars Crash Into Pas-
senger Train

A serious collision between a run-
away freight train of the Wisconsin
Central and a Great Western passen-
ger train occurred near the Jessamine
street bridge early yesterday morning.

The freight train was pulling up the
steep grade near the bridge and had
almost reached the top when eight of
the rear cars broke away from the rest
and started bacliwards down the in-
cline. A Great Western passenger
train, No. 4, due at St. Paul at 8:05,
was standing at the foot of the grade,
in response to a signal, and was wait-
ing for the freight to switch at the top
of the hill.

The train was directly in the path
of the runaway cars, which were
heavily loaded.

The
coach was used as a buffet, and fortu-
nately was unoccupied at the time of
the collision, but the passengers in the
other cars received a severe jolt and
some of them were badly bruised by
being thrown against the seats.

The accident was due to the break-
ing of a coupling pin, which snapped
short as the train reached the top of
the grade. The rear freight car was
badly damaged, the entire end being
ripped off and the car knocked off the
trucks.

Traffic was delayed for some time by
the accident.
