SCENE 1 CAUSED
BY SENATOR BARD

Indian Trust Funds Said to
Have Been Used for Sec-
tarian Purposes

WASHINGTON, D. C., Jan. 31.—Sen-
sational disclosures Jn relation to the
alleged use of Indian trust funds for
the support of sectarian schools were
made today by Senator Bard in a state-
ment to the senate committee on In-
dian affairs.

Senator Bard addressed the commit-
tee after statements had been made by
S. L. Brosius, agenrt for the Indian
Rights association, and Francis E.
Leupp, commissioner of Indian affairs.
The senator said that he had been vis-
ited by Dr. F. L. Scharf, an agent for
a Roman Catholic mission seciety, and
asked to use his influence with Re-
publican members of congress looking
to, forwarding the interest of Catholics
in getting a diversion of Indian trust
funds for the support of Catholic
schools on the reservations. He quot-
ed Dr. Scharf as saying that if the Re-
publicans would agree to bring about
the desired legislation the Catholics
would see that twenty congressioral
districts in which the Republicans were
weak were carried for the party. Dr.
Scharf was said to have given the
names of the districts, together with
the number of Catholic voters in each,
and names of the priests who would
look after the agreement and deliver
the necessary votes to carry the dis-
tricts.

Thought It Purely Political

Senator Teller questioned Senator
Bard as to his construction of the of-
fer of Dr. Scharf and received the re-
ply: “I thought it purely political,
itmd at the time placed little credence
n it” e

Senator Teller said that If it was
proved that the statement of Dr. Scharf
was made_in earnest there was more
cause to complain of the interference
of the Catholic church than of the
Morinon church in the political affairs
of the country.

The remarks of Senator Bard at-
tracted attention to letters that had
been put in the record by Mr. Brosius.
Among these were a number from
priests in relation to the use of Indian
trust funds. Two of them alleged that

the president was favorable to the di-"

version of the funds for the promo-
tion of the Catholic schools on the
reservations. Mr. Brosius was ques-
tioned as to the date of these letters,
and said that the correspondence he
had been able to get hold of indicated
that the interest of the Catholic church
developed during the recent campaign.

President’s Ground of Action

The views of Mr. Leupp were that,
as he understood it, the contracts with
the sectarian schools were made pur-
suant to» an order of the president,
based on an opinion from the attorney
general. He said that the president
doubtless would welcome a judicial
definition of the status of Indian rights
in such matters. The irrevocable set-
tlement of the question of the limita-
tions of the government’'s authority as
trustee of the Indian funds in the Unit-
ed States treasury, he said, was in the
highest dogree desirable. He advocat-
ed legislation for the individualizing of
the funds of the several tribes, still
keeping their control in the hands of
the government, but opening a sep-
arate account with each Indian who
now is entitled to an undivided inter-
est in any tribal fund. A particular
object to be“gained by the individual-
Ism of the trust funds, he said, is to
enable each Indian to sav for himself
how the income from his share shall be
expended in the education of his chil-
dren.

In addition to the charge that Ro-
man Catholic schools have received
98 per cent of the money expended
under contracts made by the Indian
commissioner, Senator Bard said
that he had been approached by a rep-

resentativeg of a Catholic association
with a prdfise of carrving a certain
stated number of districts in Cali-

fornia for him in return for his influ-
ence in bringing about a continuance
of such favorable contracts.

Bard Gives Details

Senator Bard was asked to give a
detailed account and he filed with the
committee a statement covering the
conversation and alsq a list of the dls-
tricts the Catholic assoclation proposed
to carry for him. He then discussed
the statement of S. M. Brosius, agent
of the Indian Rights association. and
quoted from a circular issued by M. K.
Sniffen, secretary® of the association,
charging that the discrimination in fa-
vor of Roman Catholics was by direc-
tion of the president.. Senator Bard
said that he attached great importance
to the act of congress of June §, 1897,
which declared that it was “the set-
tled policy of the government to here-
after make no appropriation whatever
for education in any seetarian school.”
Tke senator stated that he had been
informed that there was no record at
the interior department of authority
for the diversion of these funds to the
support of Catholic missions, but he
had the statement that it was done on
an oral order, which agents of the In-
dian Rights association allege to have
been issued by the president.

It was the sentiment of the commit-
tee that at the next meeting an amend-
ment would be offered to the Indian
appropriation bill prohibiting in the
future the use of the Indian trust funds
in the manner charged. Senator Bard
sald that he had been informed that a
very small percentage of the Indians
interested gave their consent to the
application of their funds to the support
of sectarian schools and that a large
majority of the Indians were com-
municants in the various Protestant
churches located within the reserva-
tions.

SENATOR IN THE FACE

Riley Tries to Get Even for What He
Calls a Deep Injury

SPRINGFIELD, Il., Jan. 31.—Sena-
tor Daniel A. Campbell, Republican
leader in the sena#®, was struck in the
face by ex-Senator Riley in the upper
house of the legislature after adjourns
ment today. Two of Senator Camp-
beil's colleagues, Mueller and Brown,
and the sergeant-at-arms ejected Riley
from the chamber and placed him un-
der arrest. Riley has had grievances
against Senator Campbeli

ecclesiastical and legal. He states that
he is actuated by a desire to prevent
further scandal to the Episcopal
church. Dr. Irvine charges that mon-
ey and influence were used by Bishop
Talbot to block his efforts to bring the
case before an ecclesiastical court.
He adds:

“I do not know what else can
done with Rishop Talbot, who has
brought such a scandal upon the
church and such a scandal upon oth-
ers, but to forgive him, and 1 here-
with freely and without ,reservation
offer him full and free pardon, as if
we were standing on the last great

be

day before the judgment throne of
Christ.”

Dr. Irvine declares he was “not
charged with either “crime” or “im-
morality” in the presentment which
Bishop "Paylor signed against him,

and he asserts that neither word was
uttered by Bishop Talbot's lawyer
during the ecclesiastical trial of the
deposed priest. He says he was
charged with “conduct unbecoming a
minister of this church,” which has
since ceased to be an offense in the
disciplinary canons, One of the speci-
fications under this offense was that
Dr. Irvine had circulated false reports
regarding Mrs. Emma D. Elliott, but
the specification was nolprossed and
Dr. Irvine claims he was deposed be-
cause he offended Mrs. Elliott and had
not taken the blamme of her excommu-
nication on his own shoulders. Con-
cerning the civil suit recently entered
against Bishop Talbot, Dr. TIrvine
said:

“Bishop Talbot has twice evaded the
service of a summons in this city. If
he were not guilty he never would
have run away, but would have court-
ed an investigation to the finish. Dr.
Irvine’s only object has been to get
vindication. Never have there been
more sincere and heroic efforts made
on the part of any man to show the
church and the world that he has been
falsely accused and unjustly treated
than by the writer of thisarticle” (the
Upjohn letter), says Dr. Irvine. “Never
have there been more deliberate lying,
improper influence, intrigue, as well
as the vile use of money and power,
than have been called upon to shield
wrongdoing and to hide the light from
the public.”

Proposes National Labor Temple

WASHINGTON, D. C., Jan. 31.—The
Central Labor union of this city has
appointed a committee of twelve mem-
bers to consider plans for the erection
in this city of a iarge national! temple
dedicated to the labor of the country
and to serve as a meeting place for all
labor bodies and for the general use of
trades unions.

Labor Bureau Changes

WASHINGTON, D. C., Jan. 31.
After twenty years' service as United
States commissioner of labor, Carroll
D. Wright retired today. He goes to
Worcester, Mass., to assume the presi-
dency of Clark college. His successor,
Dr. Charles P. Neill, of this city, will
take charge tomorrow.

REFORM THE POLICE

New York’s Mayer and Citizens
Are Co-operating

NEW YORK, Jan. 31.—Police Com-
missioner McAdoo sent to Mayor Mc-
Clellan today a memorandum embody-
ing suggestions for legislation to re-
form the police force. The commis-
sioner’s principal suggestions are:

The establishment of a sort of court-
martial for the trial of policemen, from
the findings of which there shall be no
appeal to civii courts; bestowal on the
police commissiorer of power to punish
captains and other officers with re-
duction of rank and salary; the police
commissioner to have power to retire .
on his own order officers over age; the
commissioner to have power to comn-
pel the attendance of citizens in all
cases to show failure on the part of the
police to enforce the laws; the aboli-
tion of the private detective bureau
and the creation of a new one under a
chief of detectives, with four branch
offices.

In compliance with Mr. McAdoo's sug-
gestion the mayor will send the com-
munication to the committee of citi-
zens considering the matter of police
reform.

ALBANY, N. Y., Jan. 31.—President
Austin G. Fox, of the New York citi-
zens' committee, today announced the
committee which he was directed to
appoint by the meeting held in New
York for the investigation of the New
York police force. The nine men named
are: John G. Milburn, Elihu Root,
Isaac N. Seligman, W. M. Church Os-
born, Jaceb H. Schiff, George McAne-
nick, Henry Deforest Baldwin, James
McKenn and Austin G, Fox.

WANTED TO “SQUARE
FELLOWS UP STAIRS”

New York Coroner Is Tried on Charge
of Attempted Bribery

NEW YORK, Jan. 31. — Testifving
before a jury in the court of gemeral
sessions today, Benjamin Reas, a law-
ver, declared that Coroner Moses Jack-
son, who is on trial charged with at-
tempted bribery, asked him for $500
in connection with the case of his cli-
ert, Dr. J. W, Alexander, saying it was
needed to “square the fellows upstairs.”
The “fellows upstairs,” the witness ex-
plained, were the men in the district
attorney's office.

Assistant District Attorney Charles
Chadwick testifed that Coroner Jack-

son asked him to fix the testimony
so that the coroner could discharge
Dr. Alexander, and Jackson had said

that in future cases they could get as
high as $2,0000 The money, however,
was never paid to Chadwick, who add-
ed that in his regotiations with Jack-
son he was obeying instructions of the
district attorney’'s office.

Postmasters Warned

WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 31. —
Postmaster General Wynne has noti-
fied John G. Capers, Republican na-
tional committeeman of South Caro-
lina, that postmasters in that state will
be dismissed from the service if in the
future they pay the expenses of dele-
gates to poiitical conventions. This
action has been approved by the presi-
dent and cabinet. In principle, the dec-
laration of Mr. Wynne wijl apply to all
other states where such methods are
practiced.
