PIONEER WOMAN
DIES AT HER HOME

Mrs. Thomas McMahon, an Old Resi-
dent of St. Paul, Stricken >

Mrs. Ellen McMahon, wife of Thomas
McMahon, for nearly half a century a
resident of St. Paul, quietly died at her
hgme, at 325 South Franklin street, at
10:30 o'clock last night. Mrs. McMa-
hon had been ill for less than a week.

Mrs. McMahon was seventy-two
vears old. She was born in County
Tipperary, Ireland, in November of
1832. She came to this couniry in
1854 and to St. Paul in May of 1857,
where she was married to Thomas Mc-
Mahon on Oct. 19, 1860.

Mrs. McMahon lived with her hus-
band and three sons, M. J. McMahon,
deputy clerk of the board of public
works; Joseph A. McMahon, until re-
cently connected with the Lehigh Val-
ley Coal company, and Robert Mec-
Mahon, with the American Tobaceco
company. Thomas McMahon was for
a number of years a member of the St.
Paul police force and is now retired.
One daughter, Mrs. Patrick Corcoran,
survives her mother,

The funeral will be held at the late
residence Saturday morning at 10:30.
Mass will be said at the Cathedral, of
which church she had been a mémber
since her arrival in St. Paul. The re-
mains will be interred at Calvary cem-
etery.

Vagrant Headpiece Leads to Assault

SCHOOL DIRECTORS
~HOLD BLSY SESSi

Whittier School Plans Ac-
cepted for Four Room
Addition

Plans for a $16,000 addition to the
Whittier school, submitted by Mark
Fitzgerald, were adopted by the school
board at a meeting held last night.

The plans are for a four-roomed wing
to be erected upon the -property owned
by the board at the west end of the
present structure. ' The specifications
are not now fully complete, but will be
S0 in a short time. Bids for construc-
tion will be advertised for, probably
within the next ten days, and ground
broken for the work in the early spring.
The new wing will be in readiness for
occupation at the opening of the fall
term. The rooms provided for in the
plan will be 27x35 feet. With this ad-
dition the school will open the next
school year with a twelve-room build-
ing. .

‘While the board was in session word
was received of the destruetion by fire
of St. Joseph church, Virginia avenue
and Carroll street, the basement of
which was used as a parochial school,
accommodating some 200 scholars. A
motion was immediately passed ex-
tending a hearty invitation to all par-
ents whose children were so left out
of school to enter them at the public
schools of their respective districts.
Supt. Smith stated that ample accom-
modaiion was available in Neil, Web-
=ter and McKinley schools,which would
likely receive the greatest number of
applications,

Need More Time

The real estate committee asked and
was granted more thme for the selec-
tion of a site for the new Seventh ward
school. It is understood that the mem-
bers of the committee, as are the mem-
bers of the board, are divided in their
opinion as to how far out the site
sheuld be located.

Communications from Messrs. Arthur
B. Driscoll and C. W. Gordon were
read, asking that the new Seventh
ward school be called the “George R.
Finch school;” but, in view of the fact
that the site had not yet been chosen
the matter was laid upon the table.
Several other communications were
read meeting various fates. Supt.
Smith and Principal E. V. Robinson
were granted leave of absence to at-
{(end a teachers’ convention in Milwau-

ee,

The superintendent’s report embody-
ing the following statistics was adopt-
ed: Whole number of pupils enrolled
for the month of January, 24,242; aver-
age daily attendance, 21,823; whole
number admitted, 25,922; number of
new admissions, 265.

Will Reduce Force

CITIZENS AROUSED
10 MICHAEL’S AID

Many Mass Meetings Called to
Consider Trolley Tax
Question

With the next conference between
the general committee of the common
council and the officials of the street
railway company but a week distant,
supporters of the course which Cor-
poration Attorney Michael is advocat-
ing regarding the enforcement of pay-
ment by the street, railway company
of the"5 per cent gross earnings tax are
redoubling their efforts to secure a fa-
vorable report from that committee.

Heavy pressure is being exerted by
both factions to reach their ends. A
city official, whose experience in mu-
nicipal affairs reaches over a long

riod of years, said yesterday that it
agasgdnot vglthln the time of his mem-
ory that so much public interest has
been manifested in the disposition of a
question relative to public service cor-
porations while it was yet entirely in
the hands of a committee with only ad-
visory powers.

The supporters of the corporation at-
torney in his desire to carry the ques-
tion of the validity of the tax into the
supreme court, realizing that the fine
points of the argument are to be sifted
out in committee meeting, and that
much will depend upon that commit-
tee’s report, are exhausting all the
means at- their disposal In an effort to
make that report favorable to their po-
sition. " "And, at the same time, realiz-
ing that the question must come soon
before the council for the decisive ac-
tion, they are leaving no stone unturn-
ed in their efforts to be assured that
the matter will receive favorable treat-
ment at the hands of that body.

Many Mass Meetings

" The Delfef, which seems to be daily
growing in strength among the people,
if not among the courcilmen, that the
street railway company should be made
to pay the gross earnings tax, will find
voice-during the coming week in many
mass meetings. Ward improvement as-
sociations, political clubs and trade or-
ganizations are arranging for halls, for
speakers and for dates upon which to
hold these meetings. All are anxious
that the meetings shall be held before
next Tuesday, the day of the confer-
ence,

The statement made by Ald. Mathias
Bantz, in.a printed interview, to the
effect that he believed that the people
of his ward, the Eighth, wished the
council to compromise the matter with
the street railway company, and that
he would so vote, has so aroused
Eighth warders that a mass meeting
will be held in that ward on either
Monday. or Tuesday evening of next
week,

President F. M. Dolan, of the Eighth
Ward Improvement association, under
which organization’s auspices the
meeting will be held, is confined to his
room with an attack of the grip, but
he said last evening that as soon as
he was able to be about, which he
hoped would be in the course of a day,
he would consult members of the as-
sociation’s executive committee re-
garding dates and speakers, and that
a call for the meeting would probably
be issued either Friday or Saturday.

“A great many residents of the ward
have expressed themselves to me since
Ald. Bantz's statement of position was
published, and all with whom I have
thus talked have declared themselves to
be astonished that our representative
should take a position which he knew
to be against the best interests of the
city and directly the opposite of his
constituency's wishes.

Approved Michael's Course

“At a meeting of the improvement
association held in December the mat-
ter came up for general discussion and
resolutions expressing the strongest
approval of Corporation Attorney Mi-
chael’s proposed course of action in the
matter were drawn up and passed
without a single dissenting vote. I
don't remember whether or not Ald.
Bantz was present at that meeting,
but if he was and voted on the
proposition he must have voted for it.
Anyway, he must know of the action
which we took in the matter. A copy
of those resolutions was sent to the
corporation attorney.

“I am confident that, if the weather
is favorable when the night of the mass
meeting arrives, it will be attended by
one of the biggest crowds in the history
of the Eighth, and that resolutions will
be passed by overwhelming majorities
which will cleagly define the position in
the matter of the ward voters to Ald.
Bantz and every member of the city
couneil. ~That is the best we can do,
and if Bantz doesn’t realize that he is
standing in a position very distasteful
to his ward, and does not get in an-
other position before the council vote
is taken, I would not be surprised to
See a second mass meeting held and
resolutions passed intimating to the al-
derman from the Eighth that his res-
ignd(idh" Yrom the board of aldermen
:\‘onld uot plunge the ward in mourn-
ng.

“The opinion of almost everyone out
here with whom I have discussed the
subjett Ix that the things which the
street railway company have offered to
do, in case the fight for tax collection
is stopped, are merely things which are
necessary for them to do in any in-
stance. It is about the same proposi-
tion as a farmer's plowifig his field in
the $pringtime. The street car com-
pany seems to want the city to hand
them 35,000,000 in exchange for a mere

smile, figuratively speaking.
I would not attempt to
Bantz's position, and I am fearful that
he will not undertake the task in the
ward megeting.”

LAY NEMBERS STIR
UP LIVELY DEBATE

Belated Code Causes Some
Heated Discussion in
House

A. J. Rockne’s point of order saved
the house yesterday from a count of
noses on the procedure to obtain in
the house's treatment of the statute
revision code.

The lay members of the house were
prepared to force to a vote & D. Pe-
terson’s resolution calling on the as-
signmeat of the chapters of the code
to twelve committees of the house, of
which two members of the judiciary
committee should be on each commit-
tee. The judiciary committee had an-
ticipated the storm, and had reported
to the house twelve chapters of the
code with the amendments offered by
that committee. The amendment were
ordered printed in the house journal
that , members might compare the
amendments with the original chapters
of the code. But the laymen were not
satisfied.

G. W. Armstrong, of Hennepin, had
attempted to make a speech in oppo-
sition to the procedure by which the
house was walting for the reports on
the code, but he had been ruled out of
order by N. F. Hugo, the speaker pro
tem, and W. B, Anderson, chairman of
the judiciary committee, was recog-
nized to report progress on the code
by his committee. Mr. Anderson re-
ported chapters 2, 3, 17, 18, 20, 22, 24,
45, 46, 51, 57 and 110, with amendments
to the chapters. . Mr. Anderson declar-
ed that there was nothing to prevent
the house from passing bills not affect-
ing the code.

Armstrong Talks Out

G. W. Armstrong exhorted the house
to get down to work. “°f we are here
for @ purpose, let us find out what that
purpose it,” he said. “Two years ago,
under an organization that was a
stench in the nostrils of so many good
people, we accomplished things. 1Is
the revision to take up the entire ses-
sion? If we have got to revise and
codify, as it seems we must, it will
take up all our time. I have received
letters and protests as to the chapter
on municipal courts. I haven't time to
investigate all the special laws affect-
ed. T have not received a large salary
for this work.” .

W. A, Nolan moved the adoption of
the Peterson resolution, and this was
W. P. Roberts’ cue to rebuke the lay
members who had found fault with
the judiciary commfttee. He charged
that the lay members had not accept-
ed invitations to meet the subcommit-
tees and to make suggestions.

“The members of the subcommittees
are working hard,” the Minneapolis
lawyer shouted. “They are putting in
full day's work and now you want to
add to their labors by making them at-
tend the meeting of the house subcom-
mittees. How much work would we
do if we had a half dozen men who do
not know anything about law buzzing
araund. The revision code will be
worth a million dollars to the state in
five years, if adopted. This is worth
more than all other considerations. But
don’t play baby. Quit growling and
help the subcommittees.”

Denies the Insinuation

Mr. Peterson declined to be consid-
ered in the baby class, and insisted
that every committee was entitled to
the same consideration given the ju-
diciary committee. He charged that
the judiciary committee had not kept
its promise to invite co-operation of
othgr members.

W. A. Nolan took issue with the ju-
diciary committee that it had extend-
ed a general invitation to the laymen
to participate in the code consideration.
“The committee had said ‘we have got
this code in hand and are competent
to handle it It is now the fifth week
of the session and we want (o go to
work. We don't want to stop their
work, but we want to accomplish some-
thing.”

A. J. Rockne raised the point of order
that since the code was still in the
hands of the judiciary there was noth-
ing before the house for discussion.
W. B. Anderson made an impassioned
speech for the judiciary committee. He
said the code was a work of great
magnitude and could not be reported
out in a week or ten days. The com-
mitteemen had worked night and day
and had given up all their private
business and abandoned their families.
“I am willing you should have the code,
but I can’'t understand the motive of
these attacks on the committee,” he
said, and promised to be able to report
the entire code within a week.

The speaker sustained the Rockne
point of order and shut off debate when
a dozen members were on their feet
striving for recognition.

Problem Is Solved

Burdette .Thayer offered a resolution
calling on the standing committees to
report out the bills now in their pos-
session. His resolution was regarded
as a counter-irritant to the Peterson
resolution. A few moments Ifter Mr.
Peterson sent a substitute resolution
to the desk, calling on the judiciary
committee to distribute among the
standing committees of the house the
chapters reported, but that the judi-
ciary should retain possession of the
code. Mr. Anderson promptly accepted
the resolution and it was passed unani-
mously. It was regarded as a fortu-
nate solution of what promised to be a
showdown contest between the factions
in the house.

The judiciary committee will report
fifteen chapters of the code, with
amendments, to the house this morn-

gl‘he J. B. Kelly resolution, providing
for a flag to be draped back of the
speaker's desk, was unanimously car-
ried. A resolution presented by A. Han-
aford, of Wright, that bills of a general
nature, and those carrying appropria-
tions, be printed upon their introduc-
tion, went to the committee on rules. A
resolution amending the rules to re-
quire bills to be reported out by the
committee to which they have been
assigned, within fifteen days, also
went to the rules committee.
