President Wil-
liam Whitman, who presided, declared
that the association was against a re-
vision. Mr, McCleary said:

If the people of the East put wool on
the freec list, we of the West will put wool-
ens on the free list. day you put
hides on the, free list, we will put the fin-
ished product on the free list.

Sergius’ Influence Supreme

ST. PETERSBURG, Feb. 2.—The
current gessip that Mr. Bouligan, for-
merly governor of Moscow, will suc-
ceed Prince Sviatopolk-Mirsky in the
ministry of the interior, is another
straw tending to confirm the surmise
that Grand Duke Sergius is the domi-
nant influence in the grand ducal fac-
tion. The appointment of Gen. Trep-
off to the governor generalsnip of St.
Petersburg, and he was Sergius’' nom-
inee, narrowed the power of the minis-
ter of the interior, and, it is believed,
precipitated Prince Sviatopolk-Mir-
sky’s resignation. That another Mos-
cow man and a Iriend of Grand Duke
Sergius should be picked to receive
this portfolio indicates a growing ap-
preciation of the influence of the em-
peror’s uncle,

The retirement of Prince Sviatopolk-
Mirsky has been officially announced.
M. Durnovo, former minister of posts
and telegraphs, becomes acting minis-
ter of the interior. The gossips are
saying that Emperor Nicholas has of-
fered the portfolio to M. Witte. Prince
Sviatopolk-Mirsky's desire to retire
had been known for weeks, but the
form of the announcement of his res-
ignation, without the usual imperial
rescript, is popularly accepted as a
reprimand. Among the extreme reac-
tionaries and even among some of the
more moderate conservatives Prince
Sviatopolk-Mirsky has been blamed for
having from the very outset of his ca-
reer encouraged all sorts of liberal as-
pirations which, being impossible of
immediate realization, brought the
present storm about the head of the
government.

Employers Give Ultimatum

ST. PETERSBURG, Feb. 2—The
association of St. Petersburg manu-
facturers has adopted the following
resolutions:

All points of the men's demands con-
cerning the eight-hour day, participation
of the men in fixing pay for piecework and
regulation of the internal workings of
factories, ete., shall not be discussed, but
submitted to the minister of finance with
a view to their settlement legislatively.
Regarding special demands advanced at
the different works, discussion is inadvis-

able till the men have resumed work.
Recoguizing that the men were drawn
inte the movement by other than

economic  causes, the association unani-
mously voted that no mutual bitterness
exists, and has, therefore, decided to meet
the workmen, not to apply the penalties
for wasted time, not to endeavor to dis-
cover the instigators and leaders of the
strike, or to employ special measures
against them, but “to collect funds for
the support of the families of the victims;
and in this respect to make no difference
between voluntary and coerced strikers.
