Jury in Slander Case Returns Verdict

SECOND COLD WAVE
REACHES_ST. PAUL

Weather Man Promises Long
Drop in Mercury Before

Weather Changes
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The cold wave predicted by the
weather man is here.

The wave arrived late yesterday aft-
ernoon and made a noticeable differ-
ence in the temperature, sending the
quicksilver down from 20 degrees above
to the zero mark in short order. About
3 o'clock in the afternoon the wave
began to close In on the city, and,
borne on the wings of a stiff breeze,
soon was in evidence everywhere. The
mercury dropped so fast it was hard to
keep tab on it, and at 6 o'clock in the
evening was at the zero mark.

The wind accompanying the snap
was a high one, reachhv? a speed of
twenty-eight miles an hour several
times during the day and intensified
the cold. Many of the old timers free-
ly predicted a blizzard, but the weather
man said no.

"The mercury will drop to at least
10 degrees - below by morning," said
Weather Observer Oliver last night,

"and there will be a high wind all day.

with possible snow Hurries, but there
are no blizzards billed for St. Paul for
two or three days at any rate.

Started in Canada
The wave was turned loose in the

Northwest and included Canada and
the Western states as it swept along.
St. Paul is not the stopping place, how-
eveF, as the cold snap is reported to be
on a long journey, and is expected to
include the East and part of the South-
ern country before it is exhausted.

Immediately after dinner last night
the mercury began to slip towards the
bottom, although it made spasmodic-
efforts at times to check its fall. By

. 9 o'clock it Jiad passed the 7 below
mark and at 10 whs a trifle under tho
line marked 9; at 11 it was holding
desperately to the 10 degTee line, and
by midnight had been pushed down 13
notches below the dead line. During

the early part of the evening the wind
had a half notion to abate, but later
on thought better of it and tore around
the down town corners at a livelyrate.

It is predicted that the temperature
will be in the vicinity of 20 below at S
o'clock this morning with a high wind
or possibly a light wind and snow.
Should the city draw the full card,
however, it will see one of the liveli-
est blizzards known to the old set-
tlers.

Train service began to suffer yestrr-
ilay. many of the trains being consider-
ably behind time and it is expected that
the condition of affairs will be much
worst today. Late last night neither
the telephone nor telegraph companies
had suffered any, although the high
wind caused considerable worry.

Touches Northwest
That the wave is no half-hearted one

is shown by the reports received by

the weather bureau from the surround-
ing country. At Medicine Hat yester-
day the mercury received a sudden jolt
that sent it headlong towards the bot-
tom of the ladder and did not recover
its balance until it had dropped to 14
below, while at Qu'Appelle matters
were even worse, all the thermometers
in that section of the country agreeing

the temperature was 22 degrees below
zero. Escanaba, Mich., was again
caught in the clutches of the wave and
went up against the frost to* the tune
of 20 below, while at Bismarck, N. D.,
14 below was recorded. Duluth, for
some reason or other, failed to follow
the rest of the bunch and the lowest
point reached during the day was 2 de-
grees above zero. At Moorhead it was
7 below, at Huron, S. D., 8 and at Dev-
ils Lake 10. At Helena Mont., the offi-
cial weather was 6 below and at Havre
6, while Miles City fell 2 degrees short
only being able to force its thermom-
eters down 4 degrees below the di-
viding line.

Canada received the full shock of thewave, the average temperature being
16 below and accompanied by a high
wind. Yellowstone pork and Port Ar-
thur escaped with a slight touch, their
thermometers registering from IS to 24
above.

BANK DIRECTORS MUST

O'Brien 'Amendment
Compromise Resolution on the

Smoke Row Adopted by

Board

A compromise in the terms of the
proposed amendment to the smoke or-
dinance will probably be effected along

the lines set forth by Dr. Ohage's letter
to the board of aldermen on Jan. 5.

In place of the O'Brien amendment,

which provided that smoke could legal-
ly issue from chimneys for periods of
thirty minutes at any time of the day,
a resolution was adopted by the board
of aldermen last night authorizing the
city attorney to prepare an amendment
limiting the time in which the smoke
nuisance would be tolerated to one
hour in the morning and thirty minutes
in the evening.

A resolution was passed authorizing
the issuance of $200,000 worth of cer-
tificates of indebtedness against the
taxes of the current year.

The street railway company was re-
quired, by passage of a resolution, to
issue transfers on the Como-Interur-
ban that shall be good upon any con-
necting or intersecting line between the
corner of Como avenue and Rice street
and Fifth and Robert streets, and also
on the University interurban cars good

at any point between the corner of Rice
street and University avenue and Fifth
and Robert streets.

An ordinance providing that the city

clerk shall have charge of the sale of
bicycle tags, the proceeds of which
shall be used as formerly in the main-
tenance and construction of paths,
was passed.

All telephone and telegraph poles and
overhead wires were ordered to be re-
moved on St. Anthony avenue, between
Rice street and Grotto street, by Sept.
1, 1905. Permits are given the com-
panies to construct underground con-
duits.

The bid of the Review Publishing
company of $3.80 per page for printing
the annual reports of the city was re-
ferred to the printing committee.

The stub ends of Gaultier, Van
Buren and Blair streets at the north
of Como avenue were vacated and will
be sold to the John Martin Lumber
company for $1,000. ,

The extending of the sewer system
in several directions was ordered.

John Strake was appointed sergeant-
at-anna in place of J. C. Cahill, re-
signed.

ITALIAN USES KNIFE
Street Laborer Cuts Foreman

When Discharged

William Meyer. 758 Sherburne ave-
nue, foreman of a street gang employ-
ed on the West side, was badly cut
about the face and neck yesterday aft-
ernoon by an Italian laborer. Meyer
ordered the man to do a certain piece
of work and when the Italian refused
discharged him. This appeared to in-
furiate the man. as he drew a long
knife and started after his former em-
ployer, saying he was going to kill
him.

Meyer giappled with the man and
finally disarmed him, but not before
he had cut him several times about the
face and throat. One cut extended clear
across the front of the throat and the
wound bled freely, but is not deep
enough to result seriously.

REGENTS WANT TO
Rl UNIVERSITY

Ask Release From Board of

Control in Biennial
Report

The biennial report made by the
board of resents of the state univer-
sity to the board of control shows that
during the last three years the univer-
sity has had a steady growth of about
sixty pupils a year and now occupies
third place in point of size among the
state universities of the country. Dur-
ing 1901-2 there were 3,656 students
enrolled in the twelve colleges, depart-
ments and schools of the university, in
1902-3, 3.788, and in 1903-4, 3.846.

California university has the honor
of having more students than any other
university in the country, heading the
list with 3,922, but this includes sev-
eral affiliated departments in San
Francisco which are not directly con-
nected with the university. Michigan

nosed Minnesota out of second place
by having four more students than the
Gopher institution, a total of 3.792. The
end of the list is brought up by North
Dakota, which has only 493 students,
and of these 125 were in the prepar-
atory department.

State Spends Less Money
Another fact is brought out in the

report which is not quite so compli-
mentary to the Minnesota "U." That
is, that the state spends less money
per capita on her university students
than any other state. Ohio heads the
list with $230.54, Indiana is second with
$197.41. and Michigan third with
$186.84. Nebraska is next to the last,
with $138.67. while Minnesota spends
only $127.21.,.

The total of the appropriations for
the maintenance of the university was
$481,900, while the expenditures for the
year were only $463,586.24. The great-
est proportion of this, $329,499.76, was
paid for salaries and wages, the next
largest single bill being $28,443.29 for
fuel.

Want to Lose Board
The report closes with an appeal to

the governor and legislature to have
the university removed from the juris-
diction of the state board of control, as
follows:

A system which is adapted to those
Institutions whose ?hief requirements are
the .shelter, care and subsistence of in-
voluntary inmates, is ill adapted to the
educational requirements of a great and
diversified university; and after a year's
experience of the working of the lawsas now framed, we beg to reiterate our
conviction that the educational manage-
ment and the financial management of
the university are so interwoven that
their separation in whole or in part can-
not conduce to its intelligent, successful
or economical administration; and webeg further to reiterate our conviction
that a non-political board of eminent
citizens, appointed by the governor and
confirmed by the senate, composed ofgraduates of colleges, professional men,
and business men, who shall serve with-
out reward, or the hope of reward, save
only in the consciousness that they are
doing something in their day and genera-
tion, to promote 'the public welfare. • is
best adapted to administer the affairs of
a diversified university.

The history of the old colleges and uni-
versities in this country- and elsewhere, all
of which are governed on this theory, and
their memorable success as shown in the
record of the achievements of their alum-
ni, not only \u25a0 justifies the old way, but
points the danger, in this intensely*com-
mercial age, of trying the experiment of
operating a university, whose scope of in-
struction ranges from the teaching of
the humanities through various grades of
applied science, art and technology, to thesimpler, but not less important, forms of
the Industrial art*, by \u25a0 board of salaried
officials without experience of university
life or work.

Fidelity to our trust demands that
this statement of present conditions, and
of our well considered views in respect
to the same, be made. We most respect-
fully, but earnestly, urge that the uni-versity be restored to Its old foundation,
the foundation established by its found-
ers, and contemplated in the constitution
of the state.

CAME WARDENS PLAN
FINISH Or POACHERS

W. B. Douglas Instructed to

Draft Law That Sounds
Their Doom

As a result of a conference of the
game protectors of three states, held
at the Minnesota capitol yesterday. W.
B. Douglas, former attorney general of
Minnesota, will draw a bill giving five
states concurrent jurisdiction over in-
terstate waters.

The conference continued nearly all
day at the office of S. F. Fullerton,
executive agent of the Minnesota game
and fish commission, and in addition
the game wardens of Minnesota, rep-
resentatives of the game and fish in-
terests of Wisconsin and North Da-
kota were present.

George A. Lincoln, of Dcs Moines,
lowa, game warden for lowa, sent a
letter regretting his inabilityto be pres-
ent, but agreeing in advance to the re-
sults of the conference. A. D. Parli-
man. Pierre. S. D., wrote expressing
his sympathy with the movement and
promising to secure the passage of a
law, to be drafted as a result of the
conference, in the legislature of his
state. C B. Nelson, chief deputy
warden of Wisconsin; Jonas Swenbolt,
of Eau Claire, chairman of the Wiscon-
sin assembly committee on game and
fish, and A. E. Rooth, St. C'roix Falls,
Wis.. were present from Wisconsin.
William Wohlhuter, chairman of the
game committee of the Minnesota
house; Henry Morgan, chairman of the
senate committee for Minnesota; Clar-
ence A. Hale, Bismarck, game warden
Dor North Dakota, and Senator W. E.
•''«'ke, of Wubasha. were in the confer-
ence.

W. B. Douglas, who as a member of
the legislature years ago, drew the
present Minnesota game and fish pro-
tection law, was present and was re-
QUeated to draft the law to be proposed
to the various legislatures of the five
states interested. It is proposed in the
n>'w law to give the game wardens
ton. urrent Jurisdiction from shore to
shore over every part of the waters di-
viding the states, and in this way it
will be impossible for the poacher to
escape arrest and conviction.

Regulations relating to the fisheries
in interstate waters were agreed to
in the meeting yesterday. Lake Pepin
Is the largest body of water between
any of the states. It was agreed to
permit the taking of rough fish with
nets from the waters of the lake, ex-
rept during the closed spawning season,
consisting of March, April and May of
each year. Rough fish include suckers,
carp, buffalo, sheephead, gar, eel
pouch, dogfish and redhorse.

The license fee for fishing with nets
in Lake Pepin is to be determined by
the bill to be drawn by Mr. Douglas,
and is to be supplemented by the en-
acting of a bond from the licensee. On
conviction of a violation of the terms
Of the license, by the finding of game
fish in the possession of the fishermen,
the license is to be canceled forthwith,
the bond forfeited and the offender
subject to criminal prosecution. Nets
are to be prohibited on the Red River
jof the North* dividing Minnesota ami
North Dakota; on Big Stone lake. l>. -
tween Minnesota and South Dakota:
on Spirit lake, between Minnesota and
lowa, and on St. Louis river and the
St. < 'roix river, between Minnesota and
Wisconsin. Netting, under the condi-
tions imposed on fishing in Lake Pepin,
is to be permitted on Lake St. Croix,
between Minnesota and Wisconsin.

The game and fish committees of«the
Minnesota lcglila\uig will ask for the
enactment of the Douglas law as soon
as it is drawn by its author.

TIMBER THIEVES ARE
MARKED BY GOVERNOR

Message Will Ask Legislature

to Appoint Special Assist-
ant Attorney General

Gov. John A. Johnson will recom-
mend to the legislature today that an
assistant attorney general be named
either by election or appointment for
special work in prosecuting timber
trespass cases.

The governor was in consultation
yesterday with Attorney General E. T.
Young regarding the two reports sub-
mitted by S. T. Johnson, as public ex-
aminer, just before his retirement from
office. While neither official would di-
vulge the contents of a message which
the governor is expected to transmit to
the legislature today, covering the
Johnson reports, it is said that the sug-
gestion will be made that a special at-
torney general's assistant be secured
for detail on timber trespass cases.

State Auditor Iverson, who is criti-
cised in the Johnson reports for alleged
dereliction of duty in permitting tim-
ber operations after the life of timber
permits had expired, has already asked
the senate and house for an investiga-
tion of his department. The communi-
cations have been referred to the com-
mittees on public accounts, but until
the reports were regularly before the
legislature there has been nothing on
which to base the investigation. It is
expected that Gov. Johnson will send
the two reports, with his recommenda-
tions, to the legislature today.

P. N. Dickson. assistant attorney
general under the Donahower admin-
istration, has been spoken ef in con-
nection with the appointment, if the
suggestion of the governor is carried
out. The office is contemplated as a
permanent position, the special attor-
ney being engaged in an advisory ca-
pacity with the state timber board.

MONSINGER ARRAIGNED

ot disappointment, started T>ack to theprison.

Later in the afternoon Daniel Law-ler. one of the attorneys, visited Can-non in his cell and discussed thechances of his securing- a new trial.His attorneys have not as yet an-
nounced what action they will take
in this respect, but it is rather believ-
ed that they will be content with the
verdici as it stands and appeal to the
court for leniency in pronouncing sen-tence, which, under the verdict, may be
a term in the state penitentiary offrom five to twenty years.

Harry Cannon was Indicted upon a
charge of murder In ihe second d<for the killing of his friend, Percy
Young-, on the night of Christmas day,
1904. The trial consumed three days
and in it the attorneys for the defense
sought to show that the killing ofYoung w-as done In self defense. County

liberate upon the matter then- trouble
was only in agreeing upon the ••of guilt to attach to the crime. Two
or three of the jurors are said to have
voted for conviction upon the original
indictment, murder in the second de-
gree.
