WASHBURN FAVORS
ABSOLUTE FREE TRADE

Minneapolis Member Discusses the
Zelch Memorial to Congress

\V. D. Washburn Jr., the Minneap-
olis member of the legislature, in an
interview yesterday, took advanced
ground for absolute free trade between '
the United States and Canada.

•Canadian reciprocity," Mr. Wash-
burn declared, "has been without re-
sult othet than to prevent any break
in the tariff wall now separating the
two countries."

Mr. Washburn was absent from the
lU'U^e SuJLurday when the Zelch memo-
rial to congress, protesting against the
drawback system for Canadian wheat
manufactured in American mills, was
passed.

"I wanted to vote against the prin-
ciple of the drawback," said Mr. Wash-
burn. 'So far as the millers of Minne-
apolis are concerned, they might have
preferred to have the drawbacks, but if
the farmers of the Northwest are op-
posed to them, they do not care to op-
pose the farmers in the slightest de-
gree.

"I should like to see absolute free
trade between Canada and the United
States. While I have always favored
Canadian reciprocity, I do not think
that there can be any final outcome in
our Canadian relations short of abso-
lute free trade."

CONVICT DECLARES THE
JURY WAS PREJUDICED

Charles Crawford Asks New Trial Aft-
er Serving One Year

On Saturday of this week Judge
Brill will hear arguments for a new
trial from the counsel for Charles
Crawford, convicted and now serving
a term of five years at Stillwater for
swindling a Washington government
clerk out of $500. The grounds are that
the jury was unduly prejudiced against
the defendant.

It was thought that Crawford's mo-
tion to be allowed to present arguments
for a new trial would be overruled on
account of the fact that he has already
served so much of his term in the pen-
itentiary, but Judge Brill ruled that his
attorneys had a perfect right to pre-
sent any new grounds for a retrial of
the case. Crawford is serving the first
year of a' five-year sentence.

From that time Miss Mendia- has
been absent and her friends are un-
able to locate her.

The manager of the'company. E. J.
Hassan, declares that he knows no rea-
son why the young woman should
voluntarily absent herself and points
out that she had little money with her
at the time and a full week's salary
due yesterday. He still has her salary.

Miss Bayer says that Miss Mendia
has been despondent and blue at vari-
ous times during the past week, and
that she acted strangely Sunday and
Monday. The manager says that the
young woman was correct in her hub-
its, did not drink and attended strictly
to business since she joined the com-
pany in Pittsburg eight weeks ago.
She had only a few dollars in her puree
at the time of her disappearance, but
carried several fine diamonds on her
person.

She is described as being about
twentyifive years of. age, five feet tall,
weight 110 pounds. When she was laet
seen she worn a blue gown made in a
blouse effect. She had on gray musk-
rat furs and a small round blue velvet
hat.

She had received no mail or tele-
grams within two days as far a» could
be determined. She was married to
Albert Euker, of Baltimore, about three
years ago. At that time she was ;i

member of the same organization play-
ing here now.

She has a little daughter eighteen
months old and constantly wore a
picture of the little girl. It is said by
several of her acquaintances in the
company that she had pined for the
baby ever since she started with the
show.

Miss Mendia has an aunt, Virginia
Reeves, who is at present playing with

apolis. It was at first thought that the
missing woman had gone over to Min-
neapolis to see her aunt, but inquiry
developed the fact that Miss Reeves
knew nothing of her whereabouts.

JAiL FOR TRESPASS
Stringent Timber BUI Before

Legislative Committee

R. H. Jefferson, of Cotton wood, made
an impassioned speech before the com-
mittee on state lands, in. session at the
Ryan hotel last night,-in advocacy of
his bill o make more stringent the
laws relating to timber trespassers.

The bill includes h provision for giv-
ing one-half the fines collected to the
persons furnishing the information on
which the convictions are obtained, and
makes the punishment of willful tres-
pass $100 fine or ninety days imprison-
ment.

"For fifty years the lumbermen have
made fortunes out of the state pine,"
said Mr. Jefferson. '"They have strip-
ped and robbed the whole country, and
if anybody has any apology to make for
a bill which will stop them I would
like to hear it. They have robbed the
state since it was a state.

"Southern Minnesota has suffered
losses to its school fund because it sup-
posed that timber trespasses were un-
avoidable. When a saw log floats onto
a meadow and the farmer takes the
log and converts it into lumber, the
law is plain enough, that is larceny.
But when a lumberman, strips a whole
school section of its pine, that is tres-
pass and there is no punishment for
it. My bill follows the plan of the
state to detect horsethieves. There' Is
no reason that lumbermen should be
exempt from the plain provisions of
the law. The excuse that their axe-
handles were too long and they stray-
ed ever onto adjacent sections will not
go any longer."

Marcus Lauritsen suggested that the
penalty provision of the law be made
mandatory on the trial judge. 'All
right," said Mir. Jefferson, "make it a
straight jail sentence upon conviction.
I would rather send them to jail than
to congress."

State Auditor Iverson joined in the
debate. "You can't make the penalties
too severe," he said, "except that by itsown weight you might make the Jaw
inoperative. I hope the Jefferson- bill
or something equally good wiW • be
enacted into .law at this session to pro-
tect the state's timber interests."

A Convicted Murderer Jumps

From Train, but Is Over-
powered

O. A. Hammerberg, on his way to the
Stillwater penitentiary to serve a life
sentence, bolted when he saw the
gloomy walls yesterday and grave Sher-
iff Emil Nelson, of Two Harbors, a
momentary fright.

Hammerberg was convicted last
week at Two Harbors of murder in the
first degree, in having killed Andrew
Blom, a few miles north of Two Har-
bors, last October.

In charge of Sheriff Nelson he was
being conveyed to the penitentiary to
begin his life sentence, and when the
train reached Stillwater Hammerberg
made a desperate attempt to escape.

The sheriff stepped oft the train to
assist his handcuffed prisoner to alight.
Taking advantage of the situation,
Hammerberg threw himself from the
train and made a break for liberty.
Fortunately for the sheriff, the man
slipped on an icy walk when less than
fifty feet distant, and Nelson and
County Attorney B. F. Fowler, who ac-
companied him as a guard, closed In on
the prisoner and overpowered him.

Ten minutes later Hammerberg was
safely inside the jjrison walls.

The prisoner, like his victim, is a
wood.sn.l3n, and b\it little is known
of his antecedents. Since his arrest it
has been learned that he has a wife
and children In Sweden. He lived for
a time in Minneapolis.

Whipped Cream Causes Illness

BARRELS Or BEER
DESTROYED BY EIRE

Flames Gut Warehouse and
Bottling Works of Blatz

Brewing Company

The local warehouse and bottling
works of the Val Blatz Brewing com-
pany, at the John street levee, was de-
stroyed by fire last night, entailing a
loss of between $5,000 and $6,000, which
is almost entirely covered by insur-
ance.

Nine horses stabled in the building
and several delivery wagons were sav-
ed from the flames. Between three and
four carloads of^barreled and bottled
beer, large quantities of empty bottles
and cases, together with all the furni-
ture and fixtures in the office and ware-
house were ruined.
- Fire was first observed at about
10:30 o'clock in the evening by railroad
men from the yards of the union depot.
An alarm was immediately turned in,
but the fire was gaining such headway
that the police, aided by bystanders,
broke in the doors of the stables and
led the frightened horses out of their
smoky stalls, before the fire depart-
ment arrived on the scene.'

Much trouble was experienced in
securing enough water at first, and it
was some time before the firemen were
able to get more than one stream turn-
ed dfc the flames. In the meantime Hie
fire was making rapid headway in the
old building, which is of frame con-
struction, covered with galvanized iron,
and threated the destruction of the
Pabat Brewing company's warehouse,
which joined the structure. Aided by
a favorable wind, the firemen were able
to keep back the flames until several
other lines of hose were brought Into
service and numerous streams of wa-
ter were playing on the fire, which was
soon brought under control.

Immediately upon the arrival of the
fire apparatus it could be seen that the
Blatz warehouse was doomed to de-
struction, and the entire energy of the
department was devoted to preventing
the fire from spreading to adjacent
property. In this they were signally
successful.

Mr. and Mrs. Lewis re-
covered after suffering for several
hours. As no canned meat or canned
vegetables had been eaten, the family
is of the opinion that the whipped
cream was the only article partaken
of which could have been the source
of infection.

TO FIND IB CLIENT

Joel E. Gregory Accuses Trol-
ley Company of Spiriting

Man Away

Last December a jury in the district
court heard evidence in the case of
Charles L. Boogren. suing the St. Paul
City Railway company for $10,150, and
was unable to agree upon a verdict,
it being said, when, after twenty-

six hours in the juryroom, it reported
a disagreement, that one juror had
held out in favor of the street railway
company.

Yesterday the case was called for a
retrial in Judge Orr's court, and
and Charles L. Boogren, the plaintiff,
failed to put in an appearance. But
Joel E. Gregory, his attorney, did, and
openly accused the street railway
company of inducing Boogren to leave
the city that the case might not be
tried again.

Mr. Gregory produced an. affidavit
signed by Boogren, in which Boogren
swore that S. E. Mahan. claim agent
for the street railway company had
approached him In a Robert street sa-
loon and advised him to accept $400 In
settlement of his claim. Iri his affida-
vit Boogren says that the claim agent
made this "statement:

"Deponent will never g*t all th«
jury; that there would always be at
least one to hold out in favor of the
railway company."

Attorney Gregory further declared
to the court that he had called at
Boogren's home on Jan. 31 and that ho
had found B. J. Boogren, father of
his client, as much perplexed over his
son's whereabouts as were the mem-
bers of the company for whom Boo-
gTen worked in the capacity of an ele-
vator operator.. The attorney said that it was his
betief that Boogren had been induced
to settle the claim and leave the city
without the knowledge or consent* of
the attorney whom he had engaged.

In answer to these charges N. AL
Thygeson. lawyer for the street rail-
way company, feplied that the com-
pany knew nothing of Boogren's
whereabouts, and that it had evidence
in its possession which Boogren would
be afraid to face in court. He did not
state what the evidence was, and
Judge Orr, upon the request of th*
plaintiffs attorney, postponed the trial
until the April term of court.

Attorney Gregory has declared that
he wili exhaust every possible means
in his power to find his client and
discover the reason for his mysterious
disappearance from the city.

COUNCIL WAITING
FOR ITS ATTORNEY

President Will Call Meeting

When Michael Completes

Trolley Case Appeal

In answer to the question, "Why

doesn't the city council meet and act
upon the no progress' report of the
special committee appointed to investi-
gate the compromises offered by the
street railway company in the matter
of the 5 per cent gross earnings tax?"
put by Thf Globe yesterday, a mem-
ber of the council, who is a prominent
leader of the forces which have led the
fight for gross earnings tax collections,
said:

"You may say that President Haas,
of the common council, will not call
the meeting of the council for some
little time, unless he is forced to do so
upon a call of three of the members.

"The meeting is being purposely
postponed that Corporation Attorney
Michael may have time to prepare the
appeal from the street railway case de-
cision of Judge IxKhr^n. which he will
submit to <he United States supreme
court. The corporation attorney does
not need any further instructions be-
fore he prepares the appeal, all he will
need is its indorsement by the council
after it la prepared.

"Of course it is possible that the
street railway company may present
some new terms of compromises^ that
meeting of the city council. I under-
stand that they contemplate doing this,
but I, for one, and I know that there
are many more with me, would not
countenance any compromise which
did not include the payment by the
company of the 5 per cent gross earn-
ings tax.

"In case that the company did offer
terms of compromise in which the 5
per cent tax was included we would
probably be in duty bound to the peo-
ple to accept that compromise, al-
though I. for one. would rather see the
thing go through to a settlement, to
find out just what rights the city had
with the street railway company.

"It is possible that several members
of the council would be very glad to
jump at any compromise which had
additional terms of compromise added
to the former concessions made by the
company, but they are the members
who naturally side with the street rail-
way company. They are not in the ma-
jority. They might secure a split in
the council, ten votes each way, but
the assembly would go overwhelmingly
against any compromise which did not
include the gross earning tax and I
believe that the board of aldermen
would finally break in favor of the
city."

It is announced that President Haas,
of the common council, leader of the
Democrats in that body, will call a
caucus of the Democratic members to
be held during the last week of this
month for the purpose of nominating
Democratic candidates for the offices
of corporation attorney and of city
clerk. This announcement has caused
some little speculation as to the prob-
able outcome of the corporation attor-
neyship^ It is a well known fact that
members who favor the street rail-
way company have found the present
corporation attorney, James C\ Mi-
chael, a constant thorn in their sides
every time they have attempted to
throw something good to their patron
saint.

They would undoubtedly be glad to
see some one else in Mr. Michael's seat.
But, as a well known Democrat ox-
pressed the situation yesterday:

"The Democrats in the city council
can do nothing else bin nominate Mr.
Michael again. He is the man the
people want to see* in the office and he
will be kept there. There may be a few
soreheads who would like to see him
cut of office, but I believe that, with
possibly one exception, these are all
of some other party besides the Demo-
cratic. Michael will be renomlnated
as corporation attorney and George T.
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Redington will be renominated as city
clerk."

J. D. Armstrong, who has been prom-
inently mentioned for the office of cor-
poration attorney by the opponents of
Mr. Michael, said last night to Th c
Globe:

"Under no condition will I become a
candidate for the office of corporation
attorney against Mr. IHchae] this year.
I think that he is a good man in the
place and he is in the midst of a work
which I would not think of trying to
Interrupt even if I thought it were
possible for me to win against him. I
am not a candidate."

EAGER TO BUY THEM
St. Paul's Certificates of In-

debtedness Sell Rapidly

The gilt-edged character of St. Paul
municipal securities was again dem-
onstrated in the oversubscription to
the $200,000 worth of certificates of in-
debtedness which will be issued today.

The entire issue, which consists of
100 $100 certificates and 380 $500 cer-
tificates, will be parceled out among
150 local investors. The largest amount
invested by any single individual was
$5,000, while the smallest was $100.

An offer was received by the city
comptroller from a New York capi-
talist offering to take the entire issued
Mr. Betz, however, has established a
rule giving preference to local capital.

The proceeds of the sale are needed
at the present time, as the issuance of
many warrants has been delayed on
account of shortage of funds in the city
treasury.
