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BAN TURNS DOWN
MINOR LEAGUE PLAN

Johnson Offers Compromise
Which Is Emphatically
Declined

NEW YORK, Feb. 17.—The American

ague of Baseball Clubs today rejected
the amendment proposed by the National
assoclation, an organization of minor
league clubs, providing for an increase in
payments by the two major leagues for

layers drafted from teams in the minor
eagues.

The National league at a meeting in
Cincinnati some time ago decided to agree
to the proposed change, but the action of
the American league today will have the
effect of preventing any change in the old
drafting price.

Under the old agreement the major
leagues paid $750 for players drafted from
Class A. leagues, $500 from Class B., $300
from Class C. and $200 from Class D., it
being provided that only two players
should be drafted from Class A., although
an unlimited number could be drafted at
the prices named from the other classes,

The National association proposed an
amendment providing for a new class—
Class AA. The price for a drafted plaver
from this class was to be fixed at $1,500,
for Class A., $1,000; Class B., $750; Class
C., $600, and Class D., $400.

. Limited to One

The proposed amendment provided that
only one player should be drafted from
Class AA., and that an unlimited number
should be drafted from the other classes
at_the prices named.

Howard Griffiths, of Jersey City, repre-
senting the national board of the National

association, submitted to the American

Jeague today the proposed amendment and |
received the league’'s answer through

President Johnson, that the league re-

fused to concur.

President Johnson proposed this com-
promise: That the drafting price be $1,-
000 for Class AA. and A., $750 for Class
B. and $500 for Class C. and all other
classes.

The proposed compromise involved that
an agreement that only two men should be
drafted from either Class AA. Class A.
or Class B., or any other class.

Griffiths, who had power to act for the
National association, declined to accept
the compromise.
American league.would agree to act un-
der his proposed compromise scale of
prices for one year, and then if the ex-
periment was not satisfactory, pay the
prices proposed by the amendment. Grif-
fiths, in behalf of the National association,
flatly declined to accept the proposition,

No Change in Rules

The joint committee on rules of the two
major leagues met today and readopted
the 1904 rules. Absolutely no change was
le. The foul strike rule was discussed,
the joint committee was unanimous
in its option that the rule should stand.
The committee consisted of Charles
Comiskey, of Chicago, chaiman; Harry C.
Fulliam, president of the National league;

Of the gross proceeds the national com-
mission will retain 10 per cent for ex-
penses. Forty per cent of the balance of
the gross receipts of the first four games
will be set aside as a pool for the players.
The clubs will get the remaining 60 per
cent. Seventy-five per cent of the peol
will go to the winners and 25 to the
losers. The receipts of the other games
are to be divided between the clubs.
teams will play for a special pennant
and each member of the winning team will
receive an emblem,

The national commission has given per-
mission for local championship series,
providing application is made beforehand
to the commission.

At the American league meeting this
afternoon it was decided to enforce more
strietly the balk rule and to enforce the
rule for level pitchers’ boxes.

The American league was in session for
a brief period tonight and adjourned after
formally adopting the playing schédule.

ATLANTIC PORTS
LOSE HENP TRADE

It Is Being Transferred to Pa-
cific Coast with Aston-
ishing Rapidity

WASHINGTON, D. C., Feb. 17.—The
fears of the Eastern cordage manufac-
turers are being realized. When the
proposition to extend the coastwise
laws to the Philippines was under dis-
cussion in congress, the most deter-
mined opponents of the plan were these
same manufacturers. The real ground
of their protest was that the imports
of Manila hemp would be brought in
through the Pacific ports instead of the
Atlantic, with the result that a cordage
industry in competition with theirs
would be built up on the Pacific coast.
They were aware of the low freight
rate on hemp offered by the Northern
rallway lines and by the American
steamers plying between Seattle and
the Philippines. Bitter attacks were
made by the cordage manufacturers on
James J. Hill in the hearings on the
coastwise law.

It now proves that the fears of the
Massachusetts cordage men were not
groundless. Not only is a new cordage

factory being built in Seattle, but it is |

apparent that the hemp trade is rap-
idly being transferred from the At-
lantic to the Pacific ports. Hemp is
being carried by rail from the North
Pacitic ports even as far East as Illi-
nois. The rates are more favorable.
The imports of hemp from the Philip-
pines iato the United States the last
calendar year were valued at $9,397,137,
as against $11,339,439 in 1903.

Great Falling Off

In 1903 the imports from the Philip-
pines through the port of New York
(mostly hemp) were $6,222,659. In 1904
these imports dropped to $4,405,883. In
the same period the imports through
the port of Boston dropped from
$5,011,063 to $3,135837. That is, al-
though the imports of all merchandise
except hemp at all the ports were val-
ued at only $800,000, the imports of
hemp decreased so sharply at the ports
of New York and Boston that the com-
bined falling off in imports at those
ports was $3,692.002. To put it another
way, the decrease in all imports from
the Philippines last year, as compared
with 1903, was $2,265,686; yet the de-
crease at the ports of New York and
Boston was $3,692,002. Consequently,
there must have been a gain in im-
ports through some other ports, and
these ports are on the Pacific. The in-
crease at the ports of Puget sound and
San Francisco alone amounted to
$1,877,093, and of this gain $1,709,056
was on the sound.

Of all the large customs districts in
1903 Puget sound was at the foot of
the list in imports from the Philippines.
Last year the sound ranked third, New
York and Boston only exceeding it. In
shipments from the United States to
the Philippines last year, New York
took first place, and the Puget sound
district second. The shipments by way
of New York were $3,008268; by way
of Puget sound, $958,898 and by way
of San Francisco, $833,911.
