OUTLAW BRAND 1S
PUT ON CITY PARK

Western Turf War Wiill Now
Go on to Bitter
Finish

CHICAGO, March 6.—All the trainers,
Jockeys and horses that have participated
in the City Park track meeting at New
Orleans were catalogued among the list
of outlaws by the board of stewards of the
Western Jockey club at their monthly
meeting here tonight.

The action of the stewards means that
the war for supremacy between the West-
ern Jockey club and the organization con-
trolled by Edward Corrigan is to be a fight
to a finish and in all probability will re-
sult In the closing of Chicago race tracks
for the season at least. Hawthorne,
which alternates with Harlem during the
summer, is now controlled by Corrigan,
and any owner, jockey, horse or trainer
who takes part in an{ way in the meeting
at the new track at New Orleans will not
be allowed to race on the Chicago tracks
still under the jurisdiction of the Western
club. The intention of Corrigan and his
associates is to bring the horses now rac-
ing at the new track at New Orleans to
Chicago to take part in the Hawthorne
meeting which is scheduled to open in
May. Hawthorne has the sanction of the
Western Jockey club for forty-three days
of racing, but if the owners, jockeys,
horses and trainers now racing at Corri-
gan's New Orleans track are brought here
Hawthorne track will be placed in_ the
outlaw list and the sanction of the West-
ern Jockey club withdrawn.

This is probably what will happen, and
it is the general belief that one of the
Chicago tracks which is still with the old
organization will be given the Hawthorne
dates. Last year Washington Park was
closed because of an ultimatum issued by
Mayor Carter, preventing betting at the
track, and with a fight between Corrigan’s
track and those still members of the
Western Jockey club, the county officials
will probably take action and the final re-
sult will be, it is predicted, that all the
tracks inside the city limits will be com-
pelled to close their gates.

The following persons were restored to
good standing on tracks under the juris-
diction of the Western Jockey club:

Frank Foster and Matt Foster, Jnhes
Gray & Co., owners, and Charles Gray,
jockey, ruled off at Hawthorne last year
for the inconsistent running of their
horses; Joseph Battiste, suspended at
Grosse Pointe, 1903, and W. B. Buchanan,
Jockey, suspended at Harlem in 1903.

GRILLO GETS TOLEDO

ENDS BIG BATTLE

k NEW YORK, March 6. — W. P.
Clough, vice president and counsel of
the Northern Securities company, said
today concerning the decision of the
supreme court in the Northern Securi-
ties case: : -

“Until the decision has been read it
is impossible to comment on the full
meanirg of the dispatch. It looks very.
much, however, as if that ends the
matter. If the decision favors Mr. Hill
it means that the pro rata distribution
will take place. It cannot be stated at
this time when the actual distribution
will take place.”

History of the Case

The Northern Securities company
was formed in November, 1901. Suit
was brought to dissolve the new com-
pany in which the United States was
the complainant. This suit was filed in
the United States circuit court at St.
Louis and in 1903 a decision adverse
to the company was handed down. An
injunction was also granted by this
court forbidding the company to inter-
fere with the roads in which it was
interested; to acquire any more stocks
or to receive dividends on the stocks
already acquired.

This injunction was modified later so
that it was possible for the company
to receive dividends pending the deci-
sion of the appeal which was taken to
the supreme court. The highest court
affirmed the decree of the trial court
and the modifications of tise St. Louis
decree and injunction were wiped out.
This was in March last year,

With this decision against the legal-
ity of the company as a basis the
stockholders of the Northern Securi-
ties at a special meeting called for
the purpose decided to reduce the cap-
ital stock of the company. The plan
adopted by the stockholders was to re-
tire 99 per cent of the stock and make
a pro rata distribution of the assets of
the company.

At this point E. H. Harriman and
Winslow S. Pierce, acting for them-
selves and the Oregon Short Line in-
terests, secured a temporary restrain-
ing order from the New Jersey United
States circuit court. The order forbade
the distribution of the stocks held by
the Northern Securitles company ac-
cording to the plan poposed by Mr. Hill
and the stockholders and urged that
the identical Northern Pacific stock
that they alleged had been contributed
to the company be returned to them.

An appeal from this temporary order
was taken by the company, and Jan. 3
a decision was handed down by the
United States circuit court of appeals
dissolving the injunction and placing
the concerns of the company in statu
quo.

The Harriman party then obtained a
writ of certiorari and placed the whole
case in the jurisdiction of the United
States supreme court.

Question Is Settled

Yesterday's decision of that body af-
firms the action of the appellate court
and settles the question of the right of
distribution under Mr. Hill's plan.

The major part of the assets of the
Northern Securities company consists
of the capital stock of the Northern
Pacific and Great Northern railroad
companies. Roundly the value of the
Northern Pacific stocks was $153,000,-
000 and that f the Great Northern
$123,000,000.

The contention of Harriman was to
be awarded $78,000,000 of the stock of
the Northern Pacific, which would
have been just enough to give him con-
trol of that valuable property.

The total capitalization of the North-
ern Securities compafiy is $395,000,000,
and under Mr. Hill's plan of retirement
it would be reduced to $3,950,000. It
was proposed to return for each 100
shares of the Northern Securities stock
39.27 shares of Northern Pacific and
30.17 shares of Great Northern, which,
with the dividends that have accrued,
amounting to about $400, make up a
valuation of about $16,000 for each 100
shares of stock.

Under this plan Harriman and the
Union Pacific interests would receive a
minority of the capital stock of both
the Great Northern and Northern Pa-
cific, and the Burlington, which was a
component part of the Northern Securl-
ties company, would be detached
and made a feeder to the Union Pacific
system.

This point has been urged as one of
the great and important matters in-
volved in the issue from the viewpoint
of the northwest.

Citizens Are Pleased

The meager report of the coming de-
cision of the supreme.court was
received yesterday in St. Paul and nu-
merous prominent citizens expressed
themselves as being well pleased.
They say that the prosperity of the
great railways is necessary for the
prosperity of the northwest, and that
if they were divided as to ownership
the effect would be uncertain at best.
They say if the Northern Pacific was
allowed to go to Harriman and a con-
tr¥ling interest in the Burlington, the
effect could not be good. In that case
the Burlington could be made a tribu-
tary to the Union Pacific, where it now
supplies traffic for the northwestern
lines, and by doing so would greatly
decrease the well being of this section.

The time when the actual distribu-
tion of stock will commence puzzled St.
Paul citizens somewhat, but the gen-
eral opinion seemed to be that it would
take place in the near future. The
original bill filed by Harriman prior
to the granting of the injunction has
not yet been dismissed, but it is said
that the dismissal of the bill is but the
matter of a few days' time at the most.

The distribution of the stock ac-
cording to Mr. Hill's plan was the
question at issue in the suit, and the
matter of law carried up to the su-
preme court in the injunction proceed-
ings. The court held that the plan
of distribution, was lawful and as the
company had been declared unlawful
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For years has been the leading in-

St. Paul lawyers express the opinion
that the Northern Securities com-
pany would consider the decision in
the light of a mandate to dissolve.

An attorney who has been® connect-
ed with the Northern Securities ever
since its inception had the following to
say as to the decision:

Effect of Decision 3

“The effect of the decision announced
by the supreme court yesterday in the
Northern Securities case was to affirm
the order of the circuit court of ap-
peals dissolving the temporary injunc-
tion issued by Judge Bradford in the
circuit court and to make permanent
the dissolution of the Injunction.

“The suit was brought by the Har-
riman interests to restrain the North-
ern Securities company from distribut-
ing its assets in accordance with the
plan proposed by Mr. Hill and his as-
sociates. The temporary injunction
was issued by Judge Bradford restrain-
ing the distribution according to this
plan.

“The Northern Securities company

appealed” from the order of Judge
Bradford, granting the injunction, to
the circuit court of appeals, which

court reversed Judge Bradford's order
and directed that the injunction be dis-
solved. From this order the Harriman
interests appealed to the United States
supreme court, which court affirmed in
the decision handed down yesterday
the declision of the circuit court of ap-
peals.

“It is understood, of course, that if
the distribution was made in accord-
ance with Mr. Hill's plans he and his
associates would retain control of the
Northern Pacific, Great Northern and
Burlington roads, the fight between the
Harriman and Hill interests being for
the control of thesg roads.

“The contention of the Harriman in-
terests was that they, having turned
into the Northern Securities company
Northern Pacific stock, were entitled
on the distribution, to the return of
the identical stock. If this plan had
succeeded Harriman would have con-
trol of the Northern Paciflc or near-
ly so.

“Mr. Hill's plan is to distribute Great
Northern and Northern Pacific stock
irrespective of the parties whp origin-
ally owned the stock, giving to holders
the Northern Securities stock in ex-
change for their holdings, a fraefion of
a share of Great Northern and North-
ern Pacific for each share of Northern
Securities stock. This plan will leave
Mr. Hill and his associates in control
of the Great Northern, Northern Pacific
and the Burlington railroads.

“It was contended by Mr. Hill and his
associates at the time the decision of
the supreme court was handed down
necessitating the dissolution of the
Northern Securities company that in-
asmuch as the stock of these three
railroads was exchanged for Northern
Securities shares the holders of this
stock were entitled to share alike in
the rise or fall in the markets of the
stock of the Great Northern and
Northern Pacific. This could be ac-
complished in but the way as set forth
by Mr. Hill and that was to pro rate
the stock of the Great Northern and
Northern Pacific on the basis of value
at which this stock was taken by the
Securities company, and on the disso-
lution of the company return to each
shareholder for each share of Nerthern
Securities a fractional share each of
Great Northern and Northern Pacific
stock.”

FIGHT ON WITH NO
DECISIVE RESULT
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continuously for a fortnight, has de-
fended every inch of the ground over
which it has been compelled by su-
perior numbers to retire.

On account of the receipt
recently of several warnings and ter-
rorist notifications, the sentries about
the grand duke's palace have been
doubled and ordered to exercise special
watchfulness. According to a current
report a terrorist disguised in the

uniform of the general attempted to
gain access to the grand duke on Sat-
urday. On being searched the man
was found to be armed with a loaded
revolver,

A mass meeting will be arranged for
during the coming week, when the en-
tire matter will be gone over and prop-
er steps taken to compel the building of
the track. The bill before the legisla-
ture providing for a $6.25 instead of a

ings was declared by the association
to be without merit, and a resolution
was passed asking Representative
Hammergren to oppose its passage.

The question of removing the elec-
tric lighting wires and poles from cer-
tain portions of Payne avenue was gone
into, and a resolution was adopted ask-
ing Ald. Nyberg to look into the mat-
ter and take proper steps for securing
the construction of a conduit.
