ENLARGES BOUNDARIES———

Bend of St. Paul Is Director of the West-
ern Organization

CHICAGO. March 7.—Delegates to the
Western Golf association at their annual
meeting here tonight, In addition to the
election of officers with Alan L. Reid of
the Chicago Golf club at the head, en-
larged the geographical scope of the or-
ganization and awarded the next annual
western amateur golf championship tour-
nament to the Glenview club.

ment of Judge Lochren will be the abso-
lute law, behind which th* city cannot go
at any future time.

The purpose of the clause in the
compromise agreement giving the city
a right of appeal within three years
was to compel the street railway com-
pany to live up to its agreement in its
entirety. The only penalty involved
upon the failure on the part of the
company to live up to its promise was
that the city could reopen the case and
appeal from Judge Lochrcn's decision.
But this penalty can only be required
within the next six months, after
which time the city can use nothing
but moral suasion on the company.

In the opinion of the same authority

the element of deception practiced on
the city council in regard to the ex-
tended time in which an appeal could
be taken, which was one of the princi-
pal considerations involved, would
vitiate the contract.

Other Points Questioned
The legality of the measure is ques-

tioned on several other points, chief
among which is whether the city coun-
cil can by a resolution bind the city to
a course of action which is to be ex-
tended over a period of thirty-four
years.

"What the city should have insisted
on in the compromise." said the same
attorney, "was that the street railway
company should have had the judg-
ment of Judge Lochren vacated, there-by restoring both to the city and the
company the same rights they had
prior to the beginning of the litigation.
The <'onipronii.se could then havo been
made on the proposition that as long
U the street railway company kept its
agreement with the <ity no suit would
be instituted along the same lines. This
would keep alive the penalty to be Im-
posed by the city upon thY company
for nonenforrement of contract.

Cases Are Cited
In support of the contention that the

city would lose its rights of appeal
after the expiration of the statutory
limit, notwithstanding a stipulation ex-
tending" It to three years, the same au-
thority cited the case of the state of
Minnesota vs. the Northern Securities
company. In that case it was held by
the supreme court that no stipulation
regarding jurisdiction would hold. At
the beginning of that litigation a ques-
tion of Jurisdiction was raised. It was
finally nettled by stipulation' between
the parties to the suit that the state
courts held jurisdiction. The case was
sent back by the supreme court on the
ground that the state court had no
Jurisdiction.

Councilman to Act
With a full understanding of the

rights of the city, as expounded by un-
doubted legal authority, several alder-
men and members of the assembly
have uncompromisingly announced that
they are willing to take any action
looking towards a rescission of the
compromise resolution.

But eight aldermen were present at
the meeting last night. Nine members
are required before action could be
taken looking toward a reconsidera-
tion or a rescission of the compromise
resolution. Ifthe required number had
been present a resolution would have
been Introduced Instructing the city
attorney to draw up a resolution re-
scinding the compromise. One alder-
man had announced that he was pre-
pared to offer such a resolution, while
three other aldermen stood ready to
second it.

The assembly wHI meet next week
and it is expected that decisive action
will be taken toward rescinding the
compromise resolution.

Several members of the common
council who 'had expressed themselves
as dissatisfied with the terms of the
compromise have announced that if
there is any legal chance of undoing
the hasty action of last Wednesday
night they are not only willing but
anxious to take advantage of it.

WASHINGTON. March 7—The re-
gents of the Smithsonian institution
today participated in the ceremony of
sealing the tomb of James Smlthson.
the founder of the institution. The
body was brought here recently from
Genoa and placed in a room of the
Smithsonian building, fitted up as a
mortuary chapel, pending final disposi-
tion. The tomb is behind a grille
formed of the original railing which
nurrounded it at Genoa. All the re-
gents prooeeded in a body to the mor-
tuary chapel, where the casket contain-
ing the remains was put immediately
in its temporary resting place and
sealed.

SOMITES FIGHT
TO «ETCAR RIDES

Pandemonium Fills the First
Day of the Traction

Strike

NEW YORK. March 7. — with one
colliaiorv. in which twenty-nine persons
were injured and none killed. New
York has passed through the first day
of the general strike on its rapid trans-
it system. Beyond this accident and
some minor casualties, due to the ab-
normal crowds, the sum total of the
day was annoyance and vexation to a
million or more people usually depend-
ent upon the InterboroujjtVs line for
transportation to and from their busi-
ness. So far there has been little dis-
order. Sporadic encounters between
individual**, some bad language arvt
the action of a few hou<l!ums In throw-
Ing missiles at passing elevated trains
tell this phase of the strike.

The annoyance to the multitude was
increased by a wet snow which began
falling this afternoon. Service on the
elevated roads and subways, while not
tied up, was crippled badly. Trains
were run on irregular schedules on the
underground, beginning with the early
morning, but the elevated lines did not
fare so well. On the east side prac-
tlrally no attempt was made to insti-
tute a .sen-ice, while the Sixth and
Ninth avenue lines, whirh serve the
west aide, were run in a fashion woe-
fully inadequate.

System Is Paralyzed
In fact, the elevated system was

pretty well paralyzed. The company's
entire energy seemed to be directed to
an effort to maintain service in the
subway, and this was partly success-
ful.

Strikebreaker Farley and his crew
of seven or eight hundred men were
thrown Into the tunnels. Officers of.
the company gave this system their
special attention and an enormous force
of policemen was drawn to the tun-
nels and the stations. Through traf-
fiVe was abandoned early. Every avail-
able man was put on the locals and a
fairly good schedule was maintained
during the evening rush hours until the
accident at Twenty-third street took
place. This upset things, but after
strenuous effort they were straightened
out and a set vice resumed on a head-
way of from five to seven minutes.

The accident at Twenty-third street
was a rear end collision, due, it is said,
to the Inexperience of the men on the
trains. Two cars had their ends
smashed in. there was a panic among
scores of passengers and of the injured
fifteen were severely hurt. Traffic- was
delayed from 5 o'clock until after 7.

Policemen Help Children
A pitiful phase of the east side

crowds was that many of the boys and
girl.s had not planned ahead for the
extra fare required to change from the
platform to the surface rats, and being
t»K> proud to admit it. lingered for an
hour or nnri' on the stations. In some
cases the policemen on <luty realised
the situation and took turns in provid-
ing extra fare.

A delay of several hours in remov-
ing the I'nlted States mail bags from
an elevated station will, it is asserted,
result in the railing into action of
United States Marshal Henkel and his
assistants. The mail bags from the
Harlem substation of the postoffice
piled up on' the platform, but the
strikers would not permit the trains to
stop, the crews being threatened with
attack if they did stop.

Around Brooklyn bridge, where
nearly all the east side surface lines
start, and in the open space to the
south of city hall, people packed the
streets and the police and railway em-
ployes had a hard task to keep them
from the tracks. With clanging gongs
the cars fought their way slowly to the
turning curve?, only to be made the
objects of a mad rush from the mob.
Men fought for a foothold on step or
platfortn as they would for a place In
the last boat of a sinking ship. Women
were mauled and roughly handled in
the Jam and hats were lost, coats were
torn and bundles heedlessly dropped

In the mud.
Mayor Takes Action

Mayor George B. McClellan tonight

reached the conclusion that transpor-
tation conditions had assumed so seri-
ous an aspect that it would be neces-
sary to bring the two factions to some
speedy agreement. He accordingly ad-
dressed a letter to both the Interbor-
ough and the Amalgamated associa-
tion, in which he offered his services
'to act as mediator, arbitrator or In
any capacity in which I may be instru-
mental in effecting U adjustment of
the existing differences."

The police said tonight that over a
hundred nonunion men had left their
places on account of Illness. All the
downtown hotels are crowded tonight
with guests unable to reach their
homes in the upper sections of the city.

No meeting of the Amalgamate*! as-
sociation will be held until twenty-four

hours has elapsed. If at the end of
that time, it is said. SupL Hedley is
still unwilling to accede to the de-
mands of the men. the engineers and
firemen's electric and eccentric union
will be called out. The strikers claim
that many of the Imported men have
gone over to them and quit work, but
this the Interborough officials stoutly
denied. Columbia college students
seized the opportunity to make a few
dollars and enjoy the excitement of
strikebreaking.

Worse Yet
NEW YORK. March B.—Reports

early this morning show that traffic on
the Second and Ninth avenue elevated
roads was at a complete standstill. In
the subway and on the Third avenue
elevated and on the Sixth avenue ele-
vated trains are running irregularly.
The outlook for the day traffic is very
bad.

Oyama'i Strategy
MI'KDEN. March 7.—The outfines of

Field Marshal Oyama's strategy have
been well defined since March 4. While
maintaining a series of energetic at-
tacks on the esstern front and demon-
strations on the center, the Japanese
made their principal stroke westward,
the chief effort being in an endeavor to
break through the triangle of I'llnpu.
Madyapu and Erthtaitzu. thus sever-
ing the eastern army and the frontal
force from Mukden, and at the same
time threatening a farther advance to
the northwest to deprive the Russians
of the road by which to retreat to Tie
pass. Against this plan Gen. Kuro-
patkin decided to accept battle, both
on the front and west of Mukden.

Why Vladimir is Threatened
ST. PETERSBURG. March 7.—The

report that an attempt had been made
by a man fn a general's uniform to gain
access to Grand Duke Vladimir was in-
correct, though the grand duke re-
ceived warnings that such an attempt
would be made.

selves forward at every point yester-
day, their main energies were behind
the blow west and southwest In an at-
tempt to envelope the Russian right
and drive a wedge through the line at
Madyapu, but Gen. Kuropatkin seems
to have been able successfully to
change front on "the line of his shat-
tered right, aligning from northwest to
southeast, to protect the railroad to
Mukden, and at nightfall, it was re-
ported, he was practically holding all
his positions. At the same time he
was drawing in and shortening his
line to the southeast.

According to reports all the concen-
trated attacks of the Japanese to the
westward failed, and the effort of Gens.
Nugi and Oku to push the encircling
movement north and eastward across
<;.-n. Kuropatkin's line of communica-
tions was blocked. Reports, however,
are conflicting. One correspondent
telegraphs of hearing tiring to the
northward toward Tie pass, which may
be between Cossacks and a flying col-
umn of Japanese.

While some Russian correspondents
perhaps attach undue importance to
MVera] minor Russian successes on the
southern front, which evidently were
simply counter attacks and in no sense
r ;il offensive movements. If Kuropat-
kln has a plan for striking a real blow
upon which. In the opinion of ex-
perts, his salvation depends, there is
no indication as yet of such a purpose.

Oyama Chooses Battle Points
The commander in chief has been

confining his strategy, as at Liaoyang
to meeting the attacks of the Japanese
and accepting battle at places chosen
by Field Marshal Oyama. Both sides
are terribly exhausted by ten days of
continuous tighting and all the corres-
pondents at the front Intimate that the
issue must be definitely decided today.

At the military clubs here Gen. Kuro-
patkin is already regarded as beaten,
the only question being his ability to
execute a retreat. Those who believe
there Is still a chance of actual Rus-
sian victory are few and far between.
The majority regard the fighting yes-
terday M in reality a rear guard action,
entertaining no doubt that there will
be a heavy withdrawal during the
night. These officers, however, are de-
pendent upon practically the same in-
formation as the public.

Gteo. Kuropatkin's critics among mili-
tary men are Increasing in number, the
burden of complaint being that In
every action he has. shown a lack of
initiative. With defeat now. whether
disastrous or otherwise, they declare
his star will sot. On the other hand,
it is believed that Field Marshal <>ya-
ma's daring strategy, if successful in
thi.- battle, will entitle him to rank as
one of the greatest captains of the
age.

Effect Politically
Politically the result may determine

the question of continued prosecution
of the war. An overwhelming disaster,
It is believed, will surely bring Russia
to terms; but anything less might not
break the stubborn resolution of the
Russian government. In its bearing on
the Interior situation the result of the
battle is regarded as equally import-
ant.

No exact figures are hazarded as to
the losses, although it is evident they
will exceed those at Liaoyang on both
sides. According to all accounts the
Japanese, who had to attack, were the
heavier losers everywhere except In the
Ml In the matter of supplying food
and ammunition the Russians, occupy-
ing defensive lines, enjoy a. great ad-
vantage which might prove decisive at
the crucial moment, although all the
dispatches from the front dwell upon
the terrible exhaustion and hunger of
prisoners who have been captured.

Front Is Fourteen Miles Long
MI'KDKN. M.urh 7. 4:35 p. m. —

Fighting of the fieriest nature, whit-h
i.s likely to decide the tate of the battle
which has been in progress for ten
days, began at dawn today and has
continued uninterruptedly up to the
present time on a front fourteen DsilM
long west of the railroad and on a line
with the Shakhe river. The Japanese
also have made desperate attack on
Bentsiaputze and. reports are arriving
here that fighting was renewed this
morning on the extreme left of the
Russian army. Both sides are fighting
with desperation to the Westward,
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though the troops are wellnigh ex-
hausted. The Issue of the battle may
depend largely on the relative physical
condition of the rank and file. In its
main features the combat is very mucn
like that at LJaoyang. The losses in
the ten days of battle on both sides are
already far greater than in the battle
of Liaoyang.

Leads Attack Horseback
Beginning at 2 p. m. the Japanese

made a succession of desperate attacks
on Gen. Tserpitsky's division on the
west front south of Mukden, repeating
the assault at intervals of two hours
with constant reinforcements. About
50.000 Japanese with 200 pieces of ar-
tillery participated. All the attacks
were repulsed, there being enormous
losses on both side's. One extremely
important position changed hands sev-
eral times.

Finally Gen. Tserpitsky, on horse-
back, placing himself at the head of hid
troops, led his regiments to the attack
with colors flying and music playing.
The attack was successful. After It
wns over the victorious soldiers crowd-
ed around Gen. Tserpitsky shouting his
praises and kissing his hands and feet.
The Russians captured several quick-
lire guns and many Japanese prisoners,
including officers. —It is reported that MaJ. Gen. Gerop9
of the Kast Siberian rifles towards
evening had taken and held Tatche-
kiau. Towards the northward the Rus-
sians by many attacks secured strong
positions with the point of the bayonet
without firing a shot.

Can't Capture Dinner
Monday night the Japanese attacked

Yenheitun, Alanpu and Kerthtaitzu
and also made four furious attacks on
the village of Inhuantun early this
morning. On the fourth attack the
Japanese were temporarily successful
In driving out the Russians and rushed
directly toward the field kitchens
where the morning meal was being
prepared and commenced to bolt the
food. The Russian troops, however,
with a shout of "Save »ur dinner.
brothers," fell upon the Japanese like
a hurricane and drove them out of the
village at the point of the bayonet. A
captured Japanese said they had noth-
ing to oat since Sunday and hail ben
told this morning either to capture the
Russians' dinner or starve.

The cannonading in the neighbor-

hood of Tatchekiao is now increasing
In Intensity. The Japanese apparently
have brought up reinforcements and
are attempting to crush (Jen. Gern-
gross. The Japanese are bringing up
supplies by the Sintnintin road and
apparently are using the railroad as a
line of communications.

Sixth Day of the Fight
MUKDEN. March 6 (delayed).—The

sixth day of the battle on the Russian
right tl.uik raged with undlminished
vigor from dawn to dark. The Jap-

anese made good their position at
Tachu and pushed the contest north
to Sliimintin, the same as on Sunday.
four miles from the main battle line,
though apparently no nearer. As was
the case in the battle of Liaoyang. the
semi-circular positions where the bat-
tle Is progressing now are so near
that the whole of them are accessible
from Mukden in a day's tour. The
losses already are close to those of the
battle of Liaoyang on the Russian side,
and the Japanese are believed to have
suffered mu< h more, though this does
not seem to shake the Japanese tenac-
ity, for at noon today they attacked
Inahuentun. advancing their infantry
and provoking a. counter attack, which
was first reported to have resulted in
the Russian infuntry occupying Y< n-
shuntrn at 2 o'clock. Then the artil-
lery battle Increased in fury, shells
setting fire to many buildings.

The appearance of this plain begins
to resemble a siege. Graves are in-
creasing in numbers, while dead ani-
mals strew the ground. The troops
have btCB without rest for some days
and their powers of resistance are de-
clining. They plainly show the strain
of the terrible week. The ground is
deeply frozen. The Japanese continue
to flank the Russian position. One
Japanese division is known to have ex-
tended to Beling. *

Graves Grow in Number

The Japanese maintained a frontal
attack Sunday night, having attacke.l
Shakhe, Krdago and HurtarW, In tin*
extreme east, where they are again ad-
vancing. The Russian center remains
firm, but on the southwest the Rus-
sians are falling back on their second
position. The army on lbs right wins
is now thrown back on the Russian
settlement. In magnitude the present
battle promises to about equal the bat-
tle of the Shakhe river.
